A MINING SHARK'S VICTIMS,

Exposure of William Whalen's CapperOIIne
Swindle In St. Louis.
ISrXCULTO TUIWOBLD.1

St. Louis, Mo., March 0. Some of the inside
history of tho Bt. Peters Consolidated Gold and
Silvor Mining Company and the Consolidated
Copper Mining and Milling Company of Eureka
County, Ncv., has como to light. Most of tho
stock of the companies was placed horo by ono
William Whalon, who appeared hero about two
years ago and was introduced .among Catholics
by Father Hennessey, now Bishop of Wichita.
He had two mining properties, and Alexander
Mastbrook placed them. Tho mines were incor-
porated here and capitalized at $6,000,000
each. Tho stock of tho Copper Company was
llrst placed, purchasers for 4,000 shares being
found among members of the Catholic Church
at $U5 per share. Dividends ncre promised
which would amount in two years to what tho
stockholders paid in. Only 4,000 shares wire
sold, Mr. Whalcu preferring to keep the rest
himself.

Eight small dividends on the copper stock
weie actually paid, and then tho stockholders
were induced to exchange their stock for shures
in the Bt. Peters mine, with Whalon as Presi-
dent. Mr. Mastbrook also placed KlUU.OOO of
stock in tills property, and then had some trou-
ble with Whalen which resulted in the publica-
tion of the fact that all tho dividends paid by
Whalen had been paid out of tho receipts from
sales of stock and that very littlo oro had been
taken out of tho mine.

Whalen, in an interview admitted all
this, but still declared that tho property was a
bonanza and in time would prove to be a second
Gomstock. He had paid the dividends, ho said,

tlakoop the stockholders from grnmbllng, they
"hot beliur able to understand why the work at
tho mines had not been more productive.

A pathetic story is told by these two death no-

tices which appear sido by side in a morning
paper. Mr. Joseph Hitter, a retired merchant,
loft his homo at 144 East Thirty. eighth street
on Thursday morning, apparently in the beat of
health.

Ho boarded an uptown Broadway car, and,
taking a scat in a corner, apparently wont to
sleep, At Fifty-thir- d street an acquaintance
got on the car. He took a seat alongside tho
apparent sleeper and slapped him on the kneo.

There was no movement on tho part of tho
sleeper. His friend shook him and then noticed
tho deathly color of his face

Ho was horror stricken to And that Mr. Bitter
was dead. Tho body was removed to the West
Forty-sevent- h strcot pollco station. Mr. Miter's
friend then sadly went to tho former's house to
tell of his death.

His wifo and nicco were informed, but his sis-
ter, who had heart trouble, uos not told until
yesterday.

Then she was led down to the parlor, where
tho body of Mr. Hitter was resting ill its casket
As soon as she learned that her brother was
dead sho uttorcd a piercing, soul-stirri- cry,
and fell hack into tho arms of her niece, dead.

Tho sudden deatli of the sister following right
after tho taking away of tho brother was an
awful shock to tho surviving members of tho
family. Wife and niece consoled each othor
and near friends attended to tho funeral ar-
rangements.

Two caskets, sombrely draped in black crape,
rested sido by side in the parlor this morning,
telling with silent sadness the pathetio story of
the two deaths.

A few largo whito c&llas rested on tho top
of each.
