Insanity Flatly Denied.

Tho Actress Overworked Herself and Is

Feeling tbe Nervous Strain.

" A Very Sick Woman, but Not Insane,"
Says Her Maid.

PniLADLrniA, Pa.. March 18. The reports
current in regard to the mental condition of
Mary Anderson had tho effect of drawing
a largo number of her friends to tho Strat-
ford Hotel thiB morning.

Many of them are content to inquire front
tho clerk as to her condition, but those who
knew her well wcro not satisfied with this
and scut up their cards.

In overy instance tho messenger returned
with tho word that though Miss Anderson felt
somewhat hotter, ,vot sho did not fool ablo to
seo any ono.

Tho only porsons who have been permitted
to soo Miss Anderson, in addition to her
maid, nro tho closest members of her family.

Your correspondent succeeded in Rotting
on intorviow with tho maid.

This pretty and faithful servant finds her
dutios quito sovero, and though she does not
complain, it is easy to bo seen that she is very
mil oh worried and worn.

"Miss Anderson is n very sick woman."
sho said, "but it is not truo that sho has
liecomo insano."

"But isn't thoro times at which she ap.
pears very much depressed moutally?" asked
tho correspondent.

" Well, that's nothing," said the maid.
' ' Everybody Rots worn out, nnd that is all
that is tho inattor with Miss Anderson. Sho
has overworked and tho strain Is now telling
upon her."

" Is it trno that she didn't reoognizo Mr.
Abbey ?" aBkcd tho correspondent.

" I don't know ; but sho is not insane. Sho
only needs rest."

Dr. S. Wier Mitchell, tho specialist in brain
and nervous diseases, who is attending Mis.?
Anderson, decliued to talk of hor case.

It is said by people horo. who intimately
know Miss Anderson and who havo seen her
slnco her arrival in this city, that sho is
Buffering from mental depression. They do
not think that it is likoly to bocomo serious.
But tho fact that tho doctor declines to cay
that sho is not mentally ill seems rather
strango when by ono word ho might sot tho
rumors at rest.

Mrs. Joseph Anderson, slstor-in.la- of tbe
actress, sold : " The story that sho is suffer-
ing from mental trouble is ridiculous."

She adddfl ttmt Miss Anderson's mother and
sister had returned to Now York, being as-
sured by Dr. Mitchell that bis patient was
not seriously ill.

Messcrs. Abbey nnd Schoeffel, who wore
both in Philadelphia on Saturday visiting
Miss Mary Anderson, were in tho city this
morning. Tho result of thoir visit tboy con-
fided to Mr. Charlio Chatterton, who was
primod with the subject. i

" Mr. Abbey found Miss. Anderson very
choorful and comfortablo, " said Mr. Chatter,
ton, ' ' but of course deoply chagrined that
her season would bo obliged to end. Tho
stntcmont that sho is insane is utterly with,
out ground. Sho is no moro insano than I
am. and I don't think," said Mr. Chatterton.
with a twirl of bis blond mustaoho, " that I
conspicuously domentod.

" bho has been working very, very hard.
It was not only at tbe performance that she
exertod herself, but in each new town Miss
Anderson was obliged to rehearse with
Bupors. The strain upon hor system was
very great. She insisted upon playing after
her first indisposition iu Washington, and it
was only two days later, when she fainted
after Pcrdita's dance, that wo realized sho
was really ill. In New York she was in
splendid hoalth and excellent spirits.

" Tho season is absolutely closed. Mr.
Abbey will send tho company back to Eng-
land, so that oven if Miss Anderson recovered
sufficiently to play again tho necessity of re-
hearsing with a now company would render
that impossible. Mr. Abboy docs not want
her to piny again. Sho will remain quietly
in Philadelphia for somo weeks to come.

Fatriotio Sons of Ireland Honor
Thoir Nation's Saint.

The Emerald Flag Flattering Over the

City Hall.

Crowds of Men, Women nnd Children
Crowd tho Streets for tho

Great Parade.

This is St. Patrick's Day In tbe morning, at
noon and all the time, and conscientious
Irishmen are celebrating it in tho usual and
bonting mannor.

doing in th,o way of the old-tim- o regulation
fostivities. and tho parado, which is tho pride
of evorv truo Irish heart, was, of course,
postponed till

Then a programme was prepared as chock
full of fun and merrltnen as it it had not
been spread out over two days.

To begin with, the sight that most glad-

dened Uio hearts or all the sous of Erin was
tho fluttering of tho green flag of their coun-
try in the plnco of honor over tho City
Hall By order of Mayor Grant it
had been run up early in the morning
by Keeper Keese, of tho City Hall, right

tho main polo, bearing tho Stato and
municipal standards, whilo tho National
banners floated from tho two wings.

A year ago Mayor Hewitt interdicted tho
old custom which had been for years the war
In which the City Government had paid ita
respects to Erin's National holiday and hud
forbiddon tbo flag to be raised. This year
the green banner is in its old place.

All tho public buildings and many of the
private ones flung out tbe National colors,
and all over the city thoro was a grand dis-
play of flags and bunting, among which tho
green flag was conspicuous.

Children carried littlo paper banners in
their hands, and they were offorod for sale at
all tho street corners, with real and artificial
shamrocks. Truck horses, wagons aud
Btrect cars were decoratod with them or w ith
green tassels, and every Irishman who de-
sired to properly honor the day had a bit of
groen shamrock tucked under tho edge of
his hat baud.

National decorations wero conspicuous,
especially along the lino of march of tho
parade, and frequently tho houses wero elab-
orately trimmed.

Although tho parado wa not announced to
start until 1 o'clock, big crowds had collected
in Washington Squaro, where tho column
formed, long before noon. Thoy lined tho
sidewalks on Wavelry placo all along in
front of tbe handsomo mansions on tbe north
fcldo of tho square, and extended all the way
up Fifth avenuo to Tblrtoeuth street.

Thoro was aUo a creat gathering in Union
Squaro, especially about tbe roviowing
stand, where tho flags wero run up about
10.30 by tbe Superintendent of tho park.
Tboy wero the two National flags and the
State and municipal baunors.

Just about noon the various organizations
wbioh took part in the parade began to arrive
at Washington Squaro.

Tho Grand Marshal of the day is John
Hernon, who with his aids, Timothy Canary
and Patrick Duff, assisted by Special Aids
Edward Dowdall, William Leddy and John
Forbes, had a lot of work in gettingtbo vari-
ous organizations Into line.

The police permit called for 23,000 men in
lino, but there were only about half that
number actually in the proressiou.
