SICK PEOPLE WAKED BY FIRE

EAELT MORNING TAMO IN DR. DI MOIBE'S

PRIYATE HOSPITAL.

One Hclplr Woman Wrappnd In Blanket
and Carried Downatalra Jnat In Time
Tbe Reat or the Patient and the Doc-to- r'

Wire Karnpcd In Their NUht Clothe
Qnlck Work by the Firemen.

Tbo patients la Dr. G. Bettinl di Molee's
private hospital, at B University place, were
aroused just before 2 o'clock this morning by
tbe sme.l of smoke.

Fire bad broken out in a small room ad-

joining the back parlor, and it spread with
remarkable act.vity. The Doctor's brother,
who slept on the top floor, stopped lone
enouRh to crv " Firel" and then dashed out
to give an alarm.

Ihe Doctor himself, clad only in his nlcht-dref- ti

and an overcoat, rushed out of his room,
just oer wnere the fire blazed, and was met
by a burst of flamo and smoke.

With great presence of mind he quickly ran
downstairs.

The room whsre the fire had started was a
seething mnss of tire, but the doctor faced it
and shut tbe door, thus barring for a moment
the ptogress of the flames. The parlo ' dcors
he also shut nnd confined tho fire to the rear.

In the mean time the doctor's vl'e and
three patients had escaped in their night
clothes. One patient, a woman suffering
with hip disease, remained behind, unable to
move. Tbo doctor rushed upstairs, threw a
few blankets around her and bore her down
in his arms not a moment too son.

All tent to the Hotel St. Martin, a few
doors distant. Tho firemen arrived quickly
and boou subdued tho flames.

The rear room 'uns stored with chemicals
and medirines and the burning of these sent
out thick olowds of black smoke, filling tuo
entire neighborhood. The occupants of the
h usei ou either bide of tbe hobpital were
awakened by the smoke, and some becoming
frlgh cned rushed out in;o the street clad iu
nlghtdrt sseg.

Iho tire would havo been more destructive
than it was bad not tho doctor shut the
doors. The room is situated direotly under
the stairs and the flames would havo swept
clear up tn tho roof.

Dr. di Molts was enthusiastic in his praise
of tho firemen this morning. Ho marvelled
creotlv at the syatem which enabled tbo
engines to arrive so qnicklv and at the dis.
natch with which thoy extinguished tho
tiro.
