MYERS UNDER FIRE.

Tho Comptroller Boforo tho Market
Investigators.

A Little War 0?er Lawyer Hlcoll's Cheer-

ful Smile

Clerk McAdam Doe Not Put In an
Appearance.

Commissioner of Accounts Holahan y

reported that with Commissioner Barker ho
visited the new West Washington Market
Tuesday end made an inspection for thoir
personal information.

They found fully forty stands which had
not been fitted up, although many of them
had been supposed by them and by tho
Comptroller to be ready for business. Among
these Btonds are those obtained by
Fatty Walsh for a restaurant.

The Comptroller has determined to revoke
tho permits for all these stands, which are
not fitted up at tho conclusion ot the investi-
gation.

The reason for the Comptroller's failure to
suspond Chief Clerk Graham McAdam on the
occasion of the damaging tostlmouy of Mr.
Wickes beine given was revealed

Mr. Myers'u counsel, Frederio B. Coudert,
consulted with tho Commissioners of Ac
counts as to tho advisability of such action
on tho ;nrt of tho Comptroller. Commis-
sioner Holohan thought that, inasmuch as tho
evidence of Mr. McAdam's having received
(3,000 is only hearsay In charactor. it might
projudico his case and cause the nubile to
unjustly prejudge him guilty uliould tho
Comptroller suspend or discharge him.

It wab finally decided to follow the Com-

missioner's advice and retain Mr. McAdam in
ofllce.

Hugh F. McDonald, bookkeeper for John
H. Hanley A. Co., was the first witness in the
market investigation this morning. He
brought the booksof the firm, but Mr. Nicoll
could not find tho suspicious entry ho ex-
pected in them.

From tho examination of Mr. McDonald it
appeared that the Hanley brothers keep
thoir private accounts in a book which he
had not producod.

Fie was instructed to bring this book and
also the private nccounts of Messrs. John H.
and George W. Hunley in the Bowery, Sea-
men's, Greenwich, Emigrant Industrial and
Manhattan savings banks, where these gen-
tlemen have deposits.

Bartholomew Gray, the Centre streetlivery-roa- n
who secured two stands in tho new mar-

ket for his clerk, George II. Schweitzer, told
how he got them through the influence of
Sunt, of Markets John J. Kelso.

Richard H. Thorn, who was very lndig.
naut when examined some weeks ago, and
declared that the investigation was injuring
hlrt business, was recalled to the stand by
Mr. Nicoll to acknowledge that ho has been

resent at tho investigation every day sinceEe was first examined, and that his business
hasn't been greatly injured because he hasn'
much if nuy.

Mr. Nicoll here suggestod that the Comp-
troller be called tn testify.

Mr. Coudert mildly protested, saying that
Mr. Nicoll had prevailed in the argument to
punish Mr. McAdam for contempt. The
Court has said that he mutt testify and the
Comptroller has added his personal direction
that Mr. McAdam testify regarding all mat-
ters concerning the munagoment of the Fi-
nance Department in its relation to tho new
market of which he is oognizont. Mr. Myers's
counsel said he hopod that Mr. McAdam
would testify boforo tho Comptroller is
called.

Mr. Nicoll said that tho Court had not
ordered Mr. McAdam to testify, but bad
committed him for contempt, and ho had
sent his assistant, Lawyer McKelvy. to got a
warrant committing the gentleman to tho
Tombs, from Judge Ingrnham.

Neithor Mr. MoAdam. his brother, the ex.
AsFiemblymau, nor his counsel, I'etor Mitchell,
was present at ' the inquiry, although the
recalcitrant wiiness was downstairs in the
Comptroller's office.

A messenger sent by Mr. Nicoll to ascer-
tain why Mr. McAdam had not been landed
in a Tombs cell, returned with the informa-
tion that Judgo Ingraham had granted the
chief clerk until 4 r. m. to purge himsolf of
contempt by testifying.

The Comptroller was accordingly sum-
moned and took the stand. Ho testified :

' ' The wholo matter of tho allotment of
stands in the now market was intrusted to
Kupt. KoHo. Chief Clerk McAdam and Clerk
Woltman. These threo gentlemen had the
whole matter in their own liands."

' ' I did not even make the final allotment
only so far as signing the permits, previously
countorsigned by the Chief Clerk. I could
not consider each caso individually.

"Of course I cave these conllemen in.
structious as to how they should bo allowed.
I ordered them to cut down the immense
holding of Now Jersey in tho old market,
and Instoad of ghing stands to sub-letto- in
the old market, to give them to tho peoplo
who were occupying tho stands at tho time.

