" La Marlagede Figaro "is, perhaps, tho very
last French play that an American audience can
understand and appreciate, aud exactly why
Coquollu presouted It at tho BtarTheatie last
night is not clear. Of course there aro always
people who tho less they uudorstand of a play
tho nioro they profess to enjoy It. Tho one or
two points thoy can grasp stand out so conspicu-
ously in the thousand points thuy can't grasp
that they oonslder them beautiful. Dozens of
pcoplo last night cackled at littlo passages in
" Le Marlage do Figaro " which in English they
would have consldeied unworthy of a sinllo.

M. Boaumarchais's live-a- comedy is a stand-
ard work that can bo advantageously studied.
It is full of points and allusions that to a French-
man are extremely effective, but that to an
American are extremely flat and uninteresting.
And there are many ardent Parisian theatre-
goers whom you couldn't hire to sit through
" Le Mariage de Figaro." Its utility as far as
the stage is concerned is impaired.

The play is episodic. Its object is to show up
tho intrigues in which women, according to
French writers, love to figure.

After seeking in vain
for Homo tuno, one of the local merchants
iiad enough faith in his project to go on his
note for a bill of iron, and of this iron he
made tho tools himself. A rude derrick was
oreotod ovor too old wator woll, aud with a
spring polo for an engine he becan tho work
of sinking tho holo doaper. It was a primi-
tive outfit ha bad to work with, aud progress
was slow and tedious. Aftermany daj s' liurd
work ho was rewarded by striking a heavy
vein of oil at tho dopth of bo von ty. two foot.
His pumping apparatus was worked
by hand and was as orudo as
his drill, but all tho samo it brought oil from
the well at tho rate of twenty barrels a day,
and this oil then sold readily nt $30 a barrol.
