HIS LIFE AT STAKE.

The Imprisonment and Trial of
Vincenzo Quartararo.

One of the Most Remarkable Cases in
Our Criminal Records.

A Confession of Men Accused of
Murder the Only Evidence.

Quartararo Torn from Ills Young Bride
and Confined ln a Cell,

The mysterions [tallan wurder trial was
resumed this morning.

The curious history of the case is impor-
tant as showing tho reloevance of the testi-
mony brought oul,

Antonio Fluocomio, an Ttalian storokeeper
at 607 Third avenne, was stabbed to the beart
about 830 o'clock Sunday wight, Oct. 14,
1854 on the sidewnlk st the upper end of
Cooper Tnstitute.

Heveral people bad seen him walking arm
in arm with anothor man but a moment
before. When his cowpanion left him Flae-
comio staggered and then fell heavily on the
sidewalk,

The fow people who had observed hmm
thought he waa intoxicated. In pity they
rusbed to pick Lijm up,

Then thoy noticed the crimson life fluid
welling from the hole in his heart, Ho was
quite dead then.

A policeman eéame up and found a long,
keen-edged dagrer in the guttar.

There was no sign of blood on it, though.

The police set promptly to work to run the
murder down.

Flaccomio wan well off and his mysterions
murder aroused the conntry,

Inspector Byrnes's wen learned that for
sevoral hours beforo be was murdered he had
beun t!rinkluq nod uluinu s game of the fin-

onlled in & restaurant known as
A'l‘dnmrin. at ho A 8t.

Two Italians named Joseph Canizzaro and
Natali Babstino conducted this restaurnnt.

THE CONFESHION.

Finally they wnde a confession which en-
tirely exenlpated thomselves of any complic-
ity in the crime, and fustened it upon two
othier Ttalisns, Drothers, named lo and
Vincenzo Quartararo,

These wen lived i Olinton avenue, Hobo-
ken, but had s froft store in Little West
Twellfth street, in this city.

Vinoenzo also a store of hixown in
Mount Vernon, where ho is well and favor-
ably kuown,

The men who aceused them of the cnime
maid that the Quartararos had been in the
company iu the restaurnnt playing toceo
whetn a quarrel arose between Carlo and
Flaceomio, The latler went out, "The
brother followed.

At (uo por Inatitute they overtook Fluo.
conilo, ﬂl‘!ll\ wn Vincengo, they allegad,
tried to stsb him but was prevented by
Babatino, wherommu Carlo jumped in sand
sccomplisbed the deed,

CONTRADICTORY FACTH,

An they told the story, the tragedy was en-
