Not tatislled with making a literal y monu-
ment to Mmc. do Maintenon, l'aul de Noaillcs
lepatied and embelllshedsthc castle that bears
her name.

Fisnvois. Ambassador to London, Homo and
Constantinople during the icign or the last Val-
ois. and a long lino of ambassadors, cardinals
and admirals. Tho three hailita of the fftinilv ale
side by side: they are the Duehesse de Noaillcs,
Ducheste d Ayen and Vlcomtcsse de Noaillcs,
sublime heroines who perished on tno scaffold in
1 7IU. Tho old ratlo served as a shelter to tho
last tlirect descendant of the rriYUKf nirmnni'ie
who reigned over France. The dethroned
Chailes X. coining from Itambouillet was re-
ceived at Maintenon Aug. U, 1KU0, with all
royal honors by Duke l'aul and the Duehesse,
n.'r Mortcmart. The apartments occupied by
Charles are still pointed out to visitors, and his
last winds to the host are oven now repeated by
the tcrvants: "I do not wish civil war and
bloodshed in France: I am going far away."
