Days and Is Still Starving.

Psycho, He Says, Is Forcing Him on to

Abstajn from Food,

Ho Is Losing Two Pounds a Day. and
Ills Dootor Bars It Will Kill Him.

Citizen Clcorgo Francis Train Is In the midst
of a sovcro pervasive fast. Lent is over, but
l'sycho has not permitted the Easter hilarity to
withdraw him from his path of abstinence.

Tne Evemino Would reporter wss taken up to
the modest room on tho sixth floor of the Conti-
nental Hotel In which Citizen Train nests for
that small portion of tho timo In which he is not
in tho open air. Sir. Train was still abed. He
wore a nightgown trimmed with red. and
over it a blue sack coat. He was backed up by
pillows, and resembled a transplanted Sultan.

' ' Oood morning, " cried tho Bogc of Madison
Square. "8hako your own hand,"hocontln-tied- ,

clasping his left hand with his right in
warm greeting. ' ' I haven't shaken hands with
any one for fifteen years, "

Mr. Train's flamboyant beard waa gone. Only
the iron-gra- y mustacho remained. Ills faco
was palpably thinner but just as hardy a
bronze as over." 1 understand you aro fasting, Mr. Train,
and I camo to Irani yonr motive for this ab-
stinence, "said the reporter.

"Yes, I am fasting," the citizen replied.
Why? Why, becauso 1 weighed 100 pounds,
and every pound of adlposo is two pounds of
death, I am going to abolish poverty and death
by this fast. Bee tho great principles involved
lu.it T t"I bofatJ nn the l,nth of tho month. But for
two mouth before that I had only eaten ten
cents' worth of Lyonuaise potatoes and bread in
tho morning and drank one cup of coffeo in the
evening. Twenty-fiv- e cents a day for my food!
See how poverty goes ?

"Two years ago I fasted for six days and re-
duced niyeelf to l7fl pounds. With this fasti
am, taking a Turkish b'tth every day at Dr.
Miner's, so it is double-barrelle- d, you see. Dr.
Miller savs 1 wil kill myself. "

''How long do you Intend to keep up this
fast j" tnnnired the reporter.

"I don't know. I have no control over what
I do. I am impelled by Psycho. I don't know
one hour what J am going to do the next. When
I started I had no thought except to get thla rot
off mo, " and Mr. Train absent-minded- ly graaped
a fold of corrugated fat which lay near at hand
on his porson. I got this rot from talking to
grown-u- p people who do not llvo ss I do. Thoy
gormandize and ilrunkenize. I talk now to
grown-u- p people. I don't want to go back to
silence."" Tney've given np calling mo a crank, "said
George Francis, cheerily, bnt I am more of a
crank than ever. Orown-u- p folks don't under-
stand the mystery that envelopes me, but chil-
dren understand me at sight.

He had no practical knowledge
of anything but homos, of which he ia a fancier,
and had no plant to do tho w ork.

It was considered a mystory how he was going
to do tho work.

Dawson let tho contrsot, Sir. Kelly said, aro not
known among the dock builders.
