A Man Found Drowned and Tied
to an Iron Weight.

Taken Oat of the Harlem River at Day.

break To-da- y.

He Wai Young and Well Dressed, but
Illi Nome Is Unknown.

"Officer, ain't that a man In the water 1"
The questluiior was a man who had iuit crossed

Harlem Bridge at 4.30 this morning, and his
question startled Officer Ni. olai. of the East One
Hundred and Twenty-sixt- h street station.

The officer peered through the eray mist of
dawn down into the river beside the briebje.
Yes, unmistakably, it was a faco that mot bis
gaie, npturnod.

The officer got a boat and rowod out to the
face. It was black and Its owner was dead in
less than five feot of water.

The dead wagon was sout for. the body taken
put and removed to the Morgue. It was thebody of a man of perhaps thirty years, but
bloated and decomposed.

The man had, evidently been handsomo. Ho
had soft, wavy brown hair, now dishevelled by
the waters, and a small brown mustache.

He wan r, feot 10 inches In height and wore a
diagonal frock coat and vest, striped, pauts andlight brown Spring overcoat.

Hero's a mystery," said tho office.. "Beethis."
It wss a picco of anglo Iron, such as is used in

strengthen ng Joint; on the L structuic, andpierced with rivet holes.
It was 1 H inches long and weighed no pounds.

It had been wired to the leg of the man. ami,
oddly enough, the poor fellow had placed his
miitchain umbrella between tho cruel iron and
his leg.

Tho iron wonld otherwise have hurt his leg.
In one of the pockets of the .lead man was a

well worn Swiss watch, such as ladies carry. It
had a gold case, enamelled in black, and was
No. 21, 407 of the mske or "li. I)ro AFIls.
Lode. " There was no chain, aud not a scrap ok'
paper or writiug on the body.

On his neck-sca- was a pin an owl on a bar
at one end of which was a star of gold; at the
other a pearl.

Deputy Coroner Jenkins said the body had
been in the water at least seven weeks.

The police csnnot tell whether the cave is one
of murder or suicide.

It is likowise unknown until tho autopsy is
held whether he died by drowning or was an-
chored In the water after death.

The iron which was attached to his leg may
have been taken from the Elevated itailioad re-
pair shop, not far from where he was found

Later the police came to the conclusion that
the man bore some resemblanoe to Louis E. Ho
bellsx. who disappeared from his home at :un
East One Hundred and Twenty-fourt- h street
two weeks ago. and for information of whose
whereabouts 100 rewaid was offered.

Bobellax's relatives have been communicated
with, hut they have not yet visited the Morgue
to identify the body.

WAS SHE POISONED ?

Startling Developments Looked For
at Miaa Tobin'u Inquost.

Detectives Searching for Some Clue to

the Mystery.

No Trace Can lie Found of Her
Affianced Iiover.

Tho body of Mary Tobln, which was found on
tho rocks off tho Clifton Boat Club House Just
above tho Quarantine station, Btaten Island,
still lies in Coroner Hughes' morgue at Btaple-to-n.

Although her relatives in Pennsylvania have
beon notified none of them have as yet called to
take ohargo of her body, and it seoms as though
the poor girl had boen deserted and forgotten.

Coroner Hughes said this morning that the
inquest would positively not bo held
and would not be held until the parts supposed
to contain traces of inlson have boen completely
analyzed and the result of the examination made
known to him.

Both Coroner Hughes and Dr. Feeney refuse
to say whom thoy suspect, but it is evidont they
believe the woman met with foul play.

Two detectives were at Clifton y looking
afterclues. Tho police have also beon asked to
follow up the case.

It was supposed that the last seen of the girl
alive was whin she loft Dr. Bryan's houso and
took tho train for Ht. George on April 1 A.

Mrs. liobert Hlllyor, wife of a prominent
merchant of Went New Brighton, claims to have
sreu Miss Tobln two weeks alter her disappear-
ance.

On April -- P, the day of tho naval parade, Mrs.
Hiilycr wss on a horse-ca- r bound for Ht. Oeorgo
when sho saw Mis Tobln walking on tho side-
walk with another woman and a little girl.

Mrs. Hlllyer is positivo that tho woman she
saw was Mil' Tobln, and was surprised at seeing
her, as she thought she had left the town two
weeks before

Additional facts gleaned make the mystery
surrounding the girl's death all the more im-
penetrable.

It now appears that Miss Tobin snd Dr. Rob-
inson, by whom she was employed, had known
each other for many years, both having spent a
ronrldcrable portion of their Uvea in Frank-
lin. I'a.

Dr. llobinson says that the girl first came to
New Brighton in IRRft, whon she accompanied
a c onsln of his and a sick child. Miss Tobln
told him that she would like to secure a position
in the Bellevne Training Hchool for Nnres.

He loft a few days later for the Bay of Fundy.
and upon Ids teturu, early in 1H7, his office
assistant left and Miss Tobln entered his employ,

Tho dootor says that he never really liked the
girl, as he was disappointed in her. Instead ofbeing highly educated, as he had been given to
understand, she was in reality quito Ignorant.

Hhe acted queer on religions subjects. hen
she came to Statcn Island she was a Methodist:
then she read Bob lugersoll s works and became
a "rank Inlldol," tn use Dr. Itoblnson's

after which she again turned aud be-
calms a High Church Episcopalian.

She said she was going to Join a sisterhood,
hut had evidently given up that idea, as she
had said recently that she was going to be mar-
ried in the Fall.

Dr. Itobluson, in spesking of the marriage,
said that ho knew the prospective bridegroom.
