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HART'S ISLAND CRIB REPORT.

VERT MILD LANGUAGE USED BY THE

INVESTIGATING COMMISSIONERS.

Commissioners of Accounts Holahan and
Barker y made their report on the investi-
gation into the building of the crib at Hart's
Island.

It consists of a plain, straighforward review
of the evidence taken by them, and doe not at-

tempt to implicate any one in fradulent prac-

tices.
The fact that there is no record of any action

of the Commissioner of Charities and Correc-
tion granting Contractor Dawson the privileges
which resulted in a loss to the city of several
thousand dollars Is deplored, as la also the fact
that neither of the then Commissioners could
remember who gave the orders.

The statements of Warden Dunphy, the cap-
tain of the city tug and other subordinates of
tho Department to the effect that it was Commis-
sioner Urcnuan. and hi admission that his
duty was to look after the inetitutions nu the
islands, are gvton. but are not commented on.

The report concludes with the following find-
ing, as mild as a zephyr:

" The Commissioners beg to report that there
was no evidence tending to show a corrupt un-
derstanding between the contractor ami the
Commissioners, but that the letting and execu-
tion of the contract was characterized by un-

usual leniency to the contractor and looseness
of administration; and as a result tho city sus-
tained a loss of several thousand dollars. "
