1 Confederate of Horse-Thi- ef WoodroU

Said to Be in Custody.

More Apprehensions May Follow To-Da- y,

but tho Police Won't Tell.

Chicago. May 23. Among tho first reports

of this morning, in connection with tho
Dr Crouin innrdor. was that of an arrest
which the police wero said to have made.

'I ho prisoner was reported to lo a confed-

erate of tho horso-thic- f Woodruff whose
1 emarkablo storv of tho trunk nnd tho dead girl
" Allie " attracted attention a short titnengo,
and seemed to furnish n fair clue as to tho
cause of tho doctor's dlsnppe araucc.

In addition to this minor has. it that Wood-

ruff is now bolievcd to bo implicated in tho
doctor's murder, and that his trunk story,
concocted to shield himself, may yet be
turned against him.

It is said that other arrests arc to follow,
hut the polico will give no information, nnd
nothing delinito um bo lourued from any
eouroe. .

'lho sewer ratcb-basi- n m which the
doctor's body was dlscovored is on the
Lviinstun road, at the corner of Fifty-nint- h

street, a milo from tho bpot where thonijs-tenon- s

trunk and its bloody contentB wore
found shortly after Croum's clUappo irauce.

About tho body wero bits of cotton which
corresponded in quality to that found in tho
trunk, and this is retard ed as ov idence that
it was the doctor's remains which wore taken
out of tho city in tlutt receptacle.

II is not thought that the murdered man
was thrown at once into tho sower, though
how any further operations could have been
carried oa without detection after tho trunk
affair Is another mystery.

The cotcb.bnsiu which held the body is
two blocks fiom the point where the general
searching of basins, under direction of the
Lakeview authorities, was ended.

Ho posit, V have been the several identifi-
cations oftho body found that no doubt of
its being Dr. Oronin's can bo entertained.

Equally positive are the evidences unon the
wounded head that the doctor was foully
dtalt with.

The fact that tho Catholic charm, called the
Agnus Dei. which the doctor always wore
suspended from his neck, was left untouched
by the murderers is rogarded as a s gmftcant
po'ut.

Now that tho body is found and so much of
the myster" surrounding Croum's disappear-
ance is settled, theorize rs are at work harder
tbuu uver in accounting for tho murder.

'lhe belief that the crime was the outoomo
of a conspiracy is geneiol. Whether tho
conspiracy was that of individuals or of or-
ganizations is a question upon which theorists
differ.

Cortn'nlv, however, thero must have been
numbers engaged in tho scheme, and it must
liao been carefully planned.

There are many new cpmerts y to tho
idea broached at tho time of tho reported
presnce of Dr. Cronin in Toronto, and of
the publication of alleged interviews wilh
him thero, that thoso reports wero gotten up
as side issues to detract attention from what
might transpire hore. and to assist in the di-

vision of theories and the confusion of clues.

Ho did not pav much attention to tho matter at
the time, as his mind was occupied with family
troublos.

He will tell his story before Jhe Coroner at tho
resumption or tho inquest.

Liiinnor Wood, of Port Itichmnnd. says that
tho girl was not drowned, and bases his asser-
tion on tho report of tho doctors that no watei
was found In the girl's stomach.

He wants to testify, but Coroner Hughes has
refused to allow him to do so.

London, Slav '23, Tnu visit of King Hum-
bert to Berlin has caused much ill. feeling iu
France nnd embittered her rotations with
Italy.

Tno failure of tho French Embassy at Ber-
lin to decorate yesterday and the absenco of
tho French Ambassador from tho stato ban-

quet are significant Illustrations of the jeal-

ousy, not to sav hostility, with which tho
festivities at Berlin aro regarded.

A lettor from a Vioruan correspondent in a
position to know something of tbo foreign
policy of the Italian Government, males the
following explanation and defeuso of Italy's
attitude towards Germany:

lho visit or tho King to Berlin in return for
the visit made him by tho Emperor William last
v car stirs up public opinion in France, owing to
tho roisroprci'entatioiis and exaggerations of the
French press, which lefuses to present it in its
true Unfit as an act In conformity with tho rules
nf roval Atlniiettp.

Big, Crispi, who accompanies His Majesty, is
not a Fienchman. Ho is an Italian who has de-

voted his whole life to securing the indepen-
dence of his country and the freedom of her
people.

ltolna now at the head of tho (lovernment, lie
must follow the policy affording the host guar-untc- c

for the futuieof Italianuulty.and act for
the sske of Italian Interests exclusively.

Ho cuu only do so by stiongthening the alli-
ance with tho central European powers, by
which he hopes to insure a united Italy, with
Home for its capital, and makes tho fall of tho
temporal power of tho Popo a still moro settled
question.

1 bus Hlg. Crispi renders a greater service to
civ filiation than he would by committing his
country to supporting the claims of Franco, tho
result of which might set all Europo on tiro and
Jcopaulizo all that Italy has accomplished
through so many sacrifices and struggles.

