HEROES OF THE FLOOD.

An Unknown Taut Itevere'a Wild Hide
Through thai Taller r Death.

PiTTsnuno, Po., Juno 4. Buried beneath
the wrockogo in tho Gonemaugh Valloy lies
an unknown hero, who sacrificed his life in n
noblo but hopolcss cause.

When tho pent-u- p writers had begun to
break their way through tho dam nnd before
they had mahed forward on their pathway of
destruction, a groat bay horse come galloping
through tho road that loads towards
Johnstown. Abovo tho clatter of his iron-bou-

hoofs aroso tbo voice of his rider
shouting a warning :

" The dam is giving way. Hun for tho hills,
the valley will bo flooded."

Men and womon came to their doors an ho
passed and looked after him wonderlngly.
They had often hoard alarming rumors about
tbe wators of tho Conemaugh Lako somo day
pouring down upon thorn, but they had not,
so they smiled nnd wondered and thought
the wild ridor somo lnsano man perhaps.

But on toro tho great bay, and like Paul
Bevoro of old the ridor shoutod out bis warn-
ing as ho spod along.

Nearer and nearer ho came to tho doomod
city, and almost despairing grew his cry. Ills
foam-Hooke- d horse labored as ho toro along,
but on and on ho went.

Behind him oamo a sullen ronr. The tor-
rent bad broken looso and was pursuing
him.

Over the ground tbnt he had passed In bis
noble mission it rushed, hurling togethor
trees and houses and human boings in one
terrible medley.

Forty feet high it camo surging along. Tho
unfortunates, who bad not hooded tbo warn-
ing, were caught in its relentless maw.

With lightning speed it poured forward In
pursuit of tbe bay horso and tbe daring ridor
who had tried to robtbo torrent of its prey.

The horso sped fast, but tho waters flow
faster still.

But it was an unfair race.
Close was tho torrent behind him at tbo

Pennsylvania Bailrond, and as horse and
rider got upon it the great wave overwhelmed
thorn and they were lost in the whirling
flood.

Another bravo mnn who rlskod his lifo to
v. am tho unfortunates in tbo doomod alley
was John G. Park, a civil engineer from
Philadelphia. Early on Friday morning he
saw that tbo dam might burst, but thought
that an outlet might savo it. With a force of
thirty Italian laborers, bo set to work to pre-par- o

another slulco.
After this had boon done tbe water still

continued to rise. Fust it rose, too nearly
a foot an hour. Anotbor outlet was cut, but
It did no good.

Then the young onglncer mounted a horse
and started to waru tbe pooplo iu the village
of South Fork, wbioh w as just below. At
breakneck spcod bo went, shouting out his
warning.

Hundreds of pooplo took to the adjacent
hills und thus saved tholr lives.

Benching South Fork Station bo tele-
graphed to Johnstown, und two men vero
started through that city earning the pcoplo
to fieo.

Somo heeded but othors did not boliovo
there was danger nnd remained to perish.

Mr. Park says that at noon of that awful
day everybody in tho Conenmugh Volley
know, or should hovo known of tho danger.
But thoy bad heard the cry of wolf so often
they did not heod it. &

Hunting1 for Lost Relatives and Friends Amid the Debris Along

Conemaugh's Valley.

SOUGHT TO RELEASE THE WATER.

An Action Agnlnat tbe Conrmanah Dam
Ilrcun Home Years Ao.

IsraciAL to the itihiwq wohlpI
Philadelphia. June . In commenting on

tbo censure directed from some quarters
towards tbe members of tho South Fork
Fishing Club, a local paper says editorially:

" Thoro aro somo facts whioh should bo
taken into consideration before indulging in
a wholesale condemnation of tboso Pittsburg
citizens who are so unfortunate as to own a
reservoir which was unablo to withstand tho
extraordinary and unforeseen pressure to
which it was jubjooted last Friday morning.

"Tho peculiar situation of Johnstown, in n
narrow valloy at tbo junction of two moun-
tain torrents, has instilled into tbo minds of
somo of its pooplo a cjuiokonod senso of dan-
ger, and this gavo rlso several yoars ago to a
rumor that tho Conemaugh dam was unsafe.

' ' Tho Cambria Iron Company, which has
so much at stako at Johnstown, and may bo
supposed to hftvo as much iufluenco with the
Cambria County Courts, oven on tbo 'mag-nat- e

' theory, as nny or all of tho, Pittsburg
Clubmon, took tho matter up and instructed
its solioitor to institute proceedings in court
to bavo tbo wator released. Tbo solioitor in
formed his company that such action would
havo to bo supported by evidence that tho
dam was unsafe.

" To secure such evidence tho Company
employed a number of engineers to examine
nnd report upon tho dam. These engineers
were tbo best obtainable by that Company,
but after a thorough examination they re-

ported that the dam, as originally con-

structed and as enlarged by tbo Club, was
perfectly safo.

