THE AWFUL ROLL OF DEATH,

Mest Careful Estlmates ¥Fall te Decrease
Its Nambers,
[SPECIAL TO THE EVENING WORLD. |

Jonssrows, Pa., June 7.—8Beven thousand
men, with five hundred teama and all the ap-
plinnces which the genius of the nineteenth
contury has invented for this variety of
work, have heen emploved for a whole week
in reducing chaos to order m this town, yet
the effect of their work seem almost imper-
ceptible.

More than thirty-five hundred bodies have
been recovered from the ruins, and it is he-
ligved that from 7,000 to 10,000 victims still
iie festering along tho walley of the little
Conemangh,

Adjt. -Gen. Hastings, William Jonen, of
Braddock, and Chairman Hicks, of Altoona,
who have made separate aund careful can-
vasses of the flooded distriet, nrrive at this
vonclusion from & comparison of notes,

With ecanny business metbhod they have
formulated a ghastly table which shows that
there must bo not less thau 2,000 bodies in
the burned debris in the bed of the river;
4,000 in the unsearched sand-banks arcund
the Cambria Iron Works and down along the
river in lower Jobustown: from 1,000 to
2,000 scattered along the valley from Wood-
ville to the Conemaugh bridge; abont as
many more below the bridge between Johns.
town and Bolivar, and bundreds more which
ware carrled off by the flood and Hoated
down 1o the Alleghany and into the Ohio
River at Pittsburg.

Then the ghouliah statistics go on to show
that o careful revision of the several registry
lits of those who have survived the flood
shiows that of tha 18,000 nhmes appearing on
the books more than 5,000 are duplicated on
two or more books, and that really only
12,500 or 18,000 persons have accounied for
themselves out of a population of 45,000 in
the flooded distriet.

Of course many of the survivors, from
ignoranoe, do pot realize the importance of
rogistering, while others, from negligence or
despair, have fuiled to roport; and this morn-
ing corps of clerks set about making a thor.
ough canvass of the distriot tv sscertain with
something like exactueas how many of the
people of the stricken valley are loft to tell
the tale.

The gorge ecaused by the embankment of
floating debris sgainst the Pennsylvania
railway bridge, aixty acres in extent and
forty feet in height, is supposed to contain
hundreds of bodies, and the work of three
days hos hardly cleared s wpuce as big asa
ball reom floor.

Thé committee in charge of the work are
despairing and ask for more help,

So little eflect hns the work of the past
weok made upon the wreok that one viewiog
it for the first time to-day would suppose that
it was exactly as the flood left it, and with the
foroce now at work on it & month will be con-
sumed in clearing nway the debiris.

"I'here is much intereat taken in the work of
a corps of sappers and miners who are trying
to unearth the vaults of the F.rst National
Bank. where more than #500,000 in cash is
#afe nnd sound,

lteady money is very scarce here, and
125,000 of this monev in the bank vaults is
cash received tho day of the flood fur the
Cambrina Iron Works,

The doy aller the flood, last Baturday.
wounld bave been the bi.weekly pay-day at
the works,

Mothers, wives and children whose natural
protectors are gone wait anxiously the open-
ing of those buried vanlty, They stavd wait.
ing to claim the wages of sons and busbands
and fathers,

Tho Cambria Company do not propose o
wistoe any time, but will only wake them-
selves reasonably sure that the claimaut s the
right purson to whoul o pay the wages,

The vaults are under guard of the Cambria
Coal aud Iron police,

Stupendous Losses, Estimated at from
$10,000,000 to $30,000,000.

A Conflagration Before Which Hu-
man Resistance Availed Nothing.

Driven Back by Ita Heat.

Whole Blocks and Squares in the 'Grasp of
the Mighty Blaze.

Brearrie, W. T, June 7.—Tho cily of
Henttle, which yestorday was one of the most
prosperous of the growing towns on the
Pacifio cvast, ia to.day a mnss of smoking
romes.

Everything is gone, the entire business por.
tion of the city as well as a large portion of
thnt devoted to rostilence, and thousands of
families nre bomeless and their property a
complete wreok,

The fire in still raging, nud 1 the absence
of all eflective means to stay its progress
there 1a o proapect thst the remaining portion
of the vity will be Inil in ashes.

Thore 18 no one who can yet form any idea
as to the losscs by this conflagration, which
has heen raging now for nearly twenty-foar
Lionrs.

They are estimnted all the way from
#10,000,000 to 240,000,000, aud the prolability
18 that they will come nearer the Intter Agare,

The people are ecoupletely panic-stricken,

Many of them were obliged to rush from
their Bowes witbout baving tme (o xave nny-
thing, wo rapidly did the conflegration spread
from the start,

It i nimost a miravle that there was not a
lry'a.ihtrul loss of life in that terriblo struggle
with the flames,
