“ BISHOP " WEST'S NERVE.

A vtage-Driver of the Roeckioa Whe Was
Famoun for His Daring.
[ From the Deneer News.)

** Bishop " West was one of tha most noted
of the old overland drivers, He was born in
the Delaware Valley Iin Pennsylvanis ;
drifted to the border when quite young, and
was just wild emvugh and just reckless
enough to make a typical stage man. He
soon became known all along the line from
Atchison to Balt Luke us oue of the most ex.
pert aud daring reinsmen of the plains, He
was one of the few drivers who held the
Hues over tha ** Lightning Lantern " team,
which for years drew the coach up and dewn
the perilous Weber Cauyon road, and was
kuown as one of the nerviest and gamisst
mix.in-hauds that ever dashed at ton milos §h
bour slong the tortuous windiogs of a
mountaiu pathway. ** Bishop" was a nlok.
name_ which the boys had given him, after
the Mormon Bishon West, who kept a
stage station for many years west of Ogden.
The namenske lind no use for the Mormons,
ns few of the stage men bad, and he found it
healthful to get onl of UYiah, He drove fre-
gquently in 1867-% hetween Denver and
6ont , and between Central and Idaho
Spriu?. and bis expert horsmanship and
nerve in handling the reins made hiw sn ad-
mirmble mountain driver, Old residents of
Central will remember the dashing, almost
reckless manner in which he used to send
bin teawn slong the narrow Maio street from
the post-office, and make the sharp turn into
Eureka strest where the express office was
loeated, and " Bishop'' often offered to bat
#100 that he could wrap his lines arcund the
brake.rod and drive his six.in-hand between
these two points by word of mouth but ne
one ever took him np,

An inctdent is related regarding him which
well illustrates the character of man, and
which occurred while he was driving between
Central and Idaho Spriogs. The six miles be-
tweon the two points consista of three miles
up bill and three miles down hill. The road
down Virginia Casyon, from the summit to
Idano Bprtn s, was one of the finest in the
mountains, althongh its grade was seven or
eight hundred foot to the mils, always wind.
ing, and at places very narrow. '* Bishop"
mﬁied out of Central one hright m
with a mugle nger and began to clim
wlowly up the mountain towards the
hend of Virginia Canyon. The lone passen-
ger bad come West for an adventure evi-
dently, and began to express hia disgust at
the slow pace of the team in very vxfm
language, and to deprecata the reputation o
Wentern stage drivers, and mouniain dnrers
in particninr. As he talked he failed to ol
