Mr. Thomas Walsh, of this c.ty. Tbe next
day I saw Chnrles McDonald, who is nudr
arrest in New York, charged with complicity
in tho crime.

tered at tho Sinclair Ilouso as Tom Smith.

According to tho rcbort from Chirago.Des.
mond was the man who gave the slip some
time ago to the New York detectives, who
were watching him. It was thought at first
that he had gone to San Francisco, and a
despatch wns received from there stating that
ho was azain under police surveillance.

Uprising of tho Chlppewas at Hille Lacs

Lake, Minn.

Sevon Laborers Shot Down by Bods
in Full War Paint,

Severn! Scalps Taken nnd tho Bodlos
Othrrwlso Horribly Mutilated.

Mora. Minn., June 14. The Indian of

Millo Lncs aro on tbe wurpatb, and thero is
great excitement in this section.

Tho Chippowns in neighboring counties
have teen peaceable and havo beou consi-
dered far removed from tho possibility of
any rocurrenco to barbarism. They hate
beeu accused of potty ihofts from the small
farmeis, but there had been no friction
north consideration.

Tho Indians havo been holding their an-nit-

war-danc-e at the lake fora week or ten
days, nnd a messenger rode into tbls town to
warn the people that an uprising was about
to begin.

A horseman came galloping into town yes-
terday and gave tho alarm Ho proved to be
Sheriff Nicolsen. Ho also telegranbed Gov.
Mcrriam. lequesting that the State troops be
sent to the Bceno nt once.

Tbo present trouble between the Whites
and Reds is the outcome of an encrochmout
of tbe Whiles upon the Millo Lacs xestr-vatio- n.

rrntly secured n contract to dig a ditch from
Millo Lacs Lake to Smoke River, near tbls
Itlace, for irrigating purposes, and when the

Tho Indians notified tho contractors and
their workmen that if they did not leave the
territory at once they would be killed.

The contractors uald no attention to what
tbey thought an idle threat on the part of tbe
Indians, and engaged 300 laborers and sot
them at work yestorday.

Abont noon fully four hundred Chlppewas,
led by White Snake and Great Bear, swept
down upon them without any warning what-
soever.

Tbe Indiana were in iull war paint and
armed with repeating rifles and tomahawks.

As soon oa the laborers saw tlio reds com- -

ing they dropped tbelr picks and shovels and
made a rush to t'icane,; pursued by the mass
of fed devils whooping, yelling aud shooting

' tbo unprotected men m they rodo.over them.
Keren .ulrn .were, abot dead .and several

others severely wounded.
