MILKMEN FORMING A TRUST.

THEI CliAIM THAT THEY ARE OPPRESSED

BY THE CITY DEALERS.

Orcnntslug; n. Combination to Oppoer Ihe
New York .1111k F.aclmngr, Whlrb Fixes
Prlres) llelore n PrnOlable Point "The
Dnlrymen'e I'roteetlvr Union " Is Ike
the Name of the New Organization.

The milkmen up in Iho country arc organ-
izing for mutual protection.

The claim that thoy arn being oppressed by
the city milk dealers, who have made prlcos
so low that they cannot mnko any profit in
tbe business.

Tho prices which producers havo been get-
ting is two cents n quart In Summer nnd
tbreo cents in Vint or. As all tho milk which
comes into New York is controlled by the
New York Milk Exchange, which has fixed
prices to suit itself, the former say they havo
been complotoly ot the mercy of this organi-
zation,

Thoy propoFo now to get up n combination
of their own and try to obtain their rights.

Ab early as March last the movement was
started, and now there aro nbout forty town
branches, scattered all over New York, New
Jernoy nnd Connecticut, within n tadius of
fifty milos of Now York.

They have just organized a centrnl associa-
tion, which is known ns tbo Dairymen's

Union, and now that it is becoming
well understood what is going on, applica-
tions for membership nro flowing iu from all
quartors.

It is, in foot, to bo n sort of milk trust, for
tho producers bind themselves lo abide by
tbe rules established by the majority in re-
gard to prices, and these will be fixed from
t.me to time aa situation requires.

The objoct is to rnlo the prico of milk to
city dealora or withhold Iho supply. Thoy
wnut three cents n quart iu Summer nnd five
cents in the winter, nnd by combining forces
they think they cnu compel tho city dealers
to yield.

They say that tbo milk industry, dependent
upoti tbo New York market, has, for n loug
timo, keen very uupropitiuiis, nnd unless a
mora profititblo basis cnu be secured it will
surely languish.

Iu supplying Boston with milk tho dairy-
men iu that vicinity have an organization
and charge four couta a quart for milk all the
year round.

ANCIENT BOOKWORMS.

Lxtrnvnsnnt Price Paid by tho Old Dlbllo.
plillee lor Choice Manuscript.

For tho delectation of thoso who havo suf-

fered from tho bito of tho book tarantula I
w ill give some details in rcgnrd to the anciont
sufferors. These I havo extracted from tho
recent work of l'rof. Hodolfo Lauclaui,
called ' ' Ancient Homo iu tho Light of lteccnt
Excavations." It is n beautiful book, and no
less interesting than beautiful. After giving
many details in regard to tho buildings and
statues which in lute times havo been brought
to light beneath the streets of Home. Frof.
Lanciani goes into tho subject of ancient

collectors of boons. This chnpter
of his woik is precious to the book.lover.as I
will try to make evident by a fow brief ex-

tracts.
First, then, he tells tho fato of Aristotle's

library. Tbo great philosopher at his doath
bequeathed it to his disciple Theoiihrnstus,
who iu turn lelt it to Nelous; the fatter re-

moved it to a town iu 'J'roas. Some iguo.
rant relatives succeeded lo the precious

of paiobmnut rolls, nnd, hearing
that tbo King of l'ercnuion was collecting
books for his now library, they feared tho
king's bibliomaniacal fervor, nnd buried the
books underground in n damp placo, where
many of them wero mlldowed and partially
destroyed. Apollikou. a philosopher, got
wind of tho collection, bought it, and took it
back to Athnns. Hero it romaiued until
Sulla, tho Ilonian Dictator, appropriated it
and lticortioratcd it with his library nt Homo.
The rare works were gunrded so jealously
bv him that Cicero's librarian had to uko
bribery in order to get access to them in
order to uiako certain comparisons.

Tho Professor next gives us the nncient
nuthodH of caring for books ; for instance,
libraries should always face the east, accord-
ing tu Yitruvius, ho that tbo rising sun might
givo light during the morning hours of study ;

ulso tho library should be small, as it was
novor warmed, heat being supposed to lujuro
books and buildings and favor tho dovelon-inon- t

of moths.
Then follow some details of the prices paid

for books. Aristotlo gnvo over $3,000 of our
money for a copy of Speusippos: Plato paid
nearly J2,()00 for thrco volumes of Phllolaus.
King Ptolouiy snent vast suiiih for works to
adorn the Alexandrian libraries. Ho still
lifked tbo dramas of Eschvlus, Sophocles
nnd Kurinldos. Soiubng to Athens, hebeggod
permission to borrow tbo manuscripts of
tlieMi works long enough to havo copies
made, nud he deposited a guarantee of tlB,5i.O
that thoy would bo returned. In the true
spirit of n biblomauiuc far gone in his frenzy,
he forfeited the guarantee aud kept tho origi-
nals, na the Athenians might well havo an-
ticipated had thov stopped to icfloct.

Tho ancient libraries were adorned with
statues and medallions of authors, the names
of Ihe works being often carved upon tho
base of the statue. Hooks wero not placod
uptight upon tho shelves, but horizontally.

