FIGHTUNG FIRE WITH EARTH.

TUB PROGRESS OF A BIG OIL BLAZE

STOPPED BI A TEMPORARY DAM.

ImCIAL TO THH KVK WOIID.1
Mohtbial. June 17. The fire at the Bushnell

Oil Works, Mile End. controlled by the Stand-
ard Oil Company, of the United States, after
raging fiercely all night, burned Itself out about
10 o'clock this morning.

The scene of the fire was Immediately along-
side ths Canada Faelflo Hallway track, and the
siding was filled with oil cars, while the country
around it was fiat and filled with pools of water.

TURF VICTORS.

Jockey "BUI;" Donohne Relates Some

of His Many Falls,

Ho Has' Broken Moro Bones than
Any Other Jookey.

Trampled On by a Horso ln a New
Orlenns Race.

" Billy" Donohue, odo of tho d

and d Knights of the Pigskin, has
probably had moro bones broken than any
other living Jockey All tho breaks
resulted from falls when riding, and ho is
very fortunate in being allvo to tell of it.
His has been a terriblo experience,, and
enough to mako a loss gnrao man quit the
business.

"Billy" has no idea of quitting, though,
and says he nover feels tho loant bit afraid in
a race.

He rode his first horse in Canada twenty
years ago. He had a natural love for horses
and tho exciting life of a jockey, and ho has
ridden niauy good ones to victory.

His experiences, as told to an Evenino
World reporter, are very Interesting. Hero
they are :

I'vo had more exciting races, if you
count falls and tumbles for anything, than
any olhor mnu on the turf.

I guess nearly every bono in my bodv
ha been broken at somo time or another,
But here I am to-d- ns well nnd happy,
save for a reminding twinge once iu nvhilo,
as I ever was.

Liko Billy Hayward, I think tho old horso
Monarchist was tho best horso I ever rode.
Ho won ten htrnight races, from ono in thruo
miles, and won them with the greatest ease,

I don't know that I'vo boon in many excit-
ing races save for the tumbles.

How many falls havo I had? Oh. I
couldn't tell yon nil of them. The worst I
ever had was at New Orleans, on April 24,
1882.

I had the mount on John Mayer's chestnut
gelding Warrington in tho Cottrlll Stakes,
for three-year-old- s, at ft mile and a half

Efflo H. was in that race, nnd ho got away
in front. Beloro vie had gone an eighth of a
mile she stumbled, and over Warrington
went on top of her.

I was thrown a dozen feet. I guess, and
thought I was out of harm's war. But
Anglia, another one of the horses, came
dusting along and planted one of his hoofs
in my groin, nnd another on my chest,
breaking two ribs.

All I remember when I fell was seeing a
crowd of horses in a heap and a thick cloud
of dust.

The Dominion Una Unacted a Severe Law,
Which ainkee It Unattractive for Amer-
ican and Other Criminal Tvfentr
Crimea, from Murder to larceny, la
Which the Offender Will Be (liven Up.

Rapid transit has reoelved another set-

back.
Necessity is the roothor of invention, and

tho necessity for very quick communication
for tho cashiers of American bank and the
treasurers of American trusts with Canada
has made tho mind of tho inventor teem with
rapid-trans- it ideas.

But now the Woldon Extradition bill has
been passed by tbo Kanucks, and the Gover-

nor General has forwarded it to the Imporlal
Government nt London with his approval.

It will become a law and tboroafler tho
soloct 400 of Montreal, Ottawa and Quebeo,
respectively, will not bo endangered by tho
coutamlmatinginflucncosof tho boodlers and
absconders of this Republic.

Criminal scuttling or destroying such a vessel
at sea, whethet on the high seas or on the great
lakes of North America, or attempting or

to dp so.
Assault on board such a vessel at sea, whether

on the high seas or on the great lakes of Noith
America, with intent to destroy life or to do
grievous bodily harm.

ltevolt oi conspiracy to revolt by two or moro
persons on board such a vessel at sea, whether
on tho high seas or on the groat lakes of
North America, against the authority of the
master.

Administering drugs or using instruments
with intent to procure the miscarriago of a
woman.

Any offonse which is. iu the casn of tho prin-
cipal offender, included In any forogoing por-
tion or this schedule, and for which tho, fugitive
criminal, though not the principal, is liable to
be tried or punished as if he wero the principal.
