There This Morning.

Confusion In Giviog the Alarm and a Hot
Kight for the Firemen.

0ld Henry Hughes, the night watchman at
Huyler's big bonbon and chocolate factory,
at Eighieenth sireet snd Irving place, was
sitting in the office om the ground floor this
morning about 6,16 o'clock when his stten.
tion was attracted by cries of *fire” from
gome people onteide.

He picked up his cane and hobbled out as
fast ng he conld,

The first thing he saw when he got on the
sircot was o thick mass of bisck smoke pour.
jug from one of the third story windows of
the factory just nbove the main entrance on
Fighteenth street.

Ho woa so frightened that he lost his head,
and started to run upstars to see whore the
fire was Instead of sending out au alarm.

He remched the second floor, when the
smoke and Haunes drove him back. ‘Uhen he
rewembered nbout the alarm and ran to the
oMeo 1o got the key.

As b was eoming onut with it be met Emil,
the pight engineer, who had begun to Lght
up his fires 1 the engine-rooin just about
balf an Lour before,

Hu hes gave kanil the key und told him to
run (atck to Ubird avenne snd send out an
wlariy, but Emil got so mixed up that he
eoultl not find the box,and came back several
unnnies afterwards and gald he did not know

here 1o go.

Fugine No. 14 was the tirst compiny on the

Fverybody in  the neigbborhood was
sroused, and people lregan to pour out of the
dwelling avd apartment houses which sur-
round the fuctory on sl sides,

Bargt. Quinn, and the nghtened household.
ers were told that \here was no ger.

1he fremen worked megniticently, Al-
thougn 1he entire nuper part of the six.story
buflding was ablaze, and there was no pros.
pect o emviug it, they prevented tho famen
from wpreading 1o .the now isotory building
which sdjoros it in Irviog plaoe snd 1rom

etting below the second story of the burn.

ng building.
several lines of hose were yun up to the
roof through the adjowing dwelling honses

in Irving place and Eighteenth street, and the
waler tower played into the fourth.story
windows in Irving plaoe, whore the fire
Lnrped Rercost,

Atter an bour's hard work the fire was
graduslly brougbt under control, vrincipally
tor the reason that there was nuthing more
to bmrn,

The tmilding was completely gutted from
the second floor to the roof, nnd 18 o total
wreek, Io will probably have to be toru
down,  Althougo the walls are standing they
are badly warped.

The new factory, which is treproof, was
saved, though there is considerable damage
1o stock by smoke and water,

I'io old tactory, which ocoupied two lots
on Irving Place, Nos. 62and 64, nnd 129 feet
deep, wiw a compaot brieck strocture, six
stones high. 11 was buit in 1884, und the
new factory wos Ludlt in 1887,

u the olil factory, now gone, the first floor
eoutnined  he office of the firm, and storage
roows for chocolnte, The second floor wis
devo ed to the shipping department and for
StOrage purposcs,

On the third Bioor was the machine shop
