The Indictment of Burke Makes a
Tangible Basis lor Work.

Burke Hasn't Confessed, but Ice-Deal- er

Sullivan May 'Weaken.

Chicago, Juno 20. The indictment yeter-da- y

of Martin Burke, the Winnipeg suspect,
together with V. O. Sullh an, Frank Wood,
ruff and Daniel Coupbllu, by the Grand
Jury, has at last placed the proceedings iu
the prosecution of tho murderers of Dr.
Oronln upon a tangible basis.

The Investigation has now been narrowed
down to less than half a dozen persons, who
are mipposcd to hate taken aii active part iu
the assassination, and the police say that now
they can work to better effect in woaving the
net of evidence about the men charged with
the crime.

There is still one person miming, and that
is the companion of Buikc, who the polio

' feel sure is uo other thnu the notorious
" Frank Williams." who occupied the Carl- -
son cottage with his alleged brother.

The authorities aro now on tho track of a
man named Michael Cooney, who, it is be-
lieved, will supply tho missing link in the
chain of evidence against tho conspirators.

His description corresponds with that of
the other Will'ams and is in the hands of the
police, and jvery effort is being made to
ctpture him, Tbntt far he has successfully
eluded the detectives.

Just befcreDr. Crjuin'sdea'h and on the
night of tho murJor Cooney was seen in
Burke's company. A few days afterwards he
disappeared, but previous to this ho had
plenty of money, which he spent freely,
although ho hod been out of employment for
Home time.

Cooney is a Clan.na.Qaol man and belongs
to the Camp No. 20 where tho conspiracy
against Dr. Cronin is believed to have betn
hatched. Ho is 5 feet G inchos tall, uud wore
a sandy mustache before tho murdei.

The "J. B. Simons" who figured in the
case is as much of a mvstcry as ever, but the
police are in hopes of capturing him nlso if
the arrest and identification of Burke aud
Cooney do not lead to tho clearing up of the
uncertainty with respect to the identity of
bimons.

Tho names of fifty-si- x witnesses ard affixed
to the indictment against tho four men now
under arrest for murder and conspiracy.

'I he indictment itself contains six counts,
in tach of which Burko is cabrged with the
murder of Dr. Cronin. .

. The authorities here do npt anticlnato any
I s, difficulty in obtaining tho extradition of

Burko, although it is said he Is preparing to
make a vigorous resistance to the requisition
winch is to bo made.

There is a certain amount of red tauo in
connection with tho proceedings, but the
general opinion is that the Manitoba officiuls
will not hesitato to give him up at once ns
boon as tho evidence in the caso is 'aid before
them and tlie identification, which tho police
are sure will bt positive aud bevond a doubt,
has been made by the persons who lime been
knnt mi frrilu ilhioarn.

The report thut Hurkn had made a full
of his participation in the crime

proves to bo untrue. Uo still protests his
innocence. Tho p dice, howeve , huve reabon
to boliovo that P. O. Sullivan the ito man, is
weakening and may aqua. before long.

Circuuibtantial evidence implicates him so
closely with the ciune that there is no doubt
that he could mnko a full dlsclosuro of all its
details if he would.

Burke is kept in close confinement in the
jail at Winnipeg and no visitors aro allowed
o see him.

Ho continues, it is reported, to show great
nervousness, and ho resisted so violently
when a photographer tried to tako his pic
tnre that five attempts were mado unsuccess-
fully, and then tho job was given np.

clings to his arm.

It is believed that the man was hardly less
mad than the dog when ho allowed the ani-

mal to bite blm.
Dr. Small is the chief surgeon of tho

Missouri, Kansas and Texas Hallway and it
very scoptlcal as to tho powers of tho mod-

s' ono.
His joking offer to pay 9500 to any man who

would let a rabid dog bite him, in order to
test tho properties of the stono, was brought
about by tho fact that he had in his knnel
several dogs which hal gone mad or showed
symptoms of doing fo. Iu tho courso of some
talk nbont these dogs he made th offor with-
out the least idea that it would find a taker.

When tho man from Arkansas turned up to
accept the offer Dr. Hnmll promptly took
waler, not to save his $500, but to spare the
man.

Tho latter refused to be stared, however,
aud gaining admission to the diga' quarters
surreptitiously, ho bared his arm to one of
the brutes.

The dog bit a piece out of the arm, and
fifteen minutes later he died in horrible con
vulsious.

