Hankers, in coats of gauze and tennis shirts,
perspired under the rays of a boiling sun, as
eauer as any one and every ono slue to see the
first bulletin of news from the Bouthern battle-groun- d.

The tickers in the saloons, big hotels and
brokers' olllces were sttrronuded by an esger,
expectant, perspiring crowd, aud orery click of
the littln machines set half a million hearts

i.acli tcintillaof news of the movements of the
tno ntalwnru in the Houth was not read but
gobbled up by the multitude.

Humors were rife all the morning. They we
to every edect imaginable. Hullivau had been
dtugged; Kilrain abducted; Hullivau had
sprained an ankle: Hiltaln had swallowed a fly:
the fight was really begun; the fighters had
been locked up while on their way to the
grounds: Hullivau had whipped him in three,
six, eight and nine rounds; Kilrain was a victor
in the same number of rounds.

Where the rumors started nobody knew, but
everybody yelled a mighty yell at the alleged
uens. no matter what it might be, and the
crowds surged to and fro and everybody aaked
his neiahbor for more news.

The newspiper ofileei were besieged, aud a
humlred extra policemen ktatioued about the
entrances were persplrlngly busy keeping the
throngs from injuring themselves.

Downtown business was abandoned almost
completely, for the crowd was in no mood for
business.

New Orleans, July 7. John L. Sullivan and
Jake Kilrain are bivouacked on the field of bat-ti- c

witli half a dozen trusty henchmen. Tbey
bade farewell to New Orleans this afternoon at
4 o'clock, and before sunBet night
there is every reason to believe that the battle
will have been fought and the victory won. for
nobody looks for a draw. Hullivau and Kilrain
went away together; that is, they occu-
pied the same train, separated only by
a baggage oar. Two Pullman sleepers
had been quietly chartered yesterday on the
Queen and Crescent road aud nobody knew it,
except Frank Htevenson and Jimmy Wakely.
The rumor was mysteriously spread about
town last night that Hulllvan would be
taken off on Lake Ponohartraiu on a yacht and
landed at a point on the line of the railroad.
The New Orleans newspapers duly chronicled
that fact this morning and tbe anxtoua ones
who were afraid of being lefthaunted tbe streets
in tho vicinity of tho "big fellow'a " boarding-hous- e

in tho hope of getting a straight tip.
This was precisely what the crafty Muldoon
wanted. To carry out tho deception ho did
actually take Rttllivan out of his quarters at

o'clock this morning and drovo off rapidly in
the direction of West End. Half an hour later
he camo back by another route. The street was
silent aud desertud aud tho fighter made his way
back to his room unobserved. Everybody in
town thought ho hail cone- until Miko Cleary
appeared at the fit. Charles Hotel about noon,
and Muldoon was discovered seated at the win-

dow of the boarding.linr.se soon after. Hullivau
was at that moment rcrtlng quietly In a cottage
in the suburbs, not a mile from tho railroad
station. He had been taken out at 7 o'clock
In tho morning. There ho remained until it was
time to take the train.

The siuno policy was pursued with Kilrain, bnt
thero was less secrecy about it. He, too, was
ilrhon out into country with "Tony ''Moore,
Frank Htovenson and Charley Mitchell, At :i..'10

o'clock tho party started for the station at a
short distance from tho city and entered their
car. The Hulllvan people were already on
board.

No timo was wasted
after the fighters and their friend wet e seated.
The engineer opened the throttle, and the train
moved off, bearing out man to victory and the
other to defeat.

At Sullivan's headquarters y there was

no deoarture from the usual air of quiet confi-

dence. Among the visitors were Hhciiff Malloy,
Chief or Police Hughes, of Louisville; Jack Har-

nett, of Now York, aud Charles T. Johnston, one
of Sullivan's backers. They were entertained
in the parlor downstairs by Muldoon, while n

remaiued in seclusion ou the Moor

above. Sullivan passed a lazy and lux
uriotis day. His appetite is enormous. For
breakfast he ate a good-size- d broiled
bass, five d eggs, a half loaf
of graham bread, aud a half dozen sliced toma-
toes. The only liquid be took was a cup of tea.
After breakfast Muldoon gave him a shave,
during tho course of which ho fell asleep, and in
that condition Muldoon left him. At 1 o'clock
he dined, consuming his usual quota ofthrco
chickeus.with rice and chicken broth and a half
loaf of bread. At 3. 15 o'clock a carriage drove
up. into which Hulllvan, Muldoon, Cleary and
Dan Murphy entered, and were rapidly driven
to the Q. and C. Depot.

Kilrain arose at about 0 o'clock this morning,
after a most refreshing sleep, and appeared
bright and fresh. Ho was In excellent humor
and conversed freoly with his attendant t and
thoso who camo iu to see him. He remained
iu his room during nearly the entire forenoon,
but at about 11 o'clock ho camu dnw.i to the
gymnasium, where many mombers of the South-
ern Athletio Club aud their guests were assem-
bled. Kilrain looked around the spacious hall,
fanning himself, and appeared to be unite, r.t
Ids case. At noon Kilrain, Mitchell, Murphy

and "Pony" Moore breakfasted at
Moreau's restaurant on Canal street,
and then strolled about town, returning to the
gymnasium at -' o'clock. Kilrain'. condition
had visibly improved, und his eyes wore brighter
and his movements much more active than on
the previous day.
