Two American Heiresses to Become

.Titled Brides.

Miss Carollno Fitzgerald Will Wed

Lord Fitzmaurice.

Prince 31 u rat Is Miss Gwendoline Cald-
well's Successful Suitor.

Two more American heiresses have been
captured by foreign noblemen. Ho say the
cable despatches this moraine

The ono announces the engagement of Miss
Caroline Fitzgerald, a New York young lady,
to Lord Edmund Fitzmaurlco, the younger
brother of the Marquis of Lansdowne, Vice,
roy ef India.

The other brings the news that Miss Gwen-
doline Caldwell, ono of the founders of the
Catholic University of America, at Washing-
ton, is to marry Prince Murat, a descendant
of the great Napoleon's famous cavalry
officer.

Of the two young ladies, Miss Fitzgerald
is more widely known, more on account of
her high literary attainments than her wealth,
although the family of which she is a mem.
her la one of the largest landholders of this
city.

Although only twenty .one years old. Miss
Fitzgerald is a thorough classical scholar, a
fine linguist und a famous Orientalist, being
one of tlio most prominent members of the
American Oriental Society.

She has also attracted wide attention in
literary circles aa ah author, and her ac-
quaintance with literary people both in Eng-
land and in this country is very large.

Oneot her most intimate friends and
the poet Drowning. She has been

living in London during the post year, and it
was there that she published her first volume
of poems, which aroused much interest in
literary circles at the English capital.

In society she was also a conspicuous figure,
and it was thero that she met tho young noble,
man who becamo one of her most ardent
admirers. When iu New York she lives in
the Urge mansion in Fifth avenue at the
corner ot Ninth street. Her linguistic studies
were completed under tho direction of Prof.
Whitnev, of Yslo. with whom she pursued
the study of Sanscrit,

Tho full name of her .prospective husband
is Edmuud George I'itzmaurice, and his
family is one of the oldest and most aristo-
crats of the JJrltlsh realm. He Is a direct
deactiidont of Earl Shelhurne. who negoti-
ated the famous Jay treaty with the United
States a ceutury ago.

Lord Fitzmaurice is now forty-thre- e years
old. and for several years was a Liberal
member of Parliament. He was educated at
Cambridge University, was called to the Uar
in 1871 and has always been prominently
identified with publio affair a.

Ono of lhe uiot responsible posts which
he h Id under the Government was that of
Commissioner in 1880 for organizing the
European provinces of Turkey, under the
treaty of Horlin. In 1H82 he was appointed
Under Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs,
and is high iu rank in diplomatic circles.
Tho dato of the wedding is not yet fixed.

Miss Mary Gwend Mine Caldwell aud her
sister. Miss Linn Caldwell, are the daughters
of the late Shakespeare Caldwell, of Virginia.
Their mother waa n sister of John C.
Ilreckenridgo, onco of the
United States.

Mr. Caldwell died about ten years ago,
leaving a fortune of JS, uo.000 to (4.0.10,000,
which he had inherited from his father, to
his two daughters. Their mother had died
some time previously.

Miss Mary Gwendoline was born in Ken-tuck- v

and educated ut the Convent of the
Sacred Heart in this city.

She is now twenty.six years old and is
described aa bciug vory handsome as well as
very intellectual. She has passed much of
her lifo abroad with her sister, aud whilo Hy.
ing in this country has divided her tiuio be-
tween Washington, the oil homestead in
Kentucky, and a country seat in Vermont.

Several years ago sho gavo (300. POO to on.
dow the Catholio University at Washington,
and her sister added (50,000 to the fund.
For thoro gifts 'o the Church His Holiness
the I'ope presented both the sisters with
special medals of gold.

During his life their father was noted for
his benevolence. Since hia death his two
daughters hsve been under tho care of Mrs.
Donnelly, an aunt, who has chaperoned them
on their travels.

Prince Murat lives at Taris. where he is a
prominent figure in social circles.

Tammany's Patronage

The Legislature to Be the Field Where
tho Uattle Will Be Waged.

That plans are maturing looking to a com-

bination of ltcpublicaus and County Demo-
crats, lo secure a veto-ovcrr- id dr majority in
tho Legislature, is generally beliovcd by local
poli'iciaua aud is causing Tammany Hall
candidates for legislative positions a great
deal of uneasiness.

Everything po n s to the making of such a
deal between Tom Piatt and the County
Democracy leaders, and It can bao but the
one object, and that is a new char.er lor the
city ol Now York which v. ill reduce tho
patronage of Tammany Hall to a mere mini-
mum, by legislating out of office certain of-

ficials and commissions, providing for the
electiou of certain officials now appointed,
and requiring tho establishment of non-
partisan commissions.

Hy this arrangement the Couuties and He.
publicans hope to secure a big share of tho
municipal patronage.

