formed.

When tho bankers and railroad presidents
got together last Fnll and drew up a form of
Agreement, by which Iho ruilroad cleariug-hous- o

system was adopted, tho public began
to uniell a mouse uud nosed around for a
tru-- t.

The only-- outcome, lion over, was tho or-

ganization of tho harmless Intcr-Stat- o Asso.
c.ntiou, anil suspicions w ore averted, Noth-
ing was said aboutA Trust, the word, even,
was not mentioned by any of tho presidents
or bankers iu tboir public statements, or in
tlm agreement as published,

Iu the circular letter of Col. John J. k.

which is printed to.dny. all disguise.
is thrown off onel tho promoters of tho Inter-Stat- e

Association como out in their true
colors.

Tho most important point Jn tho letter m
iiuoftiou, which has been sont to all tho
prominent railroad presidents, managers,
shareholders and bankers in thu country, is
tins statement:

Tho above and many other desirable points
wide h will icailily recur to j cm can. in my jiuli:-nicn- t,

bo uadily seemed, and seemed only by
placing Ht lca-- t a majority of the shares ot each
ot till! competing Uasteru trunk lines, the
coal lmcK, the Southwestern and Northwestern
lines ami the Traiihcontliicntal line. anil their
respective ufliliated companies, ariangcd by
territoiial groups, m triistH similar in many re-

spects to tho .Standard Oil and other successful
trusts.

Col. McCook was socretary of tho meetings
hc!d last year pielnuinnry to tho formation of
tho Iuter-btat- e Association.

It was found thnt this organisation was too
loose-jointe- d to hold tho members together,
uud those who wero instrumental in its estab.
lishment hao been working on u plan of
inoio complete organization ever since.

This is the lebult.
They do not call it a clearing-hous- e now.

but come out flatfooted m favor of a steel-boun- d

trust, like the Standard Oil Trust, th
Sugar Trust, tho Lead Trust and the Cotton-
seed Oil Trust.

What they aro after is n monopoly that can
control rutes lo Milt tho piopnetois of rail-

road properties and shut out the public com-
pletely from Hiiy voico m tho matter.

Col. McCook goes on to say in his circular
that such a trust as ho contemplates could bo
organized that would enablo tho business of
tho respective territorial groups to be regu-
lated and controlled iu the best intnestof the
proprietors, aud without arousing any greater
restrictive intervention on tho part of tho
Nutional or Stato Governments than exists at
present.

This would suit tho railroad magnates to
death, for it is a notorious fact, mid they
havo admitted it repeatedly before legisla-
tive iuvustigating committees, that all these
lestr ctivo interventions, as embodied in tho
Intor.Stato Coinmerco act, aio practically a
dead loiter.

It bimply prevents them from open pool-
ing, as in tho old time, but under a trust
legally organized tho power that thoy would
acquire would bo practically absolute.

Col. McCook and those whom ho repre-
sents ovidontly see that it would bo a difficult
matter to organizo tho Trust in nil its

at onco, and tiio way iu which
they proposo to get around this is to work it
Up uy degrees.

"If such a trust should bo organized for
tho control of tho husino-- s of any group or
lines," thev say, "it would naturnllv result
in tho establishment of uniilur trusts, con-
trolling tho other territorial groups. These
could linallv bo worked separately, or in one
trust (with a big, big T), as experiouco and
policy might direct."

The purposs of this circular Utter, iu
which the whole plan is so alaboratolv

is to call the attention of the ProM.
dents and niauagors of tho leading roads to
the scheme, mil obtain their iews with re-

spect lo Its practicability.
Col. McCook savs that ho has not roceiyd

mauy replies ytt. but declares that Charles
Frauds Adams, the Vanelerhilt and Gould
svstemfl, St. Pnul. Rock Island, Atohisou.
Ncrthwestern acd Union raciUu aro strongly
in favor of its adoption.

The bankers, too, aro hoarty in their ap-

proval of the proposed organization, and as
there ib noth'ng to procnt tho organizHtiou
of tho Trust under tho present lawn. Wall
Street is looking forward to aspoedy cousuui.
tuntiou of tho gigantic deal.

Whether nn attempt to put the Truht on its
feet will bo madeilrst m tho East or iu the
West, is a matter of n gnod deal of nucor
taiutv, but tho piobabihties are in favor of
the West.

That bection of tho country is regarded as
inoro favorable to tho establishment of such
a corporation than the East, and tho compe.

SIXTEEN OF "MVERI'OOL JACK'S" VICTIMS

FJiEED m "THE WOULD."

ISixtoeu viclims of "Liverpool Jack's"
shougtiaiug operations woio brought back to
this city yesterday Irom Yucntan by Tub
World's correspondent.

Tho white blao colouy which had been
in Central America has boon broken

up, and nil those other unfortunates whom
"Liverpool Jack" had bold into bondago aio
free to return to this country as soon as they
can procuro money to pay for their paviaac.

Thcv will all appear as witnoscs tit tho
tral of "Liverpool Jack," which is soon to
take place, and their ovidcncowill furnish
tho most damning proof of tho infamous
crimes of which tho scoundrel is guilt .

Tho account of tho terrible bufferings of
the exported laborors, as rolated by The
Wcbmi'u leprcseutative, who was scut to
Yucatan to mvcbtigato the btory, is truly
heartrending.

The brutal treatment thov roceived, the
starvation which they buffered aud thoir

and oppre-Bio- havo only juht now been
disclosed in all their details.

'1 ho loathsome prison at Frogrcso, at
which town most of the doluded victims
wero put ut work at tho scantier of wagis.
and with insufficient lodd and clothing, has
at times been packed with laborers, who
simply had i of used to work for the pay that
wab given to them.

Among these wero many American citiens.
Siek mou wero dragged from their lodgings

bv the police and soliliors in tho pay of tho
eoutractois who employed tho men sent
down bv "Liverpool Jack," and thrutt into
a dirty li tlo "calaboose," to be iiupiifconed
there until they consented to go to work.

Theso places wero infested with lizards,
snakes and oven moro leimlmve voinvn, and
the only wonder is that not more of the men
did not die of diseaso or commit suicide.

If they tried to escape by leaving the town
thov were hunted liko slnes and dragged
back to bo tluown into tho tilthy guard-
house or subjected to still more degrading
insuds.

Tho lifo of tho enterprising Would
who went down to rescue llitni,

was at one tuiio in danger, and ho was threat-
ened re; eatedly and onco put under nrrest.

Although the release ot tne ( iiRlmcd labor-
ers was secured before he left Yucatan the
Chief Magistrate of 1'roTeso is 'ery wroth
at what he regards as an luteifcrence witli his
(jovtrnnicnt, and has threatened to miko a
compl lint to the Stato Department at Wash-
ington.
