if IS SURE DEATH.

Mr. Edison's Testimony Before tho Elec-

trical Execution Referee.

Tho Subject Would Bo Killed In-

stantly and Painlossly.

Mr. Cockran's Shurp
of the (.rent Electrical Kxpcrt.

Thomas A. F.disou was tho drawing card
y at the hearing before Ituferee Decker

in tho matter ot William Kemmler, con-

demned murderer, of Buffalo, against Charles
F. Durstsn, Warden of Auburn Prison, as to
whothcr electrical execution does not fall
under tho constitutional ban against "uu-usu- ul

and cruel punishments."
Harold P. Drown, the haudsomo young

man who fathers the machine adopted for
use in inflicting the death penalty, was radi.
ant.

lteferring to the statement under oath of
Expert T. Carpenter Smith, that ho had
survived a shock of more than 1,000 volts of
electricity, Mr. lirown said :

" Mr. Kdiscu will give Mr. Smith, who has
won the name of ' Ajax,' $100 if ho will vhsit
bis laboratory at Menlo Park and take a
shock of 100 volts, and I will give htm
nuother $100, There is $200 for him if ho
wants it."

Thomas A. Edison was Bworn. Ho smiled
from oar to ear. and said ho was an inventor
und electrician and had been such for twenty-si- x

years. He was familiar with dyuumoH
and likened tho continuous current to u
water force which throw the water through u
pjpe. aud tho intermittent or alternating
teetrical current to a flow of water which

wa reversed at stated intervals." '1 he Westinghouse dynamo alternates or
reverses the electrical current about one
hundred and fifty time a becond,'' he
said.

' ' There are only these two kinds of cur-
rents used iu electriu lighting, but there are,
perhups, twenty dilferent patterns or styles
of much.ucs. I should describe the machine
kuown as the Whentstono bridge as an abso-
lute measurement of electrical force, mre
accurate than a foot rulo."

In response to questions. Mr. Edison said
he measured the resistance of 261) men at his
laboratory u few davs ago. Thev were clerks,
electricians, laborers and other employees of
tho laboratory, and the average resistance
was 1,000 chins. Tho highest was 1,800 and
the lowest COO ohms. The test was made with
two battery jars, seven iuehes ncrosA and ten
inches deep, filled with a solution of potash
and water, making soluble soap 'for n perfect
contact. After a thirty-secon- d immersion of
hands, the Augers touching the bottom, the
measure was taken aud eight volts was as
much as any one could stand.

All cases reported of larger resistance wero
due to faulty tests and imperfect contant.
The measurement varies with tests of various
parts of the human body, sometimes showing
as high as 200,0 JO ohms. Dirt, oil, 4c, help
resistauoe." The major part of resistance in the
human body." aaid Mr. Edison, " is through
the arms. Fifteen per cent, is at the point
of contact aud the rest iu distributed through
the system. In case of two paths of varying
resistance tbe current divides proportion-
ately, the best conductor taking tho most cur-
rent.

" A burn is conclusive evidence of imper-
fect contact, the body receiving very little of
the current. "

"Now." said Deputy Attorney-Qoner-

Poste, slowly and deliberately, "can au
electrical current be introduced into the
human body by artificial means sufficient to
produoo instant death, painless death, sure
death r"

To eaon proposition the sage of Menlo
Park nodded bis gray head.

"One thousand tolls would produce such
a death by an alternating current or a much-interrupt-

continuous current, the latter
prodnced by mechanical meauB. A continu-
ous cur.ent has little effect on the nerves,
eight voits being hardly felt, while throo
volts of the other ia as much as a man can
stand. "

"Tbe pressure is termed the 'volt,' the
amount of force the ' ampere. ' "

Expert Pope testifiedstuat a killing current
would carhouize the human body. Tho heat
would be oquid to boiling water.

" I don't understand that at all," said Mr.
Edison. "With pioper electrodes death
would be instantaneous and tho heat very
little. A test of the resistance of water to
1,300 volts showed only 0 degrees centi-
grade, u rise of ubout 1C degrees Fahrenheit
and the resistance 800 ohms "

ilourke Oockrau was particularly jocular
and good uaturca iu Mr.
Edison. Tho witness declurcd tftat the re.
sistance of all men is about tho time.

" But you said that iu your 2'M men tho
resistance varied from Cuo to 1,600 volts.
One man could three times as much ns
auothor," Bald Mr. Cockrau.

"Oh, that's not much," renllod Mr. Edison.
"Oh, of course not! Infinitesimal, whin

you talk about electricity, lint are you a
pathologist? An Anatomist? Mr. Gerry said
these things formed a part of your elec.
trical study."

