Tho littlo ieit lhat kirks up
its heels on the Harlem lulls is, po'eutinlly,
tbe bearer of many pairs of white kid
gloics.

bouih America exports manvianued skins
of sheep, lambs nud kids. Tho process of
tauuiug is imperfect, however, and many of
tho skins a'c spoiled or inferior in qua.ity.

Lnmb-ski- n gloves nro often sold for k.d.
and good lamb-ski- n is said to be superior to
poor kitl. The supply of kid skins is abun-
dant i.ud increases eveiy year, the iirice of
them has reoently advanced 20 per cent., but
this is merely temporary and is due to a cor-
ner in thu covering ot tho buoyant nnd lively
young goat.
