WATER'S HAVOC.

Serious Floods Causod by the Heavy

Downpour of Rain.

Myers Overflow and Dams Are Swept

Away In New Jersey.

Plainfield Streets Under Water
and Danger Ahead.

Negroes in Elizabeth Believed That
Another Deluge Had Gome.

A Reservoir's Gates Thrown Open

to Prevent Disaster.

Orange Valley Suffers, Perhaps, tbo

Most Severely.

Considerable Destruction by Rain All Alone;

the Hudson River.

Tho ternblo fall of rain has doluued New
Jersey tbo most severely. Tho fullest force
of the pouring flood was aloug Eastern
Pennsylvania, New Jersey oud New York.

I All alone the Hudson the torrent was pro.
fuse and in the towns and hamlets through
these sections, and eapecially in the lower
lying villages of New Jersey and through the
Change Mountain section of the State, it
looked as if everything would bo swept away.

Dams and budges were washed away or
obliterated. Plainfield was ono of the
heaviest sufferers nnd the iuinates of tho ole-Ra-

residences here and tho farmers thought
ominously of Johnstown, and the wild havoc
the water mado in tho fated Coneinaugh
Valley.

Happily no lives were lost by freshets,
though barns and outbuildings were in
many instances swept awoy.

DAMS OIVE WAT.

Coddlington's Dam on Stony Brook yielded
to tho enormous pressure of water, and in its
destruction the Green Valley Mills were ex-

posed to imminent peril. All the cellars and
first floors of stores in Somerset street are
flooded.

Tier's Dam cave way, and Green Brook,
swollen to an angry torrent, poured into the
street. More toan three scjuwe miles of the
town are submerged.

FLOOD AT FANWOOD.

At Fanwood and Netherwood the water is

three teet high in thu btrcets, and people

Ihnve had to betake themsolves to tho upper
of their dwellings.

Tho llaritan and ltahway rivers are fear-full- y

swollen. At Newark the ferocity of the
rain was greater than ever occurred in that
town. Pipes wero burst, btreeta were
flooded, and there were washouts in n

on tbo railroads.
Great fears aro entertained about tho

Orange Wator Reservoir diun. which was not
considered safe. Eppley Park has been
nearly ruined. It wns laid out at an expense
of 4U,000 not long ago.

IN THE MOUNTAIN TASSES.

The water roared through the mountain
pauses, tho streams boing fed by tho water
that had burst through the dams. It toro
down, carrying huge bouldors and debris
with it.

If. O. Bowers was swept away while trying
to cross tho swollen liver m u boat. Thieo
or four perso-i- s were thought to bo lost, but
no definite details aio yet Known of any loss
of lifo. All the roads through the Orange
Mountains aro badly washea away.

SEVERE RAINFALL.

Tho rainfall has been severe all along the
Atlantic beaboard. Atluutio City being almobt
the only place to get oli oasily. ,

Block Island also escaped. The rain thero
was only two.hundredths of an inch. The
rain poured down westerly from tho coa6t to
the lake region.

NO HTOllM CENTRE.

There is no storm centre, as tho rains,
heavy as they hao been, were really local
roius. Thoro was a high barometer with tbo
raiu, which is unusual. Tho highest
barometer on the coust was at Itatteias;
30 24. At La Crosse, Wis., it was 30.2-- ', Here
it is 30. 08.

INCHES Or WATER.

Tho ruiufall was 3. 33 at Baltimore. 2.40 at
Washington! Philadelphia, 2.21- - Portland.
Me.. .78; Northneld, Vt. . .94. Hen- - iu New
York it was two niches.

THREE-INC- H BAINPALL IN NEW JERSEY.

, The rainfall in New Jeisey was fully three
inches. Tbo annual average for rain is
something less than sixty luches. The ex- -

cess so far this year is 6.39. and for this
month alone it is 3. 2.2.

In August, 1875, the rainfall was 10. 42. InSeptember. 18R, it was 14 50. and during tho
twculy.foiir hours from Sopt. 23 to S-- 24
of that year thero wero 6.24, tho heaviest rain
on record for the time.

This mouth's total in rain is 8.65. It has
been a cool mouth on tho average, Mav and
June being ery hot oues. Tho record was
for 5.92 of temperature abovo tho normal for
this year. Nothing was galnod during July.

streets, and rain was falling in sheets.

