Steward Downey, of tne Alps, Found

Dying in tbe Street

Had Just Loft tho Mohawk Hotol
to Go to His Ship.

In a Deep Stupor When Found, and
Had u Wound on Ilia Forehead.

Fifteen minutes past 12 o'clock this morn,
ing an ambulance arrived at tho Chambers
Street Hospital with an unknown man, whom
Policeman Kehce of the Leonard street sta-

tion had found lying unconscious at the
corner ot Duaneund West streets.

Tho man was well dressed in a dark gray
suit, a derby hat, and Congress gaiters.

The surgoons gave him stimulants to rouse
him, when ho became pnrtly conscious for a
moment and uttered tho word "Mohawk"
and died.

It was at first thought that tho man had
taken poison, or, ai thero was a bar of red on
his forehead, that ho hnd been fatally injured
by n fall.

The caso was one for the Coronor, and in
the absence of precise facta the cause ot death
was ontored on a slip as acute shock.

In the pocket of the dead mnn was found a
key with n brass tag bearing the word
" Mohnwk." This was the only clue to the
man's identity.

There is a hotel of that name fretiuonted by
seafaring thou at the corner of Spring and
Washington streets. At this hotel Ofncer
Kehoe found out who tho unknown man was.

Ho was Alexander Dowutv. n native of
Edinburgh, whose father is a tobacco manu-
facturer there. He was second steward of
the steamship Alone, of tho Atlas line, which
runs to Hayti and other West Indian ports.
A week ago ho was appointed chief steward
of the slesmer Alps ot tbe same line.

Mr. Downey boarded for seven years nt
"The Six Nations," a favorite hotel for sen.
faring men, kept bv Thomas F. Keonau at
Sl'J Spring stroet. For the past week h hnd
bceu ill there and under the oarn of a physi-
cian. Ho had Chagres fever in Panama, and,
i, is said, had not fully recovered trom it.

Ho wns nenous yesterday, and drink a
' good deal, though no liquor was sold to him

iu Keenau'H Hotol.
Abont !) o'olock last evening ho packed up

a bundle of clothes and left his room iu
"The Six Nations." He wont to the " Mo-h- a

wit," which is n block away, ami hired n
room there for two nights.

Upon visiting thn room ho became nervous
and excited, and came dowustaiis to the office
nud said lie wouldu't take tho looms, and
usked the clerk to glue him baok his money.
The clerk rnturnod tho money nud Downey
started out, Buying that he was going to his
ship.

It was about midnight when he was found
unconscious and dyiug.

Tbe caiiBeof his death will uot bo definitely
kuowu till uftor the Corouer has held his
investigation. Downey was thirty-fiv- e years
old. Ho was highly spoken of by seafaring
men who were his friends.
