Her head abuvo the right templo is cut
open several inches from t be blow of a club,
and the blood that streamed from the wound
has saturated her clothing from her neck to
below her waist.

Steward Downey, of the Alps, Found

Dying in the Street.

Had Just Left the Mohawk Hotel
to Go to His Ship.

In n Deep Stupor When Found, and
Hod n Wound on Ills Forehead.

Fifteen minutes past 13 o'clock this morn-
ing an auibulauco arrived at tho Chambers
Street Hospital with an uuknowuman, whom
Policeman Kohco of the Leonard street sta-

tion had found lying unconscious at thn
corner of Dunne ami West sticots.

Tho man was woll dressed in a dark gray
suit, n derby hat, and Congress gaiters.

Tho nuigeons gavo him stimulants to ronso
him, when ho became partly conscious ior a
moment and uttered the word "Mohawk"
and died.

It was at first thought that tho man had
taken poison, or, ns there was a bar of red on
his forehead, that be had been fatally injured
by a fall.

The c.ise was ono for tho Coroner, nnd in
the absence of precipe facts the cause ot death
was entered on a Blip as acuto shock.

In the pocket of the dead man was found a
key with u brass tag bearing tho word
"Mohawk." This was tho only clue to the
man's identity.

'i'lu-r- e is uholol of that name frequented by
seafaring men at tho corner of Spring and
Washington btieets. At this hotel Officer
Kehoc found out who the unknown man was.

He was Alexander Downey, a nativo of
Kdiubuigh, whoso father is a tobacco manu-
facturer tucre. He was socond htewnrd of
the steamship Alette, of tho Atlas line, which
runs to llayli and other West Indian ports.
A week ago ho was uppointed chief steward
of the steamer Alps ol the same line,

Mr. Downey boarded for teven years fit
" 'ibe Six Nations." a favorite hotel for sea-
faring men, kept by Thoinns 1 Keenan at
319 Spring street. For the past week he had
been ill tbero and under tbo care of a physi.
cian. He hart Cbagres fevnr in Panama, and,
il is said, had not fully recovered iroin it.

Ho was lionous yesterday, and drank a
good dent, though no liquor was sold to him
iu Keomin'H Hotel.

About 0 o'clock lost evening he packed up
a bundle of clothes and left his room in
"The Six Nations." He went to tho "

which is ii block away, aud hired a
room thero lor two nights.

Upon visiting the room ho became nervous
and exulted, and came downstairs to the office
and said ho wouldn't take the rooms, and
asked the clerk to gmo him back his money.
The clerk returned the raouey and Downey
started out, saying that ho was going to his
ship.

It was about midnight whon he wns found
unoouscious and dying.

The cause of his death will not be definitely
known till after the Coroner has held his
itnesiigat:oii. Downoy was thirty-fiv- e years
old. Ho was highly spoken of by seafaring
men who were his friends.

1'hero was no rule of thn Court, he averred,
that mado it compulsory to publish the
drcree of tho Court iu a divorce case, and at
the reiiuest of tbo parties the Judgo might
order tlio record to be rea'ed.

Joseph Meeks, the referoi.1, was as reticent
as ever th.s morning. To a reporter of Tim
I.VKNi.Nu Wonu. who asked him what he
had to say in regard to Mrs. Flack's claims
that she had been hoodwinked in the case, he
said :

" My conneotlon with the case ended when
I made my report to the Court. The record
Is thero and it will speak for itself."

"Will j ou ray that it was pcrfeotly regu
lar ?"

"1 won't say anything about it, one way
or the other. If anybody wants to know
anything about it let him go and examine it
if ho can.

" Ibe whole thing is out of my hands, and
I am not afraid of anything that may come of
it. If you want to know anything more you
will havo lo go to Judge Uookttaver."

Young William Flack, who is Bald to have
taken charge ol the papers for his mother to
sign, could not bo found this morning.

The bookbiutlery establishment at 3 North
William street was lecktd up as tight as a
drum, and no one on the premises had seen
anything of Mr. Flack

It was intitimte.1 by several acquaintances
of tho Sheriff that perhaps the sou, while
ostensibly acting in tho interests of the
mover, was really helping along his father to
get an absolutn divorce from hit wife without
tho knowledge of tho latter, or at least by
milking her believt that it was only a separa-
tion which she nan obtaining.
