Feaeh Trera Hoflrrlns From 'Yellows"
Must lie Destroyed.

A disease that has becomo prevalent in
peach orchards in recent years, is what is
known ns "iellows." It derives its namo
from the fact that nfter tho troe is attacked,
the leaves turn a saffron hue, and gradually
fall off until tho tree is left I arren.

Great care must be exercised by fanner at
tho outbreak of the disease, as it seems to
spread rapidly if uot attended to.

The Peach Commissioners havo been active
in their attempts to stamp out tho disease,
and havo hud a law passed declaring the
disease u nni ance and making it compulsory
on tho ownois of orchards to destrov the
tree s at tho Lrst nppe irauce of the trouble.

Failure to do this is a misdemeanor, and
the Comini'Sionersaro givou power totle-tro- y

tho trees hcmselvos. It is chargod by peach,
growers that tho law is uucon tittition.il, and
tl ev aio going to right the Commissioners if
any uttempt is made to enforio it.
