It is an
unusual thing to meet n child past fourteen
years uuloss in an invalid state, and tho corps
havo not found it posslblo iu nuy oue iouiid
to carry a sutlicieuey of clothes to cover the
nakedness of tho babes aud runabouts.

A towel is the standard nttiro for unfortu-
nate new-boru- and if necessary you cau bo
furnished with tho location of crowded tene-
ments whero on n hot day you could find
dozous of children under sovon years of ngo
playiugin hallways, courts aud back yards
without n vestigo of clothing. Many of them
aro nakod from choice, but fully a third aro
absolutely destitute It is a fact, also, that n
lack of clothing doters mauy proud mothers
from taking their children on the wator,
thereby incurring the censure of the doctors,
who aro lod to suppose tbat indifferonco is
the reason.

In four instances of this sort, tho results havo
been fatal, nud, on investigation, it was found
that threo of tho sick children wero in need
of covering sufficiently decent to admit them
to the boat, the authorities requiring at least
one change of clothiug on tho oxcurston, and
two for tho admission to thesoasido hospital.

Mrs. L.'s folding bed and mattress, will be
a real luxury to tho poor woman who will call
on you. Sho has a large family of ohildren.sho
needs ovorvthing necessary to homo comfort,
and is in every way worthy of your interest.

"0. B. 11. 'b" chock was tout with the noto,
that it was to be used at tho discretion of tho
recipient. Every penny was niado to benefit,
either direotly or indirectly, some helpless
and suffering littlo ono. With half tho dona-
tion an obdurato renting agent wns pacified
and food, fuel and light for a family of threo
littlo children was procured,

Tho woman for whom was bought tho gos-

samer sells notions in Baxter street and at tho
samo time cares fo a grandchild, whoso
mother sorts rags for a livelihood. She was
found sitting on tbo curbstone in tho pelting
rain, with tho littlo ono lying ou hor shawl
in the hollow of her knoes. Grandparent
aud grandchild had had no dinner, for not a
Biugle salo had been mado all day,

Tho condition of the mother, for whose
child a coffin was wanted, was extremely
pathetic. Less than six months ago sho had
purchasod a coffin in the neighborhood for a

(lend child, but her husband having no work
she was unable to pay for it. When the in-fa-

yielded up its little life tho family purse
wns so very empty that In order to prepare
the body for a decent burial the lost treasures
of the home were carried to the pawnbroker.
For the cheapest pine coffin tho undertaker
insisted on half paymont spot cash, towards
which was contributed as per statement,

Thero aro wise aud good people who may
take exception to the item for repairs on
baud-orga- but the old musician's lifo is be-

A Sarcophagus of Quincy Granlto,
with Slmplo Inscriptions.

Tbo Design Selected by tho Widow of
tho Dead Statesman.

Utica, Aug. G. Tho monument erected in

memory of tho dead statesman, Itoscoe
Coukllug, is complotod and is one of the

TnE CONKLINO MONHSIENT.
most beautiful of tho many in tho Forest
Hill Cemetery in this city.

It stands in tho family burial plot, just a
littlo north of tho monument to Horatio
Seymour.

Tho monument is of Quincy granite, and U
in tbo form of a sarcophagus, with two heavy
bases of cut, unpolished granite, a cubical
dio with polished columuB at each corner,
nud a massivo cap burraounting tho whole.

The dio is polished. On it ib tho simple in-
scription ;

ItobCOK CONKLINO,
standing out iu roliof on tho cast side, while

HoSCOK CoNKLINO,
Horn Oct. :io. I8'.'ii.
Died April III. 18HH,

ib in roliof on tho wost sldo.
Tho cuds of tho dio aro also polished and

tho cap is h hugo, massive and imposing
btouo.

Tho cornico is cut in a graceful, simplo
stylo and n noint Is formed at tho top by the
four fares, which aro loft iu tho rough.

Tho whole will vvoigli tweuty-fiv- o tons nnd
was mndo from n design selected by Mrs.
Coukling about n year ago.

In dimensions tbo bnso Is 8 feet 1 inch in
length, fi feet 1 inch in width, and 1 foot 4 inches
high. Tho second baso is C feet 11 inches
long, i feet 11 inches wido nnd 1 loot C inches
high. Tho dio is G feet 2 inches long, 3 feet
2 Inches wido, and 1 foot 10 high. The cap
is 7 feet (i inches in length, 4 feet G inches in
width nnd 2 feet 8 inches high. Over all,
tbo height ot the monument is 7 feet 4 inches,
tho width 5 feet 1 inch, nud tho length 8 feet
1 inch.

It is solid and imposing; nnd is a fitting
tribute to the memory of Oneida's illustrious
son.
