D. Bingham, who had arranged tho ulan by
which her aunt should break away from the
iutluonoe of tho.so who have been restiainiug
her of her liberty and endeavoring by threats
to compel her silence and acquiescence in
the divorce, which her husband and son con-
spired to obtain for her.

As soon as it was noised about that Mrs.
Flack was staying with her niece the whole
neighborhood was aroused, for several knew
of the little scheme beforehand.

The morning puper.4 continued the report,
and the greatest satisfaction was expressed
on all sides over tho success of the attempt,
while every one was indicunnt that the poor
lady should have been obliged to buffer so
much from her own son and hor
husband as to compel her to secretly lleo
them in order to obtain her rights.

of the Fall IUvor ateamor Pilgrim last even-
ing.

According to Kulo V., seotlou , IIuIob and
Ilegulatious of ttio Hoard of Supervising In-
spectors of Hteam Vessels, whiob is given tho
forco of an act of Congress by section 4,405,
United States llovlsed Htatutoi, Mr. Harrison,
as a passenger ou the steamer, has assisted in
a violation of this law, which may entail the
loss of tho liconso to tho Pilgrim's nllot.

Following is tho wordiut of tho rulo:
Masters and pilots of liasscnuer-stramer- s shall

exclmlo from the pilot-hous- of such ateatueis,
while under way, all persons not connected
with the navigation of such steamers, eicept
olllcers of tho Hteambnat Inspection Hcrvico,
licensed nflicnrs of steandwats, persons regu-
larly engaged In Isariiing the profession of
pilot, nnlcer of the I'nited Htates Coast Hurey,
l.ight-llous- e Heivico and eimlneer olllcers

with tho lniproNemont of rivers aud bar-bor- s.

Ilio supervising Inspictors. however,
shall hnve the power, if In their judgment it
will not endanger life on board of such s,

to grant permits authorizing tho
masters of such steamers, except when such
steamers are making exctu sions under permits
granted by the Inspectois. to iillow a limited
number ol such j rsous, as they mav ileum
pioper, in the pilot. houues of inch stcuiuers
