AMONG THE BROOKLYN BABIES.

Nell Nelnon nnd llr. I'crhltia In (beHoiithern
lllatrin.

Another day in Brooklyn, with Dr. Perkins
as a guide.

Wc only mako visits along Columbia and
Scabrlng streets, but in either, htaltll in-

spector, philanthropist, humanitarian, physl
ciau and missionary' can Ifnd a,teld of labor
well worth experimenting in.

Hero, as everywhere. solitary woes are rare,
ami sickness is in ado doubly distressing by
tho pangs of hunger, tho privations of Igno-

rance and want mid tho ulijust returns of a
labbr system that makes tho young old, tho
mature ba!gard and hopeless.

Contentment, born of indifference, rcslgua.
tiou and ruined hopes, is not uncommon, but
iu not a single homo do wc moot tho luxury
of nlcnty, or tho comforting, happy oxpres.
hiou that comes iroui a consciousness of
security against hunger and thirst.

Tho children have old faces, gravo voices
and no desire to play. In tho faces of tlio
parents, most of them voting in years, caro
and anguish art; deeply furrowed, and all aro
sick iu body or uimd, or both.

Tho first homo tvo enter ia sad enough. In-

deed it is n case for tho kindest considera-
tion of tlio Humane Society.

Tho family is lodged iu a flat of three
rooms iu a tenement on Columbia street.
There doesn't seem to bo anything iu tho
phwe but rags. They cover the floor, fill
chairs aud benches, crowd the tuble and
seem bursting from under the bed. A small
child of four years, with fair hair and a skin
that would bo milk-whit- e if it were washed,
is out in tho hall stauding o.n a chair pinning
to a clothes-lin- e an odd assortment of theso
rags. Ho is dressed ouly.iu his undergar-
ments. Pillowed iu a chair set against the
wall is the baby, n poor, puny littlo thing
wasting awuy witlia bowel complaint. There-i- s

a third child, only throe years of ago, with
scrofulos.s aud some other hideous malady
that has completely reversed tho curvo of the
ribs. Another boy of seven completes the
quartet all that is left of a family of eleven.

Tho husband hat desertod his home, and
whilo wo discuss him ouo of tho piping
voices informs us that "fadder don't like
us."

Tho oldest boy is without decent clothes,
aud I otTcr to lurulsh capital for a news
route, but tho mother is up iu rebellion in.
stautly and displays n pair uf muscular arma
antl an ability to use them when necessary.

" My child shall nover go about tho streets
peddling news. I've always been ablo to
mako a living for thu boautiful boys, and it
1s them as conies about interfering."

" But, madam, don't you bee. your littlo
boy Is in rugs, that ho needs shoes and stock-
ings and wholcsomu food ?"

" It's not ft r mo to belio his father, and I
gives him thu host wheu he chooses to coino
to us;" hut wo find relief in a little wound on
tlio runabout's faco to baudago. Tho doctor
paints tho swollen glands iu the 's

neck, writes a prescription for tho sob-

bing habo. gives miuuto directions about tho
bathing, feeding and nursing. Wo scud for
uicdiciuu aud milk, unit wlu.11 wo leave the
unfortunate mother, whoso reason is certainly
succumbing to tho ravages of suffeiing, mis-

ery and distress, is btlll lashing us with her
tongue. A bundle of clothes will bo )iruvidod
for the children, and Dr. Perkins will tnaku n
special effort to givo thu family the medical
attention roqu'red.

Iu tho adjoining room is a young girl not
yet out of her teens, stiuggling to keep alivo
u puir ot children. She is a pretty, slender
thing, w.th marvellous gray eyes and that
delleato almond-brow- n hair thai dealers aro
so ready to purchase.

Sho lias just moved iu, aud a matron is
helping hcr"fo'p'aco tho bits of household
goods. Tho baby is just getting out of
tho clutches of measles, aud, in the language
of tho ring. " looks tlono up."

Hu has his mother's eyes, au aspiring littlo
nose and a big, rouud tow head that ho
hasn't strength enough to keep from lopping
over. Tho other child,""" Wullle," is

and after his nridulght sparring,
which occurs regularly, ho Is wide awake,
feverish, worried, aud a hiudrauceto hisowu
and his family's rc't. Somelhlug is very
wrong with his make-up- , for what lit lie flesh
there is on the small body is doughy, aud the
extent to which his young stomach kas
swollen is alarming,

Tho tloctor writes several prescriptions

heir to what?

She is poorer than tho aveiftgo bocause
tumbled. Her husband has no work, her
mother, who supports herself by washing, is
also distressed, for all her customers are
away out! thcro is not a penny iu the family
purse.

We givo thu women a dollar, an order for
some little clothes, a prescription to cure the
mother's tough and when tho doctor says he
will call again in ten days tho younger
woman smiles, rofses her eyes and, with n
sigh in which tho record of a none too happy
life can be guessed, says, " God has heard
us."

