Had He an Accomplice In the Green
Line Stock Forgeries ?

AST EDITION

The Felon Ex-President Pleads Gullty in
the Tombs Court,

Held In $100,000 Bail, Which He
Is Unable to Furnish,

Queer FPassing of Dividends on the
Bogus Seven Hundred Shares,

Partner Hofels, Who Received the Bogus
Certificates, Un-er Surveillance.

President Eben 8, Allen,of the Forty.sec.
ond Btreet and Grand Strest Ferry Railroad
Compuny, the story of whose dislionesty nnd
disgrnce wias first anoonuced in yesterday's
Evesine Wonen, was arraigned hefore Jus.
tice Hogan at the ‘Tombs this mworning.

He was brought down by Detective Rogers
from the Central Offico, where be hing ulroady
spent two days and nights in conflnement.,

Allen seemed to tuke things quite ecoolly,
nudd as e stood in front of the Judge's deqk,
chntting and Isughing with his connsel and
reporters, hie did not give the slightest sign
of anxiety for the result of the serious clinrges
wihiich nre |mmlinim‘ur bim,

Hix brother, who 15 a somewhat younger-
looking mum, wis present, He bad ouly
lieard of bis brothet's misfortune through
the newspapers, sud he senmed 1o be very
mueh utfected, As he tulked with his brother
tenrs Btood in his eyves,

Mr, tisorge Greeue, who has been slected
President of the Company in place of Allen,
who wis foroed to resizn, wos st the Tombs
this worning with Secretary Charles Emmouns
and ‘Treasuror Italph J. Jacobs, jr., who were
chiosen by the directors to push the charges
neninst Allen.

Tue complaint, drawn up and signed by
Mr. Ureouw, chinrges Allen with the frandu.
lent issae of stock of the Company to the
wnonnt of 210 abures in two blocks, 50 shares
ol whicn, of the valne of £10.500, were issned
un Uet, 9, 1884, and 160 slinres of the value of
44,000 om Peb. 6, 1885,

He alwo states thet the signatures of Mr.
(lurtisk, the former President, whickh appear
on both certificates, are forgeries. The mpe-
uilih- offense charged is forgery in the third
legres,

Allén, in his formnal pleading, makes the
following statement:

In Lis statement Allen save that be wne
born iu New York City, is forty-six yesrs old
sud hos Lived at Pawling-on.the-Hudson for
the past two yeara.

When be was arrnigued at 11 o'clock his
counsel nsked that bail Le fixed at a reason-
able mmonnt, since nll that hw client had re-
celved from the transaction was 210,000, ac-
cordivg to his o'Wn ststement,

Justies Hogan deliberated some time, und
then sard he would not fix it at any less than
£100,000, and Allen was taken back to the
vrisouers’ ward, apparcntly as jsunty and in-
different us ever.

A vory important point, bearing upon the
fraudulent transactions of Allen, in the fuct
thst they should remain so long undiscov-

ered,

T'he 480 shares, ont of 710 which Allen has
coutessed were issued by bun, which have al-
rendy come to light had been pledged in the
mame of Ferdinand W, Hofele with three
banks—the Fifth Aveune, Columbia aud
First National of Brooklyn,

Hofele is Allen’s partner in the iron busi-
uess, and their factory is st 140 East Forty-
first wtroet.

Although Hofele denies it, thers is n wus-
luumu that be is an accomplice of his partuer
1 the insue of the bogns stock, for it was he
who pledged it, and during all the six years
it has been in existence no demand was made
tor uny dividends upon it, although the
warket value of the stock way $215, aud

mndsome dividends were pald minually,

I'hie officers of the Company say that Hofelo
sl have known that there was something
crooked about the stock or he would bave
claimed bis dividends,

A reporter of Tux Evesixa Wonin asked
Allen about this i court this morning,

“Mr. Hofele had no rigut to collect divi-
dends on the stock,” he said, ** for I only
traneferred them to him to borrow money
upon them. He only had nominal econtrol of
the stock,”
