HOFELE FREE.
Tbe Cbarges of Complicity With Allen

Dismissed.

Put Under $5,000 Bonds as a Wit-

ness Against Him.

Mrs. Allen's Said to
Have Been tha Causa of Her

Husband's Fall.

Ferdinand W. Hotels, tho late partner of
A)leu of the Green Hue, who

was arrested night before lost as tbo latter'
accomplice iu tbe issuo of fraudulent certifi-
cates, was arraigned before Justice Hogan at
the Tombs this morning.

Feter Mitchell and J. I-- Ward were bis
counsel, Freeling II. Smith appcarod for tbo
Hsilroad Company, Charlos Miller for the
Fifth National Bank, and Mr. Adlcr, of tbo
firm of Hoadly, Lauterbach t Johnson, for
Herman t Brandt, tbe stockbrokers who
uojtoliated tho bogus securities for Hofole.

The officers of tbo Itallroad Company and
tbe presidents of tho Fifth Avenuo aud
Columbia banks were also present.

Hotele looked confident, nud bis counsel
said it was asbamo to have had him looked
up so long, wheu even Allen himself bad de-
clared that he bad no part in bis rascalities.

Justice Hogau bad a great deal of difficulty
to find out what tho cbargo wob agaiUBt
Hofele.

Detective Itogers, who hnd arrested him,
anil iu whose custody be was, said that be
bad uo complaint to make agaiust the pris-
oner.

President Greene bad made a statement to
tbe Inspector, and Hofele's arrest bad been
ordered.

Mr. Greoue was called for, and be said tbat
no camplalut bad been drawn up, but be
pre) ared to charge Hofele with being Allen's
accomplice in tbo issuing of the fraudulent
seouritioa.

"What was he arrested for?" inquitod
Justice Hogau.

" On suspicion of being an aocomplloe in
Allen's crime. I suppose," was tbe uuswer.

Then Lawyer Smith told Judge Hogan tbat
he was not urepared as vet to make any
formal complaint against Hofele. aud asked
to buvo him rcmauded until bo could inform
himself as to tbe facts iu the case.

Lawyer Mltcholl objeated to this very
strongly, and said tbat it was not right that
his client should bo deprived of bis llborty
without any churge being made against him.

" Will you put your client on the stand
and let me cross-examin- e him i" inquired
Lawyer Smith.

" I should think not," exolalmed Lawvor
Mitchell, " I am not in tbe habit of making
a jackass of myself in such a monntir. I
flatter myself that I have some little knowl-
edge of tbe rules of criminal procedure.
Wfty don't you make n charge ?"
.Mr. Smith admitted that he didn't know

much about the esse anyway and renewed his
request for

' But I must have something to hold him
on," said Justice Hogan. "'I hero isn't any
charge.'

" I don't think that I could make any
speciflo charge just now, nor could any of tbe
officers of the Company, though I haven't
any doubt that tbe certificates were forged,"
said Lawyer Smith.

' ' I think at least he ought to be held as a
material witness," ho added.

Justice Hogan looked around the room
slowly and then said :

" Is there any ono present In thisroomwbo
will mate an affidavit against the prisoner '"

On the motion of Lawyer Smith, however.

Hofole was held in $5,000 ball as a material
witness against Allen.

Dr. I), D. Toal, of 151 Avenuo B, was pres-
ent aud became his bondsman, and Hofele
left the court with his friends.

Friends of Allen are all of the opinion tbat
bis downfall was due principally to tbo ex-
travagance of his wife.

She has always been an ambitious woman,
and bor chief aim was to become a society
leader.

Allen himself washer slave, and be could
novor bring himself to deny her sliphtebt
whim. During tbe last few years. It is said,
she baa devoted horsolf to giving tbo most
expensive and olaboruto entertainments both
nt bor country boure at Pawling and in tbo
Winter at ber cily mansion.

Last seasou. v.beu Allen nnd bis wifo were
Maying at Larehmont, tbe latter dlstlu- -
gttisbcil herself by the magniticouco of bor
entertainments.

