Drooklyn's Grnnd Jury Expected to
Tuko Prompt Action In tho Case.

There Is great satisfaction hi Brooklyn to-

day over tho result of Coronor Lindsay's in-

quest in tho caso of tho murdor of Grocer
Christian Luca.

As uvery ono expected, tho twelve intelli-
gent men who uotod as jurors found that tho
dastnrdly crimo was committed bv Chnrles
Mclhnino, but tho most satisfactory part of
their work was thoir finding upon thoovi-donc- o

presented that Mclh nine's two
Dineen and Quinlau, wero actively

engaged with him in tho commission of tho
burglary, and, thoroforo, that they woro
equally rcsponBiblo with him for tho graver
crimo.

It is on this charge- - that all throo of tho
men aro hold by the Coroner to uwalt tho
action of tho Grand Jury, and there is
scarcoly n doubt that they will all bo indictod
to answer tho chargo of murder In the first
degrcu. '

Whcu this has onco been dono, tho pros,
poet is that the prisoners will bo speedily
brought to trial, for publio opinion demands
swift justice, and tho District.Attorney is de-
termined that there shall be no unnecessary
delays in tho legal proceed inns.

No tuno need bo spent iu obtaining evi-
dence, for all that is necessary for conviction,
both in tho way of confessions by tho accused
and the testimony of is already
in tho possession of tho prosecuting oillcurH.

It is considered a f ortunato surprlso that no
violonco waBofloicd to tho prisoners at tho
inquest last night. As it was. tho prcsenco
of tho ofllccrs of tho law did not prevent tho
pcoplo who had gathered there from eiipress-in- c

their feelings of indignation against the
lnurderors, and mauv wero tho curses that
were breathed against thorn.

Mcllvuinu still continued to display thu
remarkable iudiffcreuco to his situation that
has characterized him over since his urrest.
Hu watchud tho proceedings with the utmost
unconcern, and listened to tho testimony of
tho witnesses with a sneering smilo upon his
faco.

Only ouco, whllo his wifo was testifying,
did hu havo anything to say, aud thou ho
broko out augrily when sho was about to
tell in answer to tho question whero sho
lived previous to her murnago, and ox.
claimed with an oath :

' Why don't yer keep yor mouth shut ?"
Tho other two mon seemed very nervous

aud listened intently to every word uttorod
by the witnessos. If thoy never havo realized
thu dosporatcuehsof thoir situation they must
kuow now how hopeless it is.

When tho Coronor displayed tho bloody
and luurderoiiB-lookin- g Knife with which
Mcllvnino had carved his victim to pieces,
and asked tho wifo if it was thu one which
sho bald sho bad seen Dineen givo to her
husbuud on tho fcrry-bo- coming over to
Brooklyu. she immediately answored :

' Yes. that is tho one."
There was anothor dramatic scene, when tho

widow of tho murdered grocer took the wit-ne-

stand to give hor testimony. Sho was
vory much affected when sho told tho story
of hor husband's terrible death struggle with
tho burglar, which she herself had witnessed,
and sho broke down sevoial times. Even tho
jurymen aud tho spectators wuro visibly af-

fected by hor graphic narrative
In summing up tho caso Coronor Lindsay

said that thero was in his mind no doubt
nbout the eoual guilt of Mclhaino's two ac-
complices, and tho jury ov idcutly held tho
same opinion.

Tho thrco men occupy separate cells iu
Raymond Stioet Jail, whore they will remain
in close confinement until tho Grand Jury
meets next month.

PERSONNEL OP TIIE IMMENSE P0STA1

ARMY AND ITS WORK.

The Manner of Classification Salaries of
the Ponimnstrra How the Fourth Class
If. I'nld-sUe- trh of the Orlaln of the

OO Paid Out Annu-all-

Tho wholo country, during the onllro four
years of tho lalo Administration and over
sltico tho itcpublican restoration, says tho
CnrmmrcfYif Gazelle, has been discussing, op.
posiuc or supporting somebody for Post-
master, and every community and crois-road- s

hi the country has had its own particular ex.
pcrioiico on this subject. Vory fow people
form any idcaof the immensity and diversity of
tho postal system. Tho personnel of tho postal
nrmy comprises nbout 170,000 employees of
all kinds. Of this number It ,000 aro post,
masters of tho four classes and tho balauco
aro clerks and other portions employed or
having direct relations with tho tlepartment.

