The winds increased in fury until Sept. b,
when it wos blowing o terrible gale,

The bold was sonnded on the evening of
this day, and the news that thoe bark wns
leaking sent n thrill of terror to the hearts of
the crew.

All bands wore put to work st the pumyw
and the vessel wis put Lead to sea.

Btill the water gained.

The erow worked mnufully, Lut by the
morning of Sept. 11, the vessel was com-
plotely filled with water.

Then Capt. Bever ordered the deck-load of
Ihunber thrown over,  This was done and the
vessol equired nway for the cousl.

T'he storm, by this time, hnd developed
into a bhowling hurricaue, and the waves
wwept the vessel from stem Lo stern.

The mizren topmeast was cut away to enso
the vessol's rolling. The forecnstle was
awept wway and the wen could not get auy-
thiug to ent, _

For two days the bark labored along in the
sens, aud finally arrived off Barnegat yester.
day morping.

A stennmer came along and askod if the bark
wunted belp,  The offer was refused.  Then
tho pilot.boat David Carll came np and
wanted to take Captuin Bever aud the crew
off. T'his offer wos algo refused.

Then the I:ilul-llunl hove u hawser to the
water-loggod vessel, ind she started to tow
her to New York.

The pilot-boat towed the bark for four
hours, Fonr men were sent mto the rigging
to take in sail

Asnoon as this was done the bark refused
to nnswer ber helm,

Ble veered way off to port. The hawper
tantened, and then suddenly the ill-fated
bLark cureened, hoer yards steuek the water,nnd
the kool showed above the seething waves,
