Ncnrly Everj Cnn of Jersey Milk Proved
to Bo Unadulterated.

This was planned to be a very cold morning
for tho milkmen who patronize the cow with the
iron tail and bring their adulteratod liquid to
New York.

An ambush party of great strength and deter-
mination waited for them at the Chambers ttt ect
and Twenty-thir- d street ferrlea through the
dark and cold houra of this morning and made
an aggressive raid on every man bringing in a
milk can.

The party conslatod of President Wilson, of
the Health Board; Dr. Edward Martin, Chemist
of thoBoaict andChlof Inspector of Offensive
Trades; Inspectors Allen, Clasen and Lcvinga
and half a dozen uniformed policemen. Tey
took up their atatiou at tho Chambers Street
Ferry just after midnight.

The 12 o'clock boat brought over the first
scattering milk loada, some on small wagons
holding only a few cans, others lingo vans, with
heay lbads.

Tho inspectors tackled one at a time, tenting
the contents with the lactometer.

In almost everv instiineo It registered about
100 percent., tho safe level, and the drivers
were allowed to go on thoir way.

As tho morning woro on and tho cold grew
more biting tho boats brought over heavier loads
with everv trip.

When tho work of inspection was woll under
way President Wilson wont up with Dr. 5Iartin
to tho Kne Ilailroad ferry at Twenty-thi-
street, wheie tho uptown supply comes lu. Dr.
Vormilyc. with a detail of officers, had taken
position there in time for the midnight boat
and noted a similar improvement in tho quality
of the milk. If any of it was watered It was kept
above tho safe leel. Tho contents of a few
cans wrie spilled In the gutter.
