The gang started from Cooper Institute andey
the supervision of Inspectors O'Ronrke, Rallly,
Yitzpatrick and Roth, and worked all the way
down to Chatham Bauare, whers they finlahed
abant noon.

They fornd a large number of defective wires,
all of winch belonged to the East River Eleotric
Light Company,and they were out and removed
at onee.

frigelmens of all the wires cus were taken to
the I'mrean of Inoumbrances, where there were
exhibited this afternoon,

YERY BAD SPECIMENA.

The joints were most of them imperfectly
wrapped, and on some of the pleces the wires
were bare for several inches, showing signs of
contuot with exterior wires or snbatances,

CAPT. HUSSEY'S BAD GIRLS.

THE LIPE-BAYER'S DAUGHTERR BENT TO
THE ISLAND FOR FIGHTING.

An unplessant reminder of the tragody in
which Capt. Jack Hussey, the famonus life-saver
and original of the ** Mulligan Guards, " lost bis
life was presentod this morning in Essex Markes
Conrt,

Huusey was fatally ahot by Policoman Hahn,
