very artlvo of late.

Two months ago he was 'a qulot spectator at
tho auction sale of tho llroadway Railroad
franchise, which he lought in for the insignifi-
cant sum of 25,000.

Ho said he bought it for speculative purposes,
and that ho was acting for gentlemen whose
names ho did not caro to niako public.

Col, Lamout'n latest move la tho acquisition
and absorption of the Twenty-thir- d Htrcot
Cros-Tow- n Railway Company franchise, cars,
homes, depots and ofticcis included.

This road, which waa built by Jako Sharp to

The rain bad left us this morning, but in its
stead the wind came lion ling around street cor- -

nera and over housetops in a perfect hurricane.

Atlantio coast ycakrday moved off to sea In an
easterly direction, aud incoming teasel aro
doubtless having a stormy trip.

At 8 o'clock this morning theie was a regular
orclone blowing all along the coast from North
Carolina to Massachusetts.

The wind iu this city was blowing eighteen
miles an hour, but at Rlock Island tho galo
moved along at tho rate of sixty-eig- miles. At
Capo Hattcraa it waa thirty-si- x miles; at Phila-
delphia twenty-fou- r miles.
