A formidable array of legal talent ranged
itself boforo Judge Andrews in the Supreme
Court, Chambers, when court opened at 11
o'olw this morning.

They wero tlio'lawjers who had been retained
to nrgue questions of tho temporary injunctions
obtained bv the lirusli. Unitod Statos, Mount
Morris und Electric I'owcr lighting companies
against tho Mayor and Hoard of Eloctrio Con-
trol.

John Bowers and Assistant Corporation Conn-s-

Dean renresnnted tho city authorities, and
among tho opposing counsel were Joseph H.
Choato. Wheeler H. I'ockham, Allan W. Evarts,
Trcadwell Cleveland and a host of others.

When it was found that the cases had again
been placed down at tho foot of the calendar,
Lawyer Rowers, in bohalf of the Mayor and the
Elccti lc Hoard, askedthat tho cases bo advanced,
as this was a matter within tho disci otion of tho
Judge, and tho speedy settlcmmit of the ques-
tion was of the greatest impoitauce.

Whilo Judge Andrews was onsidcring this
proposition the other counsel announce! that
thev would be willing to consent trt an adjpnrn-m- int until this afternoon if the cases would be
