Mary Hrandt, of
West New York, o sall village in New Jer-
wey. Mrs, Brandt sinted that her daughter
Catharine had been botrayved by Policenu

Velton and enticed by Lim to this eity for -
moral purposes, Detectives found the girl
with a companion nawed Aunie Young, at
the bouse 42 Carnmive strect,

By the Buperintendent’s orders the girls
wers confronted with the policeman at Hend-
yuprters, 'The girly were rm\:ru\n Iy eightern
aud ninetern years old hen guestioned
they identiied Vellon as the man who had
bronght them to New York and detuiled their
ndveutures,

took to clum that the girls wern unchaste

cided that the charge of sbduction would not
Lold, and the case was dismissed,

Velton was reluctantly restored to duty by
the Huponntendnn. who, however. in-
structed Uapt.
