WEAVING THE WEB.

More Startling Developments Promised

in the Dock Investigation.

Tho Identity of "O'Brion." tho Un-

known Lesseo, May Bo Dlsclosod.

Dock Commissioner Cram Snys There
I No Opportunity for Crookedness.

The startling revelations already mado bofore
tho Commlraioncrs of Accounts as to tho opera-
tions of some branches of the Dock Depart-
ment, and the promises of even more startling
developments at the investigation nrogroses,
formed the topic of conversation in all circles

It has beon made pretty clear that several
politicians of ono faith have been working
pretty well together in the matter of leasing
docks and wonting the wharfage trade.

il Justice William H. Kellv figure as
the lessee of pier of Kat River, in the name of
Thomas O'Urien. and occupying the pier in the
name of William L. bruit u. wtiilo al'eterUut-terl- y

figures as an ice and coal dealer.
When the Dock Department titod to oust

Smith. O'lirien or Kelly last Pecemlwr. an In-
junction issued by Judge Lan enioro to O'Bi icn,
through Mid Kxciso Commissioner
Koch, as counsel. Corporation Counsel Reck-ma- n

and his Assistant, l'ruuk A. Irish, mado no
move to dissolvo the injunction for nix month".

During that tuno Kelly. O'lirien or Smyth aud
Ruttcrly enjoyed tho full uo of the pier, and
now tho inustlgatiou rcealn that should
the Dock CommisslonerH nm their suit tor
$H, 000 hack rent and damages by Eolation of
contract ty O'lirien, the nominal lesxee. titer
Vtould probably catch tho flea said iu tho prov-
erb to go to tho'io who sno a beggar.

For nobody la'cms to know just who O'Brien
is or where ho In Of, and his bomlnuien, both
of whom have been inr years olllcots o" tho
Sixth District Court, through tho fa or of Judge
Kelly, confess that tlioy are not now and never
noro tho owner of real estate.

Ono of tin so bniidrmni, Kaufman Worms,
thinks O'lirien, whoso bond lie Higni'il, is " little
Tommy O'lliien, wliuiliedin the Sixteenth Dis.
trict last year," niiile the otlier. Charles Doyle,
is quite sure that lie met O'lirien nt Judge
Kelly's Hockawar Summer honsolast Summer.

Judgo Kelly said, in uu iuloion- - with
lfollhan ami llnikcr Inst night, that

Ihomai O'lirien was a man.
"I'll admit that O'ilrion is a man." said

Judge Kelly, "but that's nil. I am protecting
him from summons kcivIco by tho Corporation
Counsel in tho suit tor H,000, for he Is my
client."

That perpetual Invcktigating Committee, the
CommicsioiieiH of Accounts, is a very much
misunderstood institution.

"Wo are constantly examining into tho
affahs of tho municipal leinrtmeutM,"8aid
Commissioner Darker to an EvtMNO Woui.li re-
porter, " that is our duty." We aro now investigating five departments.
Tho Dock Department is one.

"We began our investigation of tho Dock
Department in July, takiug up each pier inturn, and our deliberations are never seoret, as
Komo of the papoia intimate.

"We hnvo discovered some things which
qneor, tint wn aie not prepared to say

that the Dock Commissioners, .ijesara. Mat-
thews, l'ost and Cnini, aroblnmeworthy."

Dock Commissioner J. Sorceint Cram was
appointed laBt May by Mayor (Irant to servo flvo
yours. James Matthews was appointod by
Mayor Giace and Edwin A. Foot by Mayor
Hewitt.

1'ier 55 was leased in April, 1HH7, to O'Brien,
Judgo Kelly having bid Jl, 000 a year rent at
tho public auction proscribed by law.

The tent was paid until last Fall, hut tlio pier
was allowed to go to ruin in violation of the
terms of the, lease, and the Commissioners
found the outor end submerged. 1'hpy built a
fonce across the pier for saToty, and sued for
rent and damages and an eiectmont.

Then O'Brien appealed botore Judge Lai re-
mote by counsel, Koch, and enjoined
the Commissioners.

Corpoiation Counsel Beekman put the matter
in Assistant Irish's hauds, and he pigeon-
holed it.

When Corporation Counsel Clark succeeded
Bckmanin June last he found the papers, and
as Mr. lr.sh uttered no explanation
of why ho had permitted O'Brien to enjoy pier
r." for so many months without acting for the
city, lie requested liin resignation aud got it.

OBrien noxer occupied tho pier, but Smyth
and Buttorly did. and O'Brien was unknown
there. Hinjth, like other s, com-
plained that the dookmastor discrimirated
against him. sending boats to other wharves
instead of his.

