Denman Thompson's "Old Homestead"

to IaTadd England.

Following Hard on Barnum's and
Buffalo Bill's Succoasos.

Manager Comttock Qolna; to London to
Iaho All Arranjrementa.

Alexander Corns tock, of the Academy of Music
hat Just tlgned a contractwlth Denman Thomp-
son by which the young manager obtains the
sole right to present tho now. famous pastoral tn
Encland.

Mr. ("omstock will tail next week to make pre-

liminary arrangements abroad, though for the
last week he has been keeping the cable busy,
and in May, after the olose of the eccond season
at the Academy of Mutlo the full organization
will go to London.

For seven months Mr. Comttock hat been
working at this Idea, which has been carefully
matured. "Tbe Old Homestead " will probably
be presented at tbe Drury Lane Theatre, which
bn been suggested as offering the largest op-
portunities.

The indefatigable Comttock hat consulted the
English population of New York City more or
leie upon the probable remits of the "Old
Homestead " production abroad. The general
opinion la that It will be another tuooeti like
" Our Boys, " that ran for four years ln London.
Wilton Barrett, William Ferrl.t. the members
of Mr. and Mrs, Kendall' Company and other
theatrical Londoners have all waxed eloqnent
on the subject.

terday that nnlesi he were perfectly cortaln that
"The Old Homestead "would be tu good bands
broad he would never have signed tbe con-rac- t.? But he was quite convinced that Com-stock- 's

The modeli of tbe original production at the
Fourteenth atreet Theatre and the photographs
of the present production will be taken to Eng-
land. Mr. Comttock has been with the play
during Its two seasons at the Aoaderay of Music,
so if he Isnt pretty familiar with its working!
be certainly ought to be by this time.

It is not generally known that E. O. Qllmore
and Denman Thompson have signed ooutrti-t- s

for the third season of the play at the Academy
of Music

Mr. E. O. GUmnre has great faith tn the Lon-
don prndnctlon, and will probably bo Interested
tn the scheme. This level-heade- d managei can
see further Into the future than must of our
theatrical magnates. But ho socs, and Bays very
little.

Mr. Comatock will not sever bis connection
with Mr. Qllmore'a thoatro. Ho will be gone for
fit e weeks, which he can consider, if lie llkei, ns
his vacation. With blm be takes Ids wife, with-
out whom he nevnr goos as far as llrookbn.

Ho will have letters vi literary men ami n

Londoners, and also to Denman Thomp-
son's old friond, P. T. Uarnum, who Is one of
tho warmest admirers of "Tho Old Home-
stead."

Tbe play will be given ln London exaotly as It
has been seen here. It will be essentially an
American production with tho flavor that Is in
much liked here, and which it Is thought will
' " tickle " tho London palate.

As Mr. Grace was the leading spirit in the
formation of the recent alliance with the Repub-
lican! which resulted so disastrously to the
Counties, there It much oppotition to him
among the lecal leaders.

County Democrats, who are to uncompromls.
Ing in their opposition to Tammany Hall that
they would not affiliate with the latter organiza-
tion under any consideration, are looking ln
another quarter for a leader, and although they
tay very little on the subjeot of reorganization
of the defeated Democratic faction, they let
fall enough to Indicate that their choloe will
probably fall on Police Committloner John li.
Voorhls.

Commissioner Voorhlt'i bold stand against
the deal ticket and his unoompromislng Democ-
racy have endeared blm to them, and if he will
allow the ute of hit name. It is said, he will
promptly be placed at the head of the Tammany
opposition.
