I have read your Interviews with policemen

nd the answers to your question as to whether
a. policeman's llfo Is a happy one.

I tare been four years on tho "force." I
hegan with an Idea that I could set any onn
tralcht that I saw break Inn tho laws or city ordi-

nances. I fonnd tho life then not at all a happy
one. For Instance, I saw some half-grow- n boys

one day out from one of the privato schools for
their intermission. They wcro playinn pranks
that were harmless onouali until tho idoa seized
them to upsot an ash-ca- n on the walk.

I shouted at them to let the can alone, when
the boy who held it inarched boldly down and
aUed what I said. I repeated my order that he
should not moddlo with tho ash-can- s. Ho wan
impertinent, told me to mind my business and
attend to the servant girls : ho was a gentleman
and could attend to his, and so forth.

He stood close up to me. facing me Impu-

dently, and I flicked him on tho check with a
white cotton glovo I hold and told him to shut
up or I would arrest him as disorderly. Ho
threatened me with "breaking," took my num-

ber and went off In a rase.
Ho pioved to be tno son of a rich brewur. who

complained of me. I was' uruuiclit beforo the
I Commissioners, leprlmaudod aud changed to

mother post.
Mr unit trouble was for ordering a liquor

dealer to close ut 1 o'rlock at night. He did not
do it. The next buuday there was a crowd at
his corner, and I again ordered htm to dose, as
his rlaco was keeping the crowd. He com-
plained to tho Captain, and tho next night 1 was
ordered tu a post down by the river.

I did not meddle again for a long time, until
one Huuday wo were ordered to arrest all
Italians selling flowers on the street. Heven
Mere ai rested, out I managed to keep those on
my pot moriuc and did not make an anest. I
was off post at 1 o'clock. There were not so
msny of them about during tho morning.

1 he same night at 12 I was on my night post
and one of the saloons was running lull blast
with the shades up. I had ordered the.dea)er
before to put down his shades on Sunday. Ho
had told me to mind my business or ho wonld
havo my scalp. Thin beitijr Buuday I ordered
him closed, lie told mo to go to and the
occupants of the saloon Jeered, so I told him to

his hat and 1 took him to the station-hous- e,

?et was roleased at tho Captain's orders and I
ordered back to my post, 'it. noxt nicht when
I went on at 0 my post was strain chatmed.

Ho you see my life for tho first six months was
not a happy one.

I had some trouble with my mate, too. as I
followed out the inlo that I was to bo relieved
when on post at the point furthest from the
station-hous- Tho man relieving me refused
to come the whole length of the post, and got
mad, and I was warned by somo of them that I
va rather fresh, and I gave it up.

My llfo now Is nn easy one, as I can explain.
In the first place 1 get 1" a month salary.
When I worked as a stone-maso- n I could not get
so much oven it I got work everyday, and that I
never did what v. ith strikes and delay after one
job beforo 1 fonuil anotuer. Now. I have every
other day oft duty from tl r. M. Then the days
between sroilrst, what no call ashort day, then
a long day. Friday last was my lone, day, I
went on at 0 in the morning and remained until
s. At 1 in the afternoon I went on again until
0 r. M. At la at night I went on until o Satur-
day morning, then was oft till 0 Saturday open-
ing.

At 12 Saturday night I went home to sleep,
and went back at H a. k. Sunday lor my short
dav. I i oft again at 1 Sunday a iternooii and
did not goon again until 111 at night, then off
at li this (Monday) morning. To-da- y is again
my day off.

Ho Friday I had two hours' duty In the morn-
ing and the In tho alternoon, and from IB tod
fjfttmriay a. M. . making eleveu hours' duty in
twenty-tou- r hours. Thou Satuiday off. and
oulv six hours' duty from 0 to 12 at night. So
that makes rovontecn hours'' duty in forty- -

Hun'day, mv short day, I had from H to 1 in
tlin morning and 12 at night to U Monday
morning, making eleven hours again in tbot
twniity-fou- r, and the next dyagaih a day oil.

ho we average nine hours' work, rain or shine
cold or lint, strikes, fights, Ac, with an occa-
sional prisoner in court taking timo on the off
days.

Well, this seems, with the risks and calls to
fires, concerts, weddings and receptions, hard
work; but I am now ablo to get a pretty good
thing out of it.

For instance, I go on at 0 this evening. There
is a little honse for a watchman at smno new
buildings on my post, and as instead of sleeping
1 have been on a racket this morning and
writing this afternoon I shall go in thore and
sleep until T.ftO, vvlion I get out to the corner
that the roundsman will pans. They always pass
at the same corner and about tho same tim. ex-
cept when it storms, and then they generally
don't como. Atter tho roundsman conies the
sergeant, so by H.tio I can go into some girl's
houro and get a little lunch and stay until 11 or
l'J or co back to the watchman's house.

I shall pi obably bo on post. If so.
I go out at tl to stay to H, and 1 generally go in
a to chat and for a " p I am
always thirsty in the morning or else get a bite
of breakfast, or sometimes get shaded.

At 1 I meet somo one for a chat or drop in
somewhere until 2, and then get to tho street
the roundsman goes through. That standing
ainuml may not bo over until 4, and sometimes
something pievents their, rounds and we aro
given what wo call a " stand up." which is very
haul. for it keeps us nut until il for fi'ar of being
caiiirht: hut usually tho "llouuds" and tho
Sr rTrnnt hnvo gono by U.and wo can go "uuder
cover 'until o.

lluvp played cards lrom n to 0 with a friend
in tho lack room of n saloon or in a friend's
home; have spent tho time with indies, or gono
to idee,) in a scloou or friend's house.

When we go on nt 1" at night all of tho fel-
lows going in one diiection drop into u saloon
and drink togethor for an hour and then get out
until the " rounds" of tho ofUccm, and then wo
all have our plaeos of going to bed. I go in the
basement or a larce " flat," what e tho janitor
wnt ..oi tho Ikes all mght. Four of us stay
the o every other night from thteo to four
lii'iir.

mv eiibfiN clothes there when I knew the

Some fellows won't say so, and talk of their
Erivatinns and hard duties. I don't; for I don't

We all get what we can. Of course, tho Cap-

one goes on vacation he sends a man to each of
the cigar factories to sar that Sergt. is
going off and would liko a few Cigars. Each
factory sends a box. Then he drops in a liquor
store or two and gets a little contribution here
and there to last him through.
