FliOQDET ELECTED SPEAKER.

Premier Tlrard Outlines the Policy of the
flovrrnmenl.

Pabis, Nov. 19. M. Floquct has been
elected President of the Chamber of Deputies.
He received 3B3 votes ont or the 400 recorded.
He y delivered his inaugural address to
the Chamber. He declared that he would on- -
deavor to sink all personal predilections and as-

sured the members of the Chamber the liberty
of the tribune.

M. Tlrard, thoPrimo Minister, then addressed
the Chamber. Ho indicated tho policy tbat the
Government would follow, and emphasized the
necessity of fulfilling France's desire for peace.

It. Tlrard said! "Universal suffrage has
Anally been crowned with triumph, tho democ-
racy, bv the lccant elections, inviting all
Frenchmen to unite under tho banner which tho
Itepnbllo has raised aboo parties, and which
from this day forward is aboo attack. France
has spoken. Blie has not only signified that sho
intends to maintain, fortify and develop tlio in-
stitutions which sho has founded, but sho has
resolved that the Bopublio shall mean a stable
Povernment, securing order, progrecs and re-
spect at homo and abroad. Taught by
recent experience, wo think that such a
government must not show weakness ror
renialn dlnsrmod in struggling with those who
reluo to bow to tho will of tho majority so often
declared Ibe elections have manifested above
an elso ranee's resolvo to enter upon a dchnlto
era of calm and labor. We tneroforo propose toput aside questions Irritating and dividing
men s minds, and to direct our wholo attention
to the solution of problems of economy and
oclal Justice."
Continuing, ho promised reforms that would

render tho administration of Justice cheaper,
lhe budgot for 18IU, ho ssld. would show a
real and solid equilibrium. Public works, har-oor- s.

canals and isllwajs would bo expedited,
and thfro would bo reforms in land ami liquor

BRIDGE BLOCKADE.

Over 15,000 People Obliged to

Walk Over This Morning.

An Eng'no Jumpod tlio Track and
Traffic Was Stopped.

It Cnused a Big Crush, Which Lasted
Over nn Hour.

For nearly an hour and a half this morning
tho footpath of tlio Brooklyn LrtiUo was
thiongcdwith a hurriedly moving mass of hu-

manity who wero compelled to walk over tho
structure, owing to an accident which hap-pon-

to ono of the locotnotUoi which aro used
to switch off tho trains on tho Uiool.lyn side.

Not sinco the memorable Memorial Day,
1883, when many peoplo wero Injured in tho
cmshof slght-secr- s near tho New Yuri; tower,
has such nciowd of peoplo been eeon on the
bridge at one time.

According to Hup;. Maitln, not less than
15,000 wulkod rrom Dinoklyn and oer 3,000
from New York.

Tto polico were kept busy handling thociond,
and calls of "Keep to tho right " weio of nt

repetition. In order to prevent another
catastiouho tlm peoplo were inado to walk in
singlo lllo.

At 8,'JH EnglnoNo. 8 gave a heavily loaded
train of Hrookiyiiites a pushing start from that
end of tho bridge. Then It hurried back to take
its placo as puBlior of another train.

But jut as It reached tho switch at the end or
the Brooklyn btatlon it left tho track, leaped
pightcen incheB to tho right, and before it could
be stopped it bad traelled lltticn leet on tlio
tlrs.

l'or an hour and sixteen minutes Supt. Mar-
tin, Trainmaster Hosglnnd and a dozen meohar-ic- s

labored, and then No. H was back on tlio
steel i alls and Irnllic was resumed.

This delay meant a loss of not liss thsn 9300
to tho surplus in the Bridgo treasuiy, wliloh is
ghin.j io much trotihlo to tho TniHteen, tor the
promenadcr pays only one cent, while the train
pamuiccr pays tluee.

But tho blockado meant much mnro than that
to tho belated people. Thero were appoint-
ments missed, hard masters to appease,

to satisfy, trains missed and a host of
other worrisomo things.

Hunt. Mai tin said:
"A carofnl examination of tho switch shows

that it was swung pronerlv into place. The
engine was running Just as all theeugincsdo
run year in and yesr out. There xeems no

cause for tho accident. It is ono of those
unaccountable freaks of fate.

"Theio is a superstition on tho bridgo that
mishaps comes m trios. Ibis is tho thiid.
Monday night and last night again wo hail a
delay of fifteen or twenty minutes through tho
fii'lme of tho grip to take hold when a train wai
started."

Ho was elected by tho famous extra session In
lMNtl to hucceed fleorge Hearst, who had been
appointed by Gov. Htoncman on the death of
benator John F. Miller. 'Iho friends of Mr.
Williams say it would be nlco if he could again
