DEBT AND A BULLET

Dramatic Suicide of an Impoverished

Young Artist.

Shot Himself Through tho Hoart In

a Young Woman's Room.

Finunclul Trouble ttio Only Known
Cnuso of Ills Dcencruto Deed.

A young man and a younir woman sat side by
side in an attic room at U4 1 Wooster street
shortly after midnight this morning.

The young man rcquehtod the girl to go out
for some beor, but sho declined to do so. After
repeating his lcquost, meeting a nccoud denial,
he took a tovolvor fiom his pocket and coolly
shot himself through tho heart and fell to the
lluoi'dead.

BRIDGE BLOCKADE.

For nearly an hour and a hair this morning
the footpath of tho Brooklyn Bridto was
thronged with a hurritdly moving mass of liu- -

inanity who were compelled to walk over tho
structure, owing to an acc.dont which hap-

pened to one of tho locomotives which are used
to switch off the trains on tho Brooklpi sido.

Not since the memorable Memorial Day,

1883, when many people wero injured in tho
crush of sight-bee- rs near the New York tower,
lias such aciowd of people been beou on tho
bridge at ono timo.

According to Hupf. Martin, not less than
15,000 walked from Brooklyn and ovcr3,ooo
from New York.

The police wero ktpt busy handling tho crowd,
and calls of "Keep to tho right " were of nt

repetition. In order to prevent another
cataKtrophe thn people, wcro mads to walk in
single 111c.

At 8.-J- Engine No. 8 gavo a heavily loaded
train or llrooklyiiltt-- s a pushing atart from that
nnil of tho bridge. Then it iiutrlcd back to taLo
its placo as pusher of another tioln.

Hut lit t as it reached the bwHcii at the end of
tho IJiooklyn station it left the track, leaped
eighteen inchos to the right, and before it could
bo stopped It had travelled fifteen fcot on tho

lor an hour and sixteen minutes Supt. Mar-
tin. Trainmaster Hnagland and a dozen mecliati-ic- s

laboted, and then No. b was back on tho
steel l ails and traffic wan icsunied.

This delay meant a hiss of not less than 9300
to tho surplus in tho Bridge treasury, which is
giving o much trouble to tho Trusties, for tho
prouienader pays only one cent, while tho train
paskcnser pays tin ec.

But the blockade meant much more than that
to the belated people. There were appoint-
ments missed, hard masters to appease, em-

ployers to satisfy, trains musod aud a host of
other worrisome things.

"A carelul examination of the switch ilirvvi

that it was siung propcrlv into place, 'J ho
nnirtne wns running lust as all the engines do
run year iu and vear out. Thtro seems no

cause for tho accident It is one of thoso
uiiaeuntiiitalile freaks of fata.

"There is a atiperstition on tho bridge that
mishaps comos iu trios. Thi.i is tho third.
Monday night and hist nlcht again we had a
delay of tifteon or twenty mluutos through ilio
failure of tho grip to take hold when a ttain was
started. " .
