Money poured in lorsevnal scars, and thin its
iharactei became so infamous that tlio police,
about ten learn ago, shut it up. Codec cut loose
ti oin Kirncnn and tried tlio larictr show for a
fun jiais. His next venture, the W'intei (lar-dii- i,

was forsomi time a mint. When the law
was passed foi bidding tin sale of beer in ultimo
halls he sold out and purchasid tho Honiistiad
Hotel, Fiftj-uiut- li stnct and Sixth aieimi,
wheio innng Harry Ilcird, the artist, was
asphixiateil short whllo ago.