' I had tho greatest confidence in Messrs.
Kelso, McAdam nud Wodman. They wore
bonded officers of tho city, and men of tho
hlghr st integrity.

' ' Athough I only actually allotted but
four or five of the stands in the new market,
I consider that I am lespouHiblo for tho en-tir- o

allotment. I urn made so officially. I
trusted entirely to my subordinates. Thov
wore men of expenenco in tho market bus!-lien- s,

I wns not, nnd had implicit coutideuco
in Kelso, McAdam and Woltman. I modn no
personal allotment, excepting the applicant
was recommended by people whose indorso.
ment I respected.

" You allotted Walsh's stand, did you not?"
asked Mr. Nicoll.

" I did."
"And Tom Campbell's?"
" And Campbell's."
"JohnTubbs's. too?"" I allotted one to William Tnbbg. I don't

know how the permit came to be issued to
Johu Tubbs and didn't even know that Will-
iam Tubbs is n son of John."" You also Blotted a stand to Assemblyman
Daniel E. Finn?"

" I did not. I didn't know he had a per-
mit, although I signed it."

Mr. Nicoll's countonsnee broadened into a
smile at this suggestion.

This angered Mr. Coudert, who said t

"I object to this, Mr. Nicoll. This is a
decorous proceeding and you shall not laugh
in the Comptroller's face to bring down the
applause of the gallery. If you continue to
conduct this examination in such an indec- -

orous manner I shall withdraw from the
caso."

Mr. Nicoll replied sharply that he should
smile if he choso.

Examining the Comptroller as to the char-
acter of the stallholders in the now market,
Mr. Nicoll asked If Mr. Meyers considered tho
markots charitable Institutions.

To this Mr. Myers replied that they appear
to bo, in a moasuro, for thoy heem to be in.
tended to give cheap places forth transao.
tion of business to people who cannot afford
to rent stores.

He added that ho did not see what good the
markots are to the city anytwty.os the revenue
from them to the city is entirely Inadeqate.

The Comptroller asserted that he is satis,
nod that no market ever opened by the city
had so many reputable, good business men
among its stind.holders as are now located in
tho now market.

Mr. Nicoll went on to name some of tho
standholders ho did not consider as coming
within tho Comptroller's category, when Mr.
Myers responded that tho present investiga.
tion had prevented bis going on with correc-
tions anJ reforms in tho market which he
desired to undertake.

"What I Don't you regard this investiga-
tion of great servico to you?" nskod Mr.
Nicoll.

"I certainly do. It bos brought to my
knowledge a great many matters which will
be of great benefit to me in my futnro admin-istratio- n

of affairs and would have remained
hidden had it not been for the inquiry."

Mr. Nicoll then crosa-eamino-d tbe Comp-
troller as to the policy which controlled him
In allotting stands. He tried to make him
say that a feature of his policy was to refuse
permits to sublctters In the old market.

Mr. Meyers refused to do this, saying tnat'
it was simply to prevent subletting in tho
now.

As to transfers of stands the Comptroller
said that he attempted to prevent this as much
an possible nud but four have been mado.
Although the law allows the traur.fer of stands
ho has' mado n rulo that nono sha.ll be made
except with his cousont.

Tho Comptroller made some interesting
revelations regarding tho letting of threo
stands to Bock t Bteljee, the liquor dealers
and champion sublettcrs of tho old market.

Ho said (hat these gentlemen had nino
stands In tho old market, all of which thev
were subletting.

Kelso and McAdam had allotted them five
in tho new market and the Comptroller pro-
tested. Kolso end McAdam bald that tho
gentlemen were " bankers " and thoir reten-
tion necessary to the market's intcreet.

Those gentlemen were summoned beforo
the Comptroller and by deeds and accounts
pretended to show how they had lost $30,000
in tho old market,

Thoy melted tho heart of Mr. Myers with
their plaint, and ho gavo them threo stands
until they could get Bome ot thoir money
baok, when he told them he should revoke
their permits.

He was surprised to learn that instead of
losing money Bock A Steljes had mode big
profits on their old market investments.

Mr. Myers thought he had been pretty
successful in rooting out the sublelters. as
there nro only 20 in the new market to ISO in
the old.

The continued examination of the Comp-
troller brought out the fact that he had on
tbe list of "widows" to whom stauds were
allotted Mrs. J. Donnelly, who has a hus-
band in the Public Works Department,
and Patrick Curry, a Jersoyman, who has
masqueraded for years as " Miss Curry."
These revelations surprised tho Comptroller.