Fienchmcn aio unwilling to admit that Italian
unity dept nds on tho intimate and indissoluble
union existing between the Italian nation and
the dv nasty of Kavoy: and that between that
royal house aim other European thrones thero is
a link nf monarchical responsibility binding
each to each and all together.

Italy and Franco, should they inter Into an
alliance, would bring down upon themselves not
onlv normanv but all other monarchical powers,
and then tho Pope would do the rest.

Frenchmen are tlieiefoio unjust when they
charge Big. Crispi with towards tbern.

As a generous mlndod man and as an Italian,
he in not unmindful of what la due to trance,
but as a statesman n sponsible for his country's
welfare bo must do his duty.

Another man umlei Big. Crispi is coming to
the front and proniircs to play a part in Italian
politics.

'Ihls is Big. Fortes, Under Secretary of
State foi the Interior.

A democrat by origin, he has remained a
democrat. Ho has mado himself thoioughly
acquainted with all tho details of government.
Ho Is a strong and dead minded man, accom-
plished, honest and courageous.

Italv looks upon him as one of her dearest
hopos, and by associating this rising man with
him in the Government, Big. Crispi has
pointed out his political path.

THE NATION'S CASH BOX.

It Will Tabn Five Months to Count the Vast
Amount of Money In It.

Mla.M;Mi IV..., lla.Afnfoti .ll.r.l
For tho eutiio 9700,000,000 in tbo vaults tbo

United Slates Treasurer is responsible, and it
must all be counted. The operation. f tho
counting of this vast treasure, vvhicu began
last Mouday rooming, will consume about five
months. It Is all under tho charge of n com-

mittee composed of two Treasury employees,
Chiefs of Division Dascom and Huntingdon,
and a personal representative of tho Treas-
urer, George W. Uobcrtson, of Indiana.
Under the supervision of these throe men
thirty export cutiuters nro at work every day,
six days in overy week, for five months.
Their fingers must handle eveiy dollar ol the
treasure.

Nothing could bo moro interesting than to
watoh tbo process, and yet It Is very simple
To seo it the visitor must stand, uuder a
vigilant escort detailed for tho purpose, in a
railed gallery overlooking a hall. Tho gallery
is muoh liko ouo of the narrow platforms
that circle the walls, half way between floor
and ceiling, of ono of the groat b inking
houses Iu any large city, On tho floor below
is a long row of tables. At ovory table sit
two women, selected for their expertness iu
counting big piles of crisp groenbscks.
Their deft fingcis fly to and fro i.,id tho
Treasury notes tustlo soltly and quickly be-
tween ttiis, twenties, hundreds, thoussuds,
Thouples v.hich are now being counted aro
all dOno up in' (i packages of 1,000, and on the
outside of each package is printed tho de-
nomination ot the notes. It makes no differ,
ence to ono ot tho counters whether she is
handling a package of $1 notes or of 1(1,000
notes. The packages aro or exactly tbo same
sizo and contain exactly tho tamo number of
notes, and jet what adifterenco in losslblo
value I

A package of 4.000 $1 notes represents a
value of just 4,t00.

A paokage of 4,000 $10,000 notes represents
a value of jnst $10,000. ooo.

Hut it makes no difference to tho girl who
counts these 4,000 notes in a package whether
their face is stamped with the figure " 1 " or
with tho same figure followed by four ciphers.
Bhe is n human machine sho is there to
count. And she counts tho crisp leaves of
engraved paper just as she would count the
loaves of n book. They ore nothing to her.
Iu tune for ail theso expert counters have
had years of experienco, ami none of them
are joung or pretty she has learned to

tbe wealth she handles without a
quiver of feeling. At the end of
every month she receives her stipend.
She takes it, and it is hers. Bho
has earned it. The money that has been
flow lug through her hands at tbe rate, per-
haps, of a fortune a lmuu.e, leaves no trftcu
behind. Uv en if she wished to be dishonest
sho could not There is no trust here. Every
note that passes into her hands at the beglu.
ning of a oav's wi r must be out of it at the
end before sho can leave tbo room whore sho
toils. Ho perfect Is the system that oven
attempted stealing is practically Impossible,
while the natural appropriation of the small-
est bit of paper bearing the Government
stamp which gives it value is regarded as
beyond the reach of dosign or tbe realm of
chance. With temptations eliminated it is
not so difficult to handle millions and be not
sniiiohed with a single stain of golden guilt.

Notes, however beautifully eugraved aud
printed, do not appeal to the imagination as
keenly as heaps ot coin. In one singlo vault
in tho Treasury are piled 148,214,685 silver
dollars. They are deposited there to socure
tbe silver certificates, those pieces of paper,
worth nothing in themselves except as tbev
are redeemable for their face value, which
circulate all over tbe country. The vault
where this treasure, bigger than the silver
hoard of the lnras, is stored is an enormous
strong box, wherein several hundred men
lnlgbt move about.