" This Indorsement of onginoers employed
by those who wished to condomn the dam
settled the matter, as the Cambria Iron Com-

pany accopted tholr judgment that thoro was
no danger to bo approhended, and tbe con-

templated legal proceedings were aban-
doned."

DEATH THERE, TOO.

Williamflport Has Its Terriblo Story

of Suffering by Hood.

Its Disaster Only Overshadowed by the

Horror of Conemangb.

The City Cut Off from tho World for
Over Thrco Days.

(special to the rvrntso WOr,D.

WiLiuMsroBT, Pa., Juno 4. This city has
been shut off from all communication with
tho outside world slnco last Friday, and it is

only with oxtromo difficulty y that nows
is gotton out of what is being suffered here.

Tho town has been tho scono of a disaster
which, without tbo oalaralty nt Johnstown
to overshadow It, would havo excited
sympathy evcrywhoro and consternation all
through the vicinity.

Forty-elg- bodies of persons drowned in
Wllllamsport and vicinity havo been

and many more are missing.
The loss of lifo moy mount into tho hun-dred- s.

These people lost their lives in bouses or in
the panio of trying to got away.

On Friday night tho river was ten or
twelve feot deep, on Saturday morning it was
thirty-seve-

Tho panic was dreadful. The greater part
of tho town was submorged to a distance of
six feet.

In otbor places it was much deeper. Tho
lumber loss at 'Willlamsport and Look Haven
will amount to three and a half or four mill-

ions of dollars somo say more.
The havoo everywhere is dreadful. Most

of the farmers, for miles and miles, have lost
their stock and crops and some of their horsos
and barns. In one place woro seen thirty dead
cattle. They had caught tho top of a hill,
but wero drowned and carried into a creek
that had been part of tho rivor.

A man namod Olbson somo miles below
'Williamsport lost every animal but a gray
horse that got in tho loft and stayed tbero
with wator np to his body.

A woman namod Clark is allvo with six
cows that sho got upstairs,

Along tho edge of the washed-ou- t track
families, with stoves and a few things saved,
aro under board shanties.

Up to last night peoplo in Willlamsport
knew little or nothing about JohnBtown or
what had been happoning olsowhore,

Tho loss is awful. Thoro have not been
many buildings in the town carried off, but
tbero aro few that aro not damaged. Thero
is mourning cverywboro for tho dead. Men
look serious and worn and every ono is going
about sploshed with mud.

William F. Howo ond Warren W. Foster
sat with Templeman as his counsel, and As-

sistant District-Attorne- y Ooff appeared as
prosecutor.

Temploman, a thin-faco- wild-oyo- d young
man. fidgoted nervously in his seat during
tbe proceedings. His mother in widows'
woods and his two protty sisters sat in the
little place railed off for ladies.

Ho rests under two indictmonts, one for
attempted grand larceny by false pretonse
and tho other for felony in attempting to
bribo Arthur Conway, a follow prhate

It is charged that ho visited Commissioner
of Accounts Uolahan and told him that for
$1,000 he would undertake to prove that In-
spector Byrnes and Col. Fellows bad agreed
with John E. Wilkinson, the managor of a
privato detoctivo buroau, to defraud ihe city
out of $5, 060.

Wilkinson's agency was employed by Col.
Fellows to shadow Thomas B. Kerr during
his trial for bribery of tbe Boodle Aldermanio
Board in 1881. His bill for (fi.OSO was in-
dorsed "O.K." by District-Attorne- y Fol-low- s,

and Templeman claimed that be could
prove that Fellows and Inspector iJyrnes di-

vided the amount of this bill with Wilkinson.
For this the first indictment was found, and

yesterday, after a long discussion on a do.
murrer outerod by tbo defence, who claimed
that no such crime us " attompt at larceny by
falso pretense" was known to tbe law, ana
that tho Commissioner bad no right to spend
$1,000 for any such purpose, anyway. Re-
corder Smyth expressed his doubts, but de-
nied tbe demurrer, saying tbo Court of Ap-
peals could sottlo it.

Great whs the surprise this morning, thorn,
foro. when Mr. uoff announced that ho
would try Templeman on tho indictment
charging him with felony in attempting to
bribe I'rivato Detective Conway to say to
Commissioner Holahan that ho knew thore
was a copartnership between Wilkinson,
their former employer, and Inspector Byrnes
and Col. Fellows.

Tho work of selecting jurors was begun at
once, tbe Prosecutor relating tbe story of tho
alleged felony, and accepting each citizen ex-
amined.

Then tno bluff Mr. Bill Howo, In a Summer
hult of blue, a No. 18 turnover collar and a
necktie of black gauzo, took them up. Ho
began oaeh time with a eulogy of Inspector
Byruos, styling him " tbe wisest, most astute
and nobly houost detective otlicor iu tho
world," and asked questions ns to tho knowl-
edge which the candidate bad gloaned of tbo
cbaigos from tho newspapers.