Ono of the most interesting sketches is thot
of C'ussiodorius, who iu CU3 A. D. was Prefect
of tho Pretoriuui iu Home nud cxiniideutinl
advise;- to Fopo Agapolus. Casalodorius tiiod
of tho life ot the capital, with its Papal In-

trigues and politics, nnd so loft tbo world to
devote himself to books iu tho monastery of
Vivarium in Cnlabria. flore he hod at com-
mand n laigo stuff of nmnnuenses nud copy-
ists, who worked day nnd night making
elegant copies of tho great works of antiquity:
skilful bookbinders wore nbo there, and from
his monastery ho sent toith to tho world
ninny lino volumes.

Bede, in bis biographies of abbots, relates
how ouh of them, tunned Benedict, travelled
from England to Homo and back no l hi than
fivo tinn s between 053 nud 0H4. for the pur.
pose of importing b. oks. From every jour-
ney he returned with many bouutilul nud
costly volumes for tho uso of his abbey.
" Even ou his death.bed bo could thiul: of
nothing but his library, nud his Inst words
wero of earnest eutienty to his successor to
preservo nnd eulnrgo his cnpioslstinui tl nohil.
ifsitiia Wiliothem, of which tho chef tCautre
seems to havo born a codex of geography,
nib-- ' in; vjHrls, bought, liko the others, iu
Home. "

The author of "Pino Meadow," a "domestto
drama," nrocuUd at trial matinee at tho
Madison Square Theatio yeMcrday, was an
actor, Hedley Brown, "tup." by name. It Is

quite evldtnt that he uni'erstsnds how to wtlte
a play from tbe standpoint ot the actor, who
loves thrilling situations, moving effects,
pocches for rounds of applauso and catchy

business that "gets a laugh." In "Pine
Meadow," Hcdley Brown, esq., seems to have
sunk all hit stock of effective idoas. It Is a
thriller, with a vengeance. The house was full
of actors yesterday and they applauded it to tho
echo. Ihry tsw "fat parts" In It, nppor-tnniti-

for the "ccnticof the stage," and all
the other jlelicacles of the profession.

I am not an actor, but one who vtslta the the-

atre not so much In quest of hair-raisin-g situa-
tions and effects as for char-
acter delineation ami truth to nature. 1 admit
that Sedley Brown, esq., has rammed into
" Pine Meadow " every conceivable dramatic ef-

fect. I maintain, however, that he haaancrlllieil
truth to this edict and that every one of his
diameters is Impossible.

The villain. Frank Dudley, U so disastrously
villainous that be becomes nninslug. No fiend
Incniiistii could possiblv accomplish all the
evil that Findley accomplishes with a Mnilo
and still comb bis hair in a bang and wear a
cape coat. This poor villain bears the whole
burden of the play Whenever Sedley Brown,
esq,, wants something awful done and ho
wants it all tho time off ho goes to Fiauk Find-le- y.

There is nothing to account for this vil-

lainy. It is staginess, unadulterated stagliiCBs.
This villain ruins n young gill and falls In lovo
with her sister. Ho rejects tho girl, abducts bis
child, tiirstnturn the old mother and father
from their home, aud makes himself otherwise
agrvenblc.

The chaiactcr of the old father, suggestive of
Deacon Tidd in " a Midnight Boll," is also
carelessly drawn. After a tirade against tho
stago, and a declaration that bo would never ac-

cept a cent earned by his daughter on tbo stage,
ho permits her to payoff tho inurtgago on bis
home with her stago earnings, without a word
of explanation. The old mother is impossible.
She finds her youngest daughtor blind, bursts
into an agony of tears and then goes to the
theatre. The lover Is impossible. Ho is
sketched as a rough couutrvman, madly
iu love with Margaret Meadows. He comes
to the city to llud her. sees a child
iu the room with her, and at onco concludes
that alio is Ita mother. This of course permits
a very dramatic scene, but it is absurd. The
comedy part of Charlio Cupid, which Sedley
Brown, esq., nlaved himself, is modelled after
tho correspondent in "Held by the Enemy"
and the lawyer in "A Legal Wreck." It has all
the wcakutssoa of both and none of their
strength. Tho other comedy part, Florence
Fcathoily, was unduly exaggerated.

Tbo play teems with effects. Tbo ruined girl
goos unaccountably blind, aud during two acts
gropes about with ghastly faco and dead-blac- k

dress. Physical infirmity is nover nloasant on
tho stage. In tbo last act she comes on with a
bandage (this was tho " Hunaway Wifo" effect)
and wo all know what is going to happen.
" Ilcniovc tho bandage," says Margaret, "and
tell ns what you see."

Sho removes tho bandage, spies her littlo boy,
screams. "Mo child! como to mamma," aud
takes him in hir arms.

Stage people recover their sight with remark-abl- o

facility. What kind of blindness is this that
is always cured in Act Y.J Why not favor tho
medical profession with an explanation ?

Miss Henrietta Crosman did some clever work
as Miss Feathcily, tho actress, aud Mrs. Sol
Smith as the mother was extremely good. Miss
Sollna Fetter, who sotms to be lacking in per-
sonal magnetism, did as much with Margaict
Meadows as possible, considering this defect.
Miss Ethel Harrington was horribly monot-
onous. Charles Norris was nnable to cone
with tho villains villainy; Sedley Brown, esq.,
was acceptable.

" Fine Moadow " is a play, so dramatic, that
it exhausts your patience. It sounds slangy to
say that it mado mo tired. But it did.