It is feared tho man will follow tho dog's
fate.

L. Bhnrman, oftniscity. would havo placed
himself nt Dr. Small's dibpoKnl.

An open cor. with seating capacity for sixty

ing and lookiutr exhausted. Tho waiting pas.
scngers atartedfor it.

" Next car for Fordhnm." shouted tho con.
dtirtor, sud they sighed and fell baok.

cordnnco with his determination as an.
nounced n year ago to "give way to a
younger, if not a handsomer man."

Oil. Clark has been an active, enthusiastic
military man theso thirty.two years, and for
exactly twouty.fivo years y ho has com-

manded the Seventh Regiment.
Two years ago every command in tho First

Brigade offered its voto to Col. Clark for tho
Brigadier-Generalshi- but ho peremptorily
declined, doclariug then his intention of
withdrawing from nctivu service, aud the
Legislature laat Winter conferrod upon Col.
Clnik tho title of Utovet Hiigadier-Ueucra- l.

Kimnons Clark wns born iu Wav no County,
this Mate, Oct. 14 1827. and his bov hood was
spent m Tompkins County. Ho held high
rank ns a scholar at Hamilton College, aud
Sountor Joo Havvley, of Connecticut, was
one ot Ids classmates. After Hamilton Clark
studied mediciuo, but his natural tastes led
him to (oisako phj'Bic for a mercantile life,
and bo served as clerk, cashier and manager
iu turn for tho Chicago and Great Westorn
Transportation Company till 1800, when he
was appointed Secretary of tho Hoard of
Health, which place he still fills.

In 1857 Clark began his military career as a
"high private" in Company B, Seventh
Itegiment. His fitst instructor was Col.
Alexander Shaler, who was afterwards and
until a few years ago. General of the First
Division, which comprised all the troops of
this city.

I'rivato Clark was bom with military in-

stincts, nnd in 1800 bo had passed through, nil
tho lower grades and raukB and was captain
of the largest company in tho regiment.

Ho went to Washington at tho oiieniug of
the rebellion and took pnit in considerable
hazardous w ork. lulBGJhe commanded his
company in tho draft riots in this city, his
company holding the pest of houor.

In April. 1801, Cnpt. Clark declined the
election ns Major of tho regiment, ami two
months later, on thn resignation of Col. Mar-
shall Leffcits, ho whb elected Colotiol.

During his colonelcy tho Soveuth Begi-mo- nt

has twice aided tho civil authorities in
preserving pence during tbe Orauge riots of
1871 aud tho labor troubles of 1877.

Col. Clark imbued bis men with tho dignity
of their duties aud with a fceliug ot affection
for the regiment liko unto that of a graduate
for alma mater. Ills own untiring eflortsnud
constant fidelity to duty and discipline
wrought nlmost perfection, nnd it is tho prido
ot every munintho regiment thai the Seventh
ib tho finest marching regiment injhe land.

Under his lioloutlcy the Seventh lias bt ilta
splendid armory, tbo largest and finest iu
New York. It took twelve i oars. Iho rogi.
niout has leached a point of perfection lately
attained by n volunteer organization. Its
complement of 1,051 men is full and there is
an attoudunco of moro t ban SO percent, nt
drills and parades.

The discoTcryof a fully dcvoloped case of
yollow fever in Brooklyn, as first reported in
vesterday's Evenino Would, has created in-

tense excitement in Drookljn, particularly iu
tho neighborhood of 173 Hnucock street,
where tho caso was found, and as a result ono
family moved away this morniugtotho coun-
try nnd others are preparing to leave

Dr. B. W. II. Duncan, stirgcou of tho
I'aclfio Mall steamship Colon, who is tho yol.
low fover patient, has bcon taken to Svv in.
buruo Island, and nil tho other inmates of
the honso aro kept within doors by a guard of
polico oflloers, who aro instructed to keep n
close qunrantino, not nllowing nnv one to
enter or leave tho house.

Dr. Duncau arrived in this city last Friday
and was takou to tho houso of W. II. Thomp-
son, 173 Hancock Rtrcet with whose daughter
he was soon to bo married. Ho was ill and
Dr. J. II. Bogurt. ot 225 Greono nvenuo, was
railed to attend blm.

Shortly before midnight Tuesday, Dr.
Bogort notified he Health Department that
the case was oue of yollow fever. Dr. Young,
of tho Brooklyu Health Hoard, commuui.