As an idea of what is proposed to bo done
tho case of tho police justices may be taken
for au example.

The number villi be reduced from fifteen
to ten or less, in ahe interest of economy of
course, and the ofiice will bo ma e eloctho
insttad of appointive. Then, by combining
at the polls, the Ilepublicans aud Counties
hope to namo all if not the majority of the
Board of I'ol ce Justices.

Its Dry HoaJ and Nono of Last
Wook'a Humidity.

No Hot Wave On IU Way Either Just
Straight Ray Sun Heat.

This has started out to be the warmest day
of Summer.

It is warmer y than it was yesterday,
and yesterday was the hottest 8th of July
New York has endured in live, years.

At 8 o'clock this morning tho temperature
on the cool and airy roof of tho Equitable
Building was 78 degrees, two degrees higher
than at the samo hour yesterday morning.
At 11 o'clock tho thermometer registered 83
degrees, and the temtierature was rising.

Philadelphia was broiling iu 80 dogrecs of
heat at 8 o'clock tms morning and was aa hot
as Key West aud New Orleans. The only
cool place anywhere was Helena, Mon., with
a temtieraturo of 44 degrees.

No hot wae has como to town. Tho high
temperature is a result of the steady Summer
sunshine.

No hot wave is on its travels from town to
touu nud Siate lo State, but the manufacture
ot heat is going merrily ou in every large city'
in the East, Tho heat supply is local, at least
su mivh the weather observer at the Equitable
Uuilding.

The effect of tho heat waa noticeable this
noon iu drooping and persplriug
enr-- d rivers aud in bald people who were mop.
ping their shiuiug heads with bandanua
handkerchiefs.

People with little else to do than talk about
tho weather gathered iu the cool and grateful
shade of bcer.cellars and drank gurgliug beer
from. tho frigid ice.chest.

There was a wonderful revival in the m

trade. The sign outside
the door blistered in the sun. while tho
generous young man and his best girl wero

ntting gradually frozen in the cool saloon,fhero was marvellous activity at the soda
fouutains. The soda fizzed and bubbled,

The Need of It in tbls State Forcibl)

Illustrated.

Sugar Conspirators Prosper at ths
Poor's Expense

Justice Chrlstlancy's Able Bill la ths
Michigan Legislature.

Tho idea that legislation is powerless to stop
tho growth of Trusts seems to bo growing,
and in view of tho fact that such giant con-
spiracies as the Sugar Trust have been allowed
to exist for nearly two years there is. some
ground for this belief.

The matter has becu brought to the ntten.
tion of the Attorney. General ropcatedly, but
bevond proceeding against one of the com.
pauies in tho Trust nothing has boen doue.
Tho suit rolerrcd to has been takon beforothe
Conrt of Appeals, and when a flnat decision
is rendered it will set at rest all doubts as to
whether Trusts con bo operated under the
preseut laws.

Other States outside of New York have
taken tho matter vigorously iu hand. Kan.
sas, Missouri, Texas, low a and Mlchigauhave
taken steps in tho right direction. They
have all passed laws forbidding tho forma,
tiou of Trusts, nud about tho bet bill that
has been constructed is the one passed by the
Michigan Legislature. Justice
Cbristiancy framed the bill, nud it is so terse
aud well defined that it would probably be a
good law to have passed in this fcState. The
bill provides that:

All contracts, agreements, underatandingg
aand combinations made, entered into or know,
iiuily aasentcil by and botnecu any parties capa-
ble of making a contract or agreement which
would be valid at law or in onuity. tho purpose
or object or intent of which shall bo to limit,
control or In any manner to restrict or regulate
the amnuut of product or cmantity of any article
or commodity to bo raised or produced by
nuning, manufacture, agriculture or any other
brauuh of biininess or labor, or to enhance, con-
trol or regulate the price thereof, or iu any
manner prevent or restrict Irce competi-
tion in tho production or vale of any such
article or commodity, shall be utterly Illegal andvoid, and every such contract, agreement,
understanding and combination shall constitute
a criminal conspiracy, and etery person who,
for himself personally, or as a member or in the
name of a partnership, or as a member, agent
or officer of a corporation, or of any association
for business purpoaes of any kind, shall enter
into or knowingly consent to any such void andillegal contract, agreement, understanding or
combination, shall bo deemed a party to such
conapiracy.

This is tho Michigan way of getting at the
matter. If the munagers of tho Sugar Trust
were proceeded against as conspirators it
would put a stop to tho shameful robbery of
ibe coor.

That a combination of men can get together
and by a cruol conspira"y contrive to foroa
up the price of a necebsary artic'e is shame-
ful. While they aro lining their pockets with
wealth the poor ore struggling to keep body
and soul together.

What is needed in New York is a good,
strong anti-Tru- st law and determined offi-
cials to enforce it.