Mr. Edison said he knew nothing about
them.

" You couldn't tell, for the life of you,
whether the blood was a better or nworso con-
ductor than the muscle, could you?"

Mr. Edison wanted to admit that ho
couldn't, "just for the argumeut," but Mr.
Cockrau wouldn't let him; so he sdinitted it
unconditionally, llo admitted also that h
didn't know which muscleH or whut parts of
the brain were best conductors." Snppoae I give yon a lump of clay filled
with heteiogeuous metals: cun yon measure
the resistance ot the clay?"

" Yes; I would linnii it."" Would you, then, find the resistance of
the clay, the metals or tho moisture ?"

" I think that question is iiouecuso. I
couldn't givo you tho resistance of n lump ot
lead an inch square in a muss of iron a in llo
fxitiare. "

As to the temperature, Mr. Edison said a
1,500 volt alternating current from u Westing,
hi use dummo would raise Kemtnler's toin.
peruturo five degrees above the normul, nud
he would bo unlininltled. All the water iu
him would evaporate iu five or six minutes.
A severul thousand hoise-pow- current
would burn u inau up.

' ' Thero'd be no bonfire," said Mr. Edison,
"but he'd be caruoulzed. Oun ampere
would make 1,000 volts, ten times too much
for a man to survive. "

' ' Then a man who wanted more than one.
tenth of au ampere would be rapacious?" re-
joined Mr. Cockran.

Edison a light for his cigar, and then atkedi

THE POOR SUFFER.

Sugar and Salt Trusts Thrive at Their

Expense.

As times passe the organization of Trusts
multiply, and the poorer class of house-
keepers vainly wonder when un end will
come and thoy will be relieved of this over-
taxation for the benefit of a wealthy few.

When tho charter of the new Salt Trust
was filed it was noticed that tho salt manu-
facturers of tho Onondaga district were not
mentioned, and this was wondered at, as tho
works in that region are extensive and would
work to some disadvantage of the Trust if
they came into strong competition ; but it is
now brought to light that the Syracuse
manufacturers have no legal right to hold
their lauds, their leases having expired a
month ago, and that is probably the reason
why they were not wanted by the Trust
pcoplo.

The managers of the Trust are shrowd men.
and while looking out to see that they get all
they can out of the people, they are not going
to put themselvei in any position where they
can be attacked. T'he Halt Barons have
started in to squeeze a little mine of wealth
out of the people as the Sugar Trust has done.

It is estimated that the annual consump-
tion of rait, exclusive of that imported,
reaches 10,000, 0c0 barrels.

The Trust proposes to make n profit of 20
cents on each barrel; making 42,000,000
annually.

Word comes from Lima, O.. that a scheme
is ou toot to consolidato all the natural gas
companies in the Ohio and Indiana fields and
form them into n Trust.

Several men. umoug whom are Dr. h. A.
Buxter. J. Ii. Towuseud and II. M. Ernst,
are engineering the scheme, and it is under-
stood that tho combination has the sanction
of several of tho men connected with the
Stnndard Oil Company.

They now own a majority of all tho stock
of the cnuipauies iu Indiana aud Ohio aud
will buy up tho stock iu the remaining inde-
pendent companies.

The scheme is a gigantic one and will
probably mature in a few weeks.

The Aldermen recently uskod Corporation
Counfel Clurk if tho act of 1888, which per-
mits surface railway companies to use ruble
or electric, motors without obtaining permis-
sion of the local authorities w as constitutional.

I'nder the pew law. tho companies could
change their motor power fri'in horse 10' ca-
ble or electricity by petitioning the ltailroad
Commissioners of the Sta'u.

Corporation Coupsel Clurk's opinion is n
very lengthy document, aud is accompanied
by an indorsement from James O. Carter,
the well-know- n legal authority on municipal
law.

Mr. Clurk and Mr. Carter aro certain that
the act passed by tho recent legislature and
signed by tbe Governor is unconstitutional.

They tav that tbe effect of the act in ques-
tion, when applied to companies operating
s)reet railroads by nuimul power, is to confer
a new franchise and impose upon the public
streets au additional burden, which, under
the constitutional provisions, csuuot be done
without a compiluuce with the constitutional
requirements, and that such a franchise can-
not be created without the consent of the
local authorities, required by the constitu-
tional provision.

If the opinion of Corporation Counsel
Chirk is upheld by the courts tho surface
lines will havo to got the permission of the
Aldormen lie ore they can use olecricity or
cable in propelling their cars.