Anxiety about tho big dam at Glenslde
Park was depicted on every faco.

It is called tbo Foltvillo dam and holds in
check tho waters of a pond three miles long
by one-ha- lf a mile wldo.

Thero wore two dams there yesterday, but
one of them was swept nway yesterday after,
noon.

The remaining dam is in a very shakey con.

If it should give way the loss of life and
property will bo terrible.

Half ot tho was carried away
clown the streom.

The wreckage struck a barn and carried it
along.

A blacksmith shop was also destroyed.
Wilson's Bridge, half a mile further down,

was also carried awy.
Then tho torrent spread out over the

meadows, laying waste, everything in its path,
Tho damage along Green Brook is also

heavy.
When the ieltville dam broke yesterday

the flood rushed along tho lino of Green and
Cedar Brooks.

Workmen are trying to clear away a great
heap of wreckage, at the Somerset street
bridge.

Here thero is a hole 53 feet loug by 20 w He.
Several small houses wore lifttd up. whirled

about aud stranded yards away.
Water poured in a sohdstroam ovor Somer-

set street bridge.
Shops on tho south side of the street wero

partially wrecked.
At Broadway and Richmond street the

water was ten feet deep last night.
This is the aristocratic section of the city.
A Mrs. Edward. Anthony strapped her baby

to her bark, and with n child iu each arm
walked through water ui to her neck.

TERROR IN EL1ZABETJI.

Dam. Swept Pawn and Streets Flooded
Itescrvolr Gnte Thrown Open.

ISPECIAL TO THE EVEMSfl WOULD.

Elizabeth, N. J., July 31. It is raining
hard here this morning and tho people are
very much alarmed. They fear another in-

undation similar to that of Sept. 20, 1882.

when the Elizabeth River overflowed its
banks and tho freshet carried death and de-

struction iu its path.
So far this time no lives have been lost, but

last night was one of terror which the people
living on the line of the river will not soon
forget.

It was raining at daylight yesterday morn',
ing and continued off and on until about 3

o'clock in tho afternoon, when it came down
in torrents.

Tho riv er rose rapidly, aud as darkness fell
overflowed tho banks.

Tho wotor found its way into the cellars of
tho bouses on Harrison, Price and Mulberry
streets. It roso gradually, and the occupants
of the housos wero forced into tho upper
stories.

A BCSHINO TORRENT.

Between 9 and 10 r. M. a report like a peal
of thunder was heard, and a few minutes
later a torrent of water camo rushing down
through tho rier bed, carrying everything
before it.

The caiue of this sudden outburst was not
learned until thin morning, when it wasfound
that Bunnell's Pond dam, a poor arrangement
of woo 1. about three miles from Elizabetn.in
Union Township, had burbt about 9.30 p. M.
last night and went rushing down the valley,
meeting tho Salem dam of stone and mortar
on its way.

ANOTHER DAM OOES.

It carried it along with it, and the accumu-
lation of water boru down in a mighty stream
on the reservoir in the outskirts of tho city.

RESERVOIR OATES THROWN orEN.
The roscrvoir was already filled to tho ip.

Fearing for its safety Superintendent Wu!-iam- s
ordered tho big gates thrown open,

which was douo only in the nick of time.
Tho volume of water, mas'or of the situa-

tion, tore along at its own sweet will. There
wero miiuv hairbreadth escapes Jrom death
and much Taluablo property was destroyed.

WATER UP TO THE SECOND STORIES.

Following the incoming of tho groat volume
of water the houses on the line rapidly tilled
as high as t lie second stories.

Tho greatet terror ensued in Price street,
the negro u,iustor.

Tbo Mipcrstitious colored people thought
the deluge had surely come again, and they
prepared for death.

TRErAltED FOR DEATH.

Gathering on the house-top- they sang
camp.meetiug hymns, exhorted and swung
tho American (lag. A few bottles of whiskey
were introduced somo way and diverted their
thoughts from death, aud thou the spectacle
became ono wild orgie.

From religious hymns they turned to plan,
tatiou songs aud banjos, and while the rain

tho thunder rolled ond the iighiningSoured, the negroes defied death and had a
jolly good time.

They wero sober and sorry this morning,
trying to robouo their effects, whicu wore
swimming around in the cellars of their
houses.

nELPINO THOSE IN TERIL.