We visit a row of brick lsoiiscs in Seabrlu;?,
between Hicks and Columbia stroets, to
which the attention of the health authorities
should be directed. The recent rains barn'
washed into the cellar the whole length of
the building, and yesterday wo found, by ac-

tual measurement, fourteen inches of water.
The people living on the ground floor are
hiiffcrlug from rheumatism, the air is full of
malaria, every flat has at least one sick child,
mildew covers everything about the closets
and the mosquitoes are devouring the young
children.

Iu ouo boubc a dead girl awaits burial.
"Sho had consumption," the sorrowing
mother tells us, " but no good came from
living here."

Across the way twin boys of thirty months
are put under treatment. Jim has boils, a

whole string of them running about his head
and throat, aud Joo is no white and thin that
lie looks as though he might havo a touch ot
most everything that combines against iu.
fantllo happlnoss.

In tho lo.ver hall of a Boabring street house
Dr. Perkins dues some vsgrsut practice. Tlio
firs, case is Mdle Wallace, a citizen of soven
years, .who has been fooling with n buzz-sa-

Eddie 'is n freckle-face- bright-eye- d chap,
with aiiltlo nose about tho shape aud color

DR. OTTO M0SE8 8AJ8 EXECUTION M
ELECTRICin MEANS TORTURE.

After llrnrliiaT Ills Address Ihe Nattlnnal
Klrctrlr t.tickt Aaaorlnllnn Petitioned
lnv. Illll to "Commute the Srntcnrea of

NlAOAiu Falls, N. Y., Aug. 7. Tho whole of
the afternoon session of the National Dlecttic
Light Asportation was devoted to tho discussion
of killing by electricity. Dr. Otto A. Moses, of
Now York, antl Mr. Wynmu, of Boston,

tho Convention on the subject, tho lat-
ter reading a rapcr on the illegality of execu-
tion by methods "cruel and unusual."

Dr. JIorcH, in an address iu which closo rea-
soning, voluminous statistic', scientific facts
ami stirring appo!n were mingled, invoked tho
Association to unite in protest and effort to ills,
countenance this hnrrililo use of a most valued
servant ate a public executioner. He showed
that at the bottom of the philanthropy which
enacted thu law wa a business jealousy that had
been fortunately stirred up to the surface by the
com Is tif New York aud which they would nrob-abl- y

soon settlo forever. He demonstrated that
instead of being a painless and merciful
death, killing by electricity was a most ilieatlful
punishment, one which was fortunately not
known to the Hpauiiii Inquisition. He had be
foie him hundred of letters from nearly all the
electric-ligh- t stations in tlio United Htitte. '

These were replies to inquiries about the aeei-den-

which had happened in them from heavy
(Ivnaiuo currents, both continuous and alter-
nating. Iu noai ly all cases where tho shock had
not proved fatal It was declared that the sensa-
tions wcio terrific. Yet, while most
ot those perrons who wero injured
soon rccoveictt from thu etVccts, they
nearly all unite lu declining the pain of
the shock agonising in the oxtrcmc. Ononioat
remarkable fact, however, vra developed from
this voluminous mass uf statistics, viz. : That
scarcely any two accidents n'tnied to he accom-
panied hy tlio same sensations, they varied
from such sensations as would be canted by
toinniess'ng thu chest In a vise to being drawn
llku w ire, being hammered tntleatli, "mnaslied,''
stuck full of needles, cut through with a
buzz saw. dashed to pieces tiom a height and
being shaken to death.

The conclusions drawn by Dr. Moes from a
comparison of theso statistics are that there is
uncertainty whatever in death resulting iromheavy current"; that thcvuic invariablv accom-
panied hy tho most terrible pains, antl that in
thu majority of cases cousclousness remain un-
til the human body Is separated Irom tho cir-
cuit. )r. Mo-e- n concluded by praising Mr.
llourkc Cocktail for his disinterested efforts in
tho notorious Keinniter cae to Drove before tho
courts the inexpediency and impionrlety of sub-
stituting execution by electricity for hanging.
He then offo ed a resolution which was adopted
calling upon Gov. Hill to Use his influence for
the repeal ot tlio obnoxious law which non-
status tho statute book of New York as follows:

THE GREATEST RIVER RACE.