Many of the members of the Lnrchmont
Yacht Club were ber continual guests, nnd
she spent n grent dcnl uf time ou yachting
trips witb members whoso acquaintance she
made there.

BometliueB she would be gone away for a
week at a time, her husband meanwhile

to tbe duties of his offico overy duv
iu New York. He did nut seem to object to
these little pleasure trips of bis wife, but is
said rather to have oticouraged thein.

They say that Mr. Allen became rather
startled at some, of his wife's extra vagnuces
last soason, and far tbat roason began to
dovise some war of cutting down expenses.

For a timo she seemed to be contented with
homo life, hut she soon tired of it, nud be-
lieving ber husbaud to be wealthy nnd Influ-
ential she kept nt bim until he agreed to start
ber in a career upon the stage agaiu,

It was about this time that Hofele turned
up, and It was through bis Influence as man.
ager of tbe Bowery Tbeatro that Mrs. Alien
returned to tho stage.

She did not tuccced as n star, howeer.
and her ambitious in that direction wore soon
crushed nud she returned to private lifo. ile.
termined to become n great sociul leader if
she could not bo a great actress.

Tbe set. however, iu which sho moed was
not calculated to civo her tbo preatlga she
desired, and sbo merely gained the reputation
of spending a groat deal of money.

Moat of ber friendsand aoquuiutances were
theatrical people, who could readily absorb
all tbo monoy she bad to lavish upou them
and leave ber none tbo belter for it.

"Our victories were rather n surprise to our
English column. Thoy hnn.'ined, and ad-
mitted to us after the matoocB were over, that
w o could deleatthciuafJOO aids, standing, but
thought that at MX) or COO yards they could
beat us easily.

" Wo bad n good team. There is first-clas- s

material in it ; wo didn't have a particle
of sickness or a kerious accident, uud our
good nerve, good shooting uud tbe best of
coaching gave us our victories.

Duriug the first
mutch they gave in about tour Hues.

" Wo encoiimeri'd ouo more of the twenty.
Earl Waldegrave and some ot the fiist twenty
men including Preston, Desmond, Lattery
ami Killthcr. iu our match with the Loudon
llltte Brigade at Kaiubuiii.

"We iiuide an immense score Wentir-age- d

ninety out of a potiile 103 fur inch irnu
unit heat the English tecord with the pn.iiinu
iitiindltig instead of kneeling. Biimstcu I

scored 100, vcrv fine wink.
" Nxt tame thi'SiiKsi x County team, whom

wo hhot nt I'rightou. Tliew.nthei wns hor-
rible, and we made poor (.cores, being btatcn
nt the d range by twelve points. Still
we iniiu.igod to dime out alien!, torts mill
Uwne. of tbe Eiullsli Nuti"iml team, nud
others of note shot with that team.

"Thmi came the hardest inside uf nil. .The
South Lou don ti am, lonsist pg of picked
men from all thu best shooting organizations
in uud out of England, was piltid ugaiust uh.
Tnere was Cnpt. McKorrell, ot Scotland,
('apt. Hose, tho crack shot of tho Om en's
Westminister ; ficrgt. Smith und Private
I.OWC. both holding Queen's medals , Trask,
who Is rated aecoud best in tbe Euglish

twonlv this year, and Foster. Tttko, Hath
and Wells, all craok shots,

' Well, wo beat them id every range, but
only wou by forty.tbroe points.

"Then we wcro to have bad a match with
tho North London llifle Club, which Is sup-pose- d

to bo tho beat in England, but they
crawled like a lot of snails." As you know, tho terms under which wo
shot tbe other matches were 'J00 yards standing,
500 yards prone aud any position at 000 yards.

" Thero was never a question raised as to
terms lu tbo other matches, nnd yet when tbo
tuuo came for tho North London Club to
meat us they claimed that tboro was a
misunderstanding as to terms." They claimed tbat 300 yards standing
meant 200 hundrod yards kneeling, which is