Although every branch of the postal service
is interesting, that which opens the deepest
interest is tho manner of paying this great
army of ofilco-holde- and cmployeos. When
Benjamin Franklin had charge of the mails of
thu colonios, and later of tho Continental
Govoruiuout, ho kept his accounts in pounds,
bhillingB aud pence. A small book afforded
auiplo spaco for all entries and a tin box
contained nil tho accounts and papers
which belonged to tlio postal Kcrvico. Every-tlilu- g

thou depended upon tho honesty of the
Postmaster. From Franklin's timo to that of
Amos Kendall, Jackson's l'ostmaster-Goii-era- ),

about 1830, moneys for postago wero
collected and paid out by each Postmaster
and tho surplus was turned into tho Post. Ofllco
Department without auy system of accounts
or checks upon dishonest officials. In that
year tho office of Sixth Auditor of tho Treas-
ury was created, aud siuco thou thero has
been a responsible relation between rs

aud tho Government.
TIIK SIXTH AVMTOU'h OFFICE

Iu the offico of tho Sixth Auditor an accouut
is kept with every Postmaster throughout the
laud. Thero aro, therefore, about 00,000 of
tin so accounts. Tho Government oxpocts
every Postmaster to keep nn uceouut of nil
tho receipts of his ofllco. Ho is thou charged
with all tho postago stamps furnished him by
tho Government. Tho number of stamps
furnished depends upon tho average business
of the otlleo. Tho smallest accouut furnished
is ?!! worth. Out of tho revenues of his otlleo
tho Postmaster is required to pay all tho em-
ployees. At tho cud of tho quarter he makes
it statement to tho Sixth Auditor, with vouch-
ers, which aro examined, and if found cor-ro-ct

tho account is passed.
Tho entire personnel of tho Postmaster.

ships is divided into four clashes, according
to tho volumo of business of thu offico. and
upon that basis the annual compensation is
scaled. Thu annual tay of tho first class iu
rated from n minimum pay of $3,000 at offices
with rcceiiKs from 40,000 to $55,000, and a
maximum up to ill.

and for the balauco, 40 per cent.
When tho procoeds in the fourth class
reach 6250 por quarter and continuo not
loss tbiin that sum for four consecutivo quar-
ters, making 11.000 a' year, tho office be-
comes Presidential at an annual salarv nn
stated for third-clas- s officers.

"Centurios ago Lucrozia Borgia wasn'thankering after insurance money, but it ia
now believed that sho and all tho other famed
poisoners of histories employed this same
littlo arsenical granule for tho pcrformanoo
of thoir deadly deeds, its potency is mar-
velous, and so is its cheapness and painless-
ness. A dlmo is sufficient to dispatch one
hundred persons with ease and rapidity. I
believe that many persons aro poisoned an.
uually without tho fuct over coming to light.
It 1b iu general only in cases whero two or
more members of tho satno household die
that suspicion is roused nnd nn investigation
ordered. It is uu easy matter to terminate
tho life of an associate and escape all suspi-
cion, aud this very case strengthens tho prob-
ability that the lives of hundreds have been
tormlnatod by arsenic, when tho general
public bolievod their death to be duo to nat-
ural causes aud would havo been horrified
at tho suggestion of an autopsy.

hinting at daiik CHIMES.
' ' Thoro uro numerous diseases that exhibit

tho sumo symptoms as poisoning by arsenic
and oven a skilful doctor might uiagnoso a
patient's caso us peritonitis, cholora morbus
infiammatiou of the bowels or stomach,
Bright's diseaso or couvulsions, whilo the
real causo of death was never suspected. A
city's health roports tell you that thirteen
persons died of convulsions, eleven of
ulceration of tho bowels, and so on. The
doctor's honestly bolievo it is so, but for all
thoy kuow half of thorn may have died from
the effects of arsonio. Our doctors aro not so
wise as need bo: thoy seem to toko pride In
their littlo knowledgo of chemical and toxU
cological matters. They sagely onuounco
that n man diod of convulsions or heart fail-
ure ; but thsy aro giving tho symptoms, not
the causo of death. Wheu tho day comes In
which they shall he ablo to tell us what led
to convulsions, and what caused the heart to
fall, then petty poUoners will take to the
woods."