He said, too, that Dock Department employees
demanded mnnoy from him for all sorts of
favors they could get from tho Department or
the Dookmaster, and he alleged that Charles Ii.
I'vudeigast. who has churgo of that section
fioin Jcirerxnu to Tenth street, had leases of
docks iu tho nnnio of James Murtha, who acted
for one McCarthy, who was an employee of
I'cndcigast, and that such pier got all tho
favors.

An E.SKNINO Wom.u reporter called on Com-
missioner Oram this morning. He declared
that he did. aot believe any fuu t could bu found
with tlio Dock Department In the premises.

"As to l'endergast." said Mr, Cram, "his
salary is 4 1, 800 a year, and he is not allowed by
law to ha e any assistant or employee.

" s to tho worthies bonds of O'lirien, wo
han nothing to any in that matter. 1 lio bonds
of tho losceo are approved bv the Comptroller.
I suppose they wem so approtcd by Compttollei
Lnew. "

" What police mothods have yon for the de-
tection of uny favoritism by the dockmasters?"
asked tho tcporler.

"None, except that we transfer them from
ono rectum to another. There aro twolvo of
thim.'

"'llio truth is." said Mr. Cram, " thoro is a
imapprclieiiiinu. Vessel owners go where they
please. When a master or agent applies to a
dockniastcr for whaif lonm, it is Ids duty to
send them to one of the public or open nhsrves.

"It thev aro all full and ho knows of an ooen
berth at a leased wharf, thou he directs them to
tie up there. He collects tho wharfage and re-
port" neeUy to Treasurer Matthows, nho de-
posits the receipts to the credit of tlio Sinking
i'und."

Her Assailant Was a Han DIsgnisad In

Her Llfo Saved by Her Heavy

Mrs. Manilla Morgan, who was to bo an im-
portant witness for the State, has boon sand-bagg-

ami lies in a ciitical condition at her
home.

The blow was undoubtedly meant to kill, and
had not its force been broken by the woman's
heavv roll of hair, it would havo succeeded.

Mrs. Morgan has recovered her senses suff-
iciently to say that her assailant was a man'dir.
guisrd as a woman.

Tho attack took placo last night in an alleyway
in the tear of the injured woman's house.

Mis. Morgan had been calling upon a neigh-
bor and was going through tho alley on her vt ay
home.

Sho was unconscious for an hour after being
struck.

Tho news of this occurrence follows closely
upon tho announcement of the fresh discov.
erion In tho sewer near tho placo where Cronin's
body was found, and the interest and excite-
ment ovor tho murder, the trial and all the
attendant circumstances Is greatly intensified.

The new "finds" in the sewor inclnde the
murdered man's clothing, surgical instruments,
prescription books and business cards.

They were discovered by workmen, yesterday
afternoon, at Evanston and Buena avenues, and
clinch the proof, strong enough before, that the

. ooo.ooo Guarantee Fund, and that the re-
maining necessary tu completo it
will not bo long In forthcoming.

The directors of tho bank aro James E.
Orannls, Oliver F. Berry, George Starr,
Theodore N. Vail. Joel W. Mason. Henry A.
Smith. Edward J. Hall. jr.

The bank's capital is stated at $1,000,000.
and the last report of the State Bank Examiner
shewed it to he in n. flourishing condition.

At the otllce of the bank, MIU Broadway, con-
siderable stir was caused by the rumors, and a
directors' meeting was in progress.

I'reudent Nile said to an Kvlmno Would
reporter:

"there is not the slightest truth in the
rumor, I assure yon upon my honor.

"No resignations have been aafcod for ami
none will bn tendered, unless it is my own, and
that will not be on account of any trouble in the
bank.

"I think this is where the rumor started, for
at yesterday's regular of tho Board of
Directors I asked for a vacation and said 1 would
hand in my resignation as president, so that my
succoasor might be appointed.

"1 want to go to Europo for flvo or six
months, as I amlu need of a rest, and somo one
mnt bo appointed to aot during my abxenre.

"I shall not rasign my placo in tho Hoard
on this account, ard no one else iu the Board
has the slightest Intention of doing so as far
as I know."" Have yon tendered your resignation yet?"" No, but I shall probably do so. as I wish to
be relieved of all responsibility and take a i;o.)d
rest. I can afford to do so, and have fully
earned my vacation.

"The aflaira of tbe bank have nover been in a
better condition, 'lhere is no trouble of any
kind and no reason nndcr heavens to give lisu
to such rumors, which 1 have only heard of
through J on this morning. "

"It was stated of the recent troubles of tho

is President, that this bank was involved."