Police Sergt. Hess and a newspaper corre-sponde-

named Michael Gannon were out
nearly oil night rendering what aid they
could to tboso most iu peril.

Sergt. Hess rescued the children of n col.
ored family named Williams, who live in an
isolated dwelling that the flood nearly de-
stroyed.

A pose of citizens rubed in to drag her
out. She wrdgpil herself in a garret window
and they couldn't budge her.

Mrs. Bums, that is tlie lady's name, proud

and triumphant, was still in tho house when
an EvEMNit World reporter callod thoro this
morning.

John Norris. an expressman, nearly lost
his life tryiug to save his horse. Ho
the auimal aud fortunately escaped with his
lifo.

RAINING HARD THIS MOnNINO.

It has been raining hard here ever since
daylight this morning, and the river, which
had subsided somewhat, is rising again and
it Is feared that all danger is not yet oer.

If tho water should rwo and carrv tho lum.

DEVASTATION ALONO THE NEW JERSEY CENTRAL

been washed down on the tracks and water
submerged both land and tracks in many
places.

BL00MHELD UNDER WATER.

The Flood Was Right Feet Deep In Nome
1'lauef,

KrrciAt. to the wiping wouli. l

Bloomheld, N. J. . July 81. Great excite-
ment prevails hero this morning over the
disastrous floods of last night, aud although
the waters partially receded before midnight
the collars of housos aro y flooded by
tho rain, which leads the residents to fear
that they may have to undergo the same ex-

citing oxperience again.
Traces of tho wreck ore Ho be soon every-

where. Fences aro down, the shrubbery is
torn up, and tbo earth sround the founda-
tions of houses has boon washed nwov.

Tho btorin came on about 3 o'clook in tho
afternoon, and thero wm a steady downpour
for several hours.

TORRENTS IN THE OBANOE MOUNTAINS.
The water rushed dowthe Orauge Moun-

tains iu torrents, and entered the little
btrcain that branches from the Second River.

About a thousand feet-abov- e tho Delawaro,
Lackawanna and Wostsra Railroad depot
there was a small dam, buJU five mouths ago.

The water hero is ordinarmlly about twelve
inches deep. The water rushed down tho
mountain to the stream, and shortly before 6
o'clock tho dam guve way.

It was only four feet high, but the water
rushed forward with groat rapidity, over-
flowing tho banks. Then the stream Lectin
to Hue. nnd before 6.30 there was a wild
torrent eight feet high.

Up to this time the residents had not bo-co-

alarmed, but as tho water camo pouring
into tho cellars they realized the situation.

SIDEWALKS BUSMtDOED.
The water came rushing on, the stream

rose, and by 8 o'clock tho stream was trom
ten to twelve feet deep, overflowing the bido-wul-

to the depth of a out.
Furniture Dealer Scragg, whoso store is on

Glenwood avenuo, became greatly alarmed
at tbo rising of tho water. His cellar was
full, ond he was afraid that the foundations
were in danger.

He dug a trench in front of his store so
that the wator would not overflow into his
apart nienls.

Druggist Schorff losses several hundred
do lars by the flood. His cellar was flooded,
and its valuable contents. are spoiled.

The greatest wreckage to be seen hero,
however, is down at Eppley's Park. Tnis is
a re '.ort recently fitted up ot an expense of

25,000.
8WEPT OUT THB PARK.

The park is on a lowland and when the
branch of the Second Rlvor o orflowed tho
park was the first to be flooded. The force
of tho water carried away the shrubbery,
washed out fences, threw down the statuary
aud raised havoc generally.

Before 7 o'clock there were eight feet of
water over the ground in some places. The
performers stood their ground nut il the last
moment and when thoy were finally forced to
fli e thev found thit the water was deeper on
each side of them and they wero hemmed in.

Frank Woods, a variety actor, took shelter
in the hou e of Mrs. Gottsclialk and quietod
tho fears of the family during the storm,

RISING WATFRS.

Shortly after 8 o'clook tho water rose to
the top of tbo front stoop and the occupanls
of tho cottage climbed to the upper floors.
Thero was considerable excitement among
tho tenants of the row of frame cotiaos
opposite. They aro mostly negroes nud
they became so much alarmed that they
bought tho upper stories or their dwell ugs
though there was no necessity for them to do
so as the floods began to recode before 9.30
o'clock.