The Famous cr Trip ol tlio fstrntners
It. 1. I.re nnd Natchez.
Front the .SI. Louin Kt)mbUen9, J

Tho Four h of Julj' was tho nineteenth
of tho finish of tho Rrcatest race

ever run hctween stcaiuhontR, for on that day,
nineteen yenrs nai, tho llobert E. Lee. Cspt.
Cnuuou, steamed into this port iu ndvnnco of
her rival, tho Nntchcz. Copt. Leathers, they
having left Now Orleans together on tho U0ti4

of June. A fu'l account of tho trip is uivt--

below, written by Capt. Frank C. Coyfou,
now pilot of tho City of Monroe, who vvms nt
tho wheel of tho Natchez in tho race. His
brothor, now dead, wus ouo of tho pilols of
tho Loe. Ctipt. Coytou's story, written on
tho Fourth of July, is as follows:

Tho htcaniers llobert E. Leo aud Natchez i

left New Orlcnnr, Juno DO, 1810. Tho Leo was
threo anil a hulf niinnlos in advnncu of tho
Natchez, mid for tho first three hours thero
was no perceptible ditlcreuce in their speed,
bu. about this til'jo tho Leo suddenly beertn
to widen the spuco, aud vvhon they wern
atevcu houri. out lrom port she hint distanced
tho Natt hez thirteen minutes, and they were
runu nc a f ruction moro th n sovon'cen miles
nn hour. When ten hours out tho Ntitehez
sauied nine minutes on tho Leo. but utter
this tho Lee gained stc.tdily to tho cud of tho
laco. and when Cairo wa- - reached tho Lee
wnxoiie hnur nnd lonrtccu minutes in ad.
vanco of tho Natchez, but at Cupo Girardeau
sho wa only one hour ana four iiiiuutcB
ahead, the Natchez having gained ten min-
utes tu a run of tiftv-tlire- c miles, and if a
local toz had not biiddeniy sprung im which
compolled hur to go to the bauk lor about
soveu hours, the result might have been very
different.

Much has been said and published about
this rnco, and thu respective friends of each
ins stetl on their ' ' favorito" boing the fastest.

' ' Well, as this is tho anniversary of tho
race, it having occurred nineteen yoars ngo,
nn impartial history of this greatest of nit
tests of speed on the Mississippi Jtivtr I con.
eeive will not be out of place. There aro but
few of tho onic-jr-- . of those boats now living

uot moro than eau be counted on tho lingers
of one hand. The captain of tho Natchez
mid ouo ot the pilots, and the two pilots of
the Leo are all that tiro left, I believe. Many
ittnusmg incidents occurred, both before anil
after thn tneo ono of which is too
good to be left out, as it proved true.

lust befote the boats left Capt. Leathers
antl ono of his pilotR went dowu to tho Leo
to see if her hnll was greased as reportetl,
anil, whilo viewing her, ono of tho Leo's lire-me- n

recognized Leathers and remarked :
" Look nt her t look at dat 'eend' of her, for
dat is do last you will st-- of dat 'eend' of
her." meaning her bow.

Tho origin of tho race, as I have under-
stood, was this: C. rent rivalry having existed
for many years between tho two captains, and
both having built what each considered the
fastest boat, nothing but a trial of speed

tho two would satisfy Capt. Leathers,
so ho sent Copt. Cannon word to get
his boat ready, as he was going to pass
her under way. Every preparation possible
was made upon tho Lee mr a genuine race;
nil surplus weight was removed, spars, fen.
tiers, and thn doors from it portiou of the
cabin, as woll as he, aash from tho pilot-
house In fact everything that could be dis-
pensed wth which would cause resistance
was removed from tho boat, oven to portions
nt the " fore nnd aft" bulkheads in the hull
and tho splash bulkheads. No hiug was left
uutlouo to have the Loe m perfect trim for
tho tonlest, while, on the contrary, little or
comparatively nothing was dono with the
Natchez to prepare her lor tho race, and, to
sum it up in it few wonts, (.'apt. Leathers and
It s cugiueer were too sanguine of winning
tho race, or, in othor words, they over,
estimated tho Natchez and underestimated
t o capacity of tho Lee. Then tho Natchez
mado somewhat of a buiineas trip of it,
stopping nt tho city of Natchez to put off a
lartio number of passengers who come along
to witness tho race, losing tweuty.twn min-
utes at that point. She also landed at Grand
Gulf for several passengers and n largo
quantity of baggago. Hint lost tweuty.flve
minutes at Vlcksburg, Ihirtv-thre- o minutes
repairing her nupply-pip-e at lliickhorn Land-lu- g,

twenty minutes ut Grecuvillo waiting
for passenger. ud the samo timo nuttiug off
iiasseugors and baggage at Memphis, making
two hours and twenty minutes actual loss of
time, which would have put tho Natchez into

Cairo over an hour in advanco of tho Leo,
provi'ed the Leo was doing her best runnincr
nt tho tunc, but Capt. Cannon said
that after being out from New Oneunsa lew
hours ho knew ho tould outrun tho Natchez,
and iusliucted his engineer not to hurry tho
Lee, bin just keep till- ml of the Natchez,
yvhi. h she did til. the race was ended. Had
it not been for the fog the Natchez would
probably have gono mt i St. Louis very close
to the Lee. but is it was all interest
in tho race was over when tho Natchez
reached the eitv.