In fact, boforo 10.30 o'clock tho wator had
gone down until there was nothing left save
the muddy road and scraps of wreckage on
all sides.

TOURING

It has been pouring nil day long, and the
people here aro much afraid that tho scouis
ot last nig it will be repeated.

Mis. hpeur, who keeps a ealoon on tlio
main street, lost sovcioly. She was districted
tlirn morning uml sutlored from shock so us
to I o unable to properly attend to her cus-
tomers.

It is impossible to tell the exact amount of
damngo, but it will nut exceed 10, 000 at a
liberal estimate.

A BRIDGE SWEPT AWAY.
The bridge was luilt of word laid upon

stune abutments. It was about twenty feet
high aud the same length.

A siug'e track of the Erie Railroad ran
across it connecting Eubt Oruiige with Now
York.

Iu tho busy hours of the oviming trains run
across it at interval of a half hour. Tho
stream at this point is very narrow, and it is
buppu'.ed thatwheu the water rushed through
it weakened the foundation so that it gave
way.

The last train to cross it was the 5.50 train
from New York, which reached East Orango
Station at 6 32 o'cloek.

ITio tram passed over in safety and tbo en.
gineer did not notioe any danger. However,
tbo liridge had falleu and whs h total wreck

The ground was strewn with bits of timber
and stone and the whole place was n mass of
wreckage.

Supt. Maguiro was on band this morning

with a gang of workmen, and the work of
rebuilding Is being pushed forward.

Tho bridgo will be rebuilt boforo midnight
and trains will bo running as uual
morning.

TRAINS DELATED BY TnE STORM.

ninnv Landslide C'auaad bjr the Itnln an
the N. V. Central lload.

Remarkably heavy rains fell last night and
this morning along the New lork Central
aud Hudson River Railway and the Harlem
Railway. At tho Grand Contral it was said
that all the trains during tho night arrived
from twenty-fiv- e minutes to one hour late.

Tho delay waa caused by tho heavy ruin
causing littlo landslides and washing the
sand in the cuts on the railway track.

The most serious landslide ocrured at
3.30 yesterday afternoon between Riverdale
and Yonkors, ' ud halt a hundred lull ins
were dusy with flying shovels for an hour
trying to discover the track under the sand.

MANY LANDSLIDES REPORTED.

Many landslides are reported on the Harlem
road.

At Williamsbridge tho water was reported
to bo oven with the track at 10 o'clock this
morning.

A largo force of laborers are at work hero
keeping the landslides off tho track.

At one time during tho storm so much of
tho adjaeout country washed down on the
railway track that tho saud was a foot deep.

All the streams in Westchester County
along the line of the Harlem are roaring in
their banks but none of tho track has been
washed out yet.

TRACKS UNDER WATER.

At the office of the Hartford and New
Haven road it was said that the rain had been
very heavy along their line as far as Spring-
field

At Bridgeport the track was under wator.
but tho trams rau through it, as the water
was not high enough to reach the

ON THE HARLEM RIVER BBANCU.

On the Harlem River branch of the lino
tho rainfall was extremely heavy. A schooner
got loose and floated ago.nst the drawbridge
across the Broux River.

The bridge was damaged so much by the
collision that tho railway company was not
able to use one of its tracks across it, ond
had to confine its traffic to a single track.

At noon 'rains on the New York Central,
the New Haven and both tbo Harlem roads
wero arriving almost on time.

NEW JERSEY RAILROADS DAMAOED.
Nearly nil the railroads running through

Now Jersey and terminating at Jersey CUy
wero more or less damaged by the heavy
rains.

On the Delaware, Lackawanna and West-
ern tho damage was considerable.

Exteusive washouts occurred at South
Orange, Mil burn and in the vicinity of Sum.
mit.

A large force of men were sent to these
places to repair the tracks, and the trains
this morning were arriving about on time.

MANY WASHOUTS.
A washout occurred on the New York, Sus.

quehauua and Western at Richfield Pork, a
snort distance cast of Hackensack.

Tho cariv morning trains wero delayed
about three hours.

On the Orange branch of the Erio road,
which extonds trom the mam line at Arling-
ton to Orange, considerable damage was
dono nud the trains wero late.

Tho conductors nnd eugineeis on the
New Jersey Cen I ral road reported that tho
wuter wns high nt Elizaboth, Boundbrook,
Fanwo d and Ketherwood,

No serious damage was done to the road,
they say, a the tracks aro above the level at
thoso points.

The water at somo places covered the rails,
but did not delay the tra'us.

Tho surprise is a new and perfected Base-

ball Bullotin Board, with many startling and
unique features. It will be immense, both in
point of size and manipulation. It will be
twelve feet square, more than double the
sire of the board on which the gamo is now
played.

This measurement does not include the
head-boar- d or the mounting of the miniature
fiold, so when it is sot up in position it will
cover o space about fifteen foot square.

A WHITE BACKGROUND.

The background will bo whito, as it has
been demonstrated by experiments mado
during the past few wcoks that the disks aud
other movablo things on tbo board can be
seen more plainly on a whito ground than
any other.

Thero are many clever mechanisms con-

nected with the board, which will be
described ot length. A number of inventors
havo been at work porfectiug bulletin boards
ever since tho first Evening World board
wns mounted, and many plans and sugges-

tions havo been made aud considered.
THE FINEST TET PRODUCED.

The new beard is by far tho simulest and
yet tbo most perfect of any thut hove been
proposed. This board has been thoroughly
patented, and so Evening World observers
will have the exclusive view ot it in this
town.

Chief among the sew features of the per-
fected board is what is known as tho hollow
base line. Ten feet away from the board, this
looks like merely a narrow strip of black on
the white ground. But it is in reality a very
ingonlons pieco of mechanism and is sure to
bring down tbo house.

On tho face of the board there ore three
strips of wood so constructed and put
together that only a narrow slit is visible even
on close inspection.

Behind this silt is a hollow space nbont
half an inch rqiiarc. This inrlores the dia.
mond, running from borne plate to first base,
to second, to third and homo again, making
a sort of a continuous conduit.

isn't this ingenious?
Inside the hollow space will bo three end-

less strings. Just below the dismon 1. which
will be 3 feet 9 inches from I ase to base, there
will be a system of three little pulleys on
each side. The cords, which encircle the
bases through the conduit, will cross at the
home plate and pass around the pulleys on
each side of the board.

Each of theso ttrings will have attached to
them a small block of wood or bobbin, from
which will protrude a small screw. Tho screw
will bo small enough to go through the slits,
while the littlo blocks of wood go out of sight
through the conduit.

Largo zinc disks with numbers on, indicat-
ing a player, can bo attached to the small
screw. Then by simply turning round the
pulloys tbo disks can move in any direction.

VERY CONVEMENT CONTRIVANCE.

Thus will the men run the bases, uud there
will be no shifting of peps from bui-- to base
as heretofore, or a wholesale gathering up of
nogs should tho bases be tilled nnd a homo
run be mado. This has always been an ob-

jectionable feature, for the manipulator of
the old board often covers from view tho
very things that the crowd most desires to
see.

Now. bv tho new orrnncement, a few turns
round tho pulley will send a man whirling to
first base, just exactly ns if the disk had legs
and was running.

For instance, suppose a man should be
caught off I ase and was being run down.
The bobbin could be manipulated in such a
manner as to show all these plays, and the
game tan thus be made exceedingly inter-
esting.

There will also bo an umpire on tho new
board, so the crowd can vent its spue against
that poor unfortunate just the same as if he
were flesh and blood.

A rllEHTO CHANGE.

Next iu importance comes tbo shifting of
tho fielders. This is u very tedious and irk- -

some job as manipulated at present. The
operator has to pull down the pegs, put them
into a basket, and tin n put ill) the other pegs
iu the positions they belong.

Bosides, tho operator sometimes gets
behind his inning, uud then there is n dis.
agrrrable hastening of plays that mvstitiu
onlookers and leaves them in doubt as to just
how the inning has been plaved.

I By tho new system nil this is remedied.
Fielders and hi itious aro changed like a
flash by a'siiuplo and ingenious coutriv- -

j ones.
This is how it is douo . Behind the huge

board there is a uuiubor of loug strips of
wood. Holes aro cut in tho lo.trd proper at
the poluts were the fielders are placed.
Where the fielders are placed are slots about
six inches wide to admit of the easy sliding
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of a card of the same width within. On the
long strip of wood, just below the holes, are
small blocks of wood.

HOW THE CARDS ARE FIXED. .
When tho batting ordor Is received from

the ball grounds the fielders aro placed in
position. The cards bearing their numbers
arc pu in the slot at tho back of tho board
and held iu position by the littlo blocks of
wood. 8o Goro, of Now York, who plays
centre field and is generally the first batter
will bn No. 1. That number on a red disk
will show through the hole. Bo it will be
with tbo rest of Iho players. Tbo blue nuin-bor- s.

indicating the opposing club's fielders,
will bo placed above tho home club's fielders
but out of sight.

As soon as tbo New York's inning Is con-

cluded a lever at tho bottom of tbo board is
moved, and all of the opposing club's fielders'
numbers slide into view.

The chaugo can be made in less than a
second. Thore will he no shifting of pegs
and numbers, simply the moving of a small
levor snd presto ! chauge!

Next conies an arrangoment which does
away with putting up pegswl'h which to mark
tho runs. This is douo by a very simple
mechanism, which is as clover as the other
portions of the working machinery.

NEW ARRANGEMENT TOR RUNS.
A largo hole, about a foot in diameter, is

cut on either side of the board at the top.
Behind this hole and fixed over It will be

fastened an arraugement something like a
patent shade roller in its appearance and
workings.

Numbers from one to twenty, in led or
blue, according to tho side it represents, are
painted on a roll of canvas, which will work
on the roller.

This will bo worked by a levor also. A
simple pull will show that ono run haslieen
made. Two, three or four pulls will show a
corresponding number of runs.

Below the space reserved for the marking
of runs will be three boles, each about six
inches in diameter.

' "OUTB INGENIOUSLY SHOWN.
These will be for the outs, and will be

worked by a device similar to tho ono used
in changing the fielding positions. Ono side
will show red disks and the other blue.
Thero will be no numbers, but when the
levor is pulled down so as to covor one space
It will bo known that there is one out.

Below theso spaces will be tho spaces for
tho mini ob of tho teams, their positions and
batting ordor. The name will be larger, how-
ever, than these on tho old board, and will be
read easily from a distance.

Below these, as ou the old board, will be
space for the plays. Chsnges and additions
have been made in this feature, too, oud they
are such that the spectator will be enabled to
act at a glance the number of base hits,
stolen bases, home runs nnd other interest-
ing bits of the score that, have been made
during any pari of the game. These are the
plays that will borecordod : Base-bit- single,
double and triple, home runs, sacrifice hits,
bases on balls, double plays, stolen bases,
flied out, fouled out, struck out and errors.

MOBE INNOVATIONS.
An innovation will be made in the keeping

of base hits. The pegs will bo black and
numbored from one to twenty. A complete
record of base hits and stolen hoses will be
kept from the start of the game to fie finish.

There will be no more chalk used in mark-
ing up tho runs. Cards with numbers
painted thereon will be hung in tho spaces of
the score bj innings, tbo ODerator adjusting
them with a long stick.

LOTS OP PARAPHERNALIA.

There is n chest about six feet long by two
feet wide and deep which is full of the para
phernalia which is necessary to run the new
device.

The board will be placed quite high from
tho sidewalk, and a full view will be obtained
of it from all available points. The opera-
tors will not obstruct the view, as everything,
snve the recording of base bits, Ac, will be
worked by lover or spring.

RrADY POR MISHAPS.

Tho board is all ready for ue andis being
practised upon iu order that there miy be no
hindrance or breakdown. Should any acci.
dent happen from any unforeseen circum-
stance tho boird can bo worked as usual by
the old peg system.

Holes havo been placed as on tho old
board, so that in any event the gnme cannot
be stopped.

The new contrivances are, in fact, very
complete, and the game, as seen trom its
tic d. will bo just as plain aud clear to tho
spectator as though bo wero watching the
live players.

THAT HOLLOW BASE LINE.

Tho riew hollow 1 ase Hue system is one of
tbo most ingenious things ever invented snd
patented, and it will surety delight the
thousands who w ill watch its workings on
the fiis day.

The board will be placed in position very
soon. It is now awaiting transportation from
the shop of the builder, aud The Evening
World man. who saw it yesterday afternoou,
