011 the ot ood laco to tacn in the horrible
pnnnply i .r. Tho load wa built amid the
clash or battle. It riveted tognthor the Fast
and the Vtt. Ihe dilving nf the last golden
apikewaa deservedly celcbiated as 0110 of the
greatest achievement ot the age, but no one
then and hut fow now tocall tho fact that its
construction was one of tho great national con-
ception or Jcllcrson Davi. If that road had
been built under tho administration of Frank-
lin I'ieice how manv million of dollars would
haiu been taie' 'he United Stales Treasury!
How many h' Is o' thousands of acres
would havo been saved to settler., native ami
foieigiil What turpitude and debauchery we
should hate escaped in Congress through all
tbeso year, then and now! It lemalued for
Alien O. fhurman.nr Ohio, to point It out. and
the tak, so nobly performed, rowatded nim in
his old ago to thenar!

In tho projection or tho Pacific road, which
Mr. Daiisailiocatcd In tho Sonato years botoio
ho became a member of Ficice's Cabinet, the
nigumeutH ho used, to quote his own wotds,
weio "the military necessity tor such means
of transportation, and tho need of safo and
rapid communication with the l'acitlo slope, to
sccui-- its continuance a a part of tho Union."
Looking back to that part of his career thiough
the long vista of years, lie saya: "In tho or-
ganisation and equipment of thco parties, and
in the selection of their officer, enru waa taken
to proi ide for rocniiug full and accurate infor-
mation upon oiciy point involved in tlio deter-
mination of the route. Tho only disci Imlnation
mado was in tho tnoro prompt and thorough
equipment ot tho pai ties for tho extremo north-
ern hue. nnd this was only because that waa sup-
posed to bo tho most difficult of execution of all
of tho surve. "

War came and peaco followed, and capital, that
accomodates itscsf equally to peace and to war,
built that Southern road at infinitely less cost
than tho Noithcrn one. In that, if in nothing
else, wan not Davi right?

The filendship between Franklin Pierce and

ids Secretary of Wat wa a very tincoro one.
They d. tiered politically 011 many point, but
they know ono another's honesty of conviction
and purpose, and tn hi old friend Mr.Davis pays
tins tllhilto in the book which is his appeal to
posterity:

"Tho Administration of Tranktln Pierce pre-
sents thu only instance in our history nf the
cont'uuancn of a Cabinet for four years without
a single change in its pcrfonnel. Whon it is

that there w a much dissimilarity if
not ineongrnttcor diameter among tlio mem-
bers ot that Cabinet, sonic idea may bo formed
nt tho powci otcr men possessed and exercised
by Mr. l'ierco. Chivalrous, generous, amiable,
tiue to bin fiiends and tn bin faith, frank and
bold in the declaration of bis opinions, ho never
(leeched anyone. And if troachcry hadeier
como near him it would havo stood abashed in
the presence or hi tinth, his manliness and his
confiding simplicity."

Looking hack, both sides continued to
"push" until the war came and tho Union was
reennstrncted on new linos and new foundation
that shall withstand every shock, internal nr
external. Tho old South, that Jefferson Davis
so ably and so brilliantly led. lost; but the new
South, tho South ot to.day, won what no ouo
waa then wise enough to foresee.

THE LEADF.n OK THE SOUTH.
In t858 Mr. Davi held a position of com-

manding inlluenco in the Democratic party.
North and South. He was the undisputed leader
of the Southern wing, and in tho Northern
States ho had thousand, of enthusiastic adher-
ent like llenjamin F. llutler, who were cap-
tivated by hi splendid if misguided ccniu.
In that year, ho mado a tour of the Eastern
States, speaking at great meetings in New York.
Dostou, Portland and other cities. Addressing
a vast number of people in front of his hotel in
thoMaino capital, ho said:

Shall the
llocky Mountain prove a dividing barrier to usf
Mere ours a central, consolidated government In-

stead of a Union of sovereign States, our fate lnurht
be learned from the history of other nations. Tnanks
to the wisdom aud Independent spirit of our fore-
fathers, this Is not tho case. Each btate having sole
charao of its local interests and domestic affairs, the
problem, which to others has been insoluble, to csts
made easy, llatld. safe and ea3 communication
between the Atlantic and Pacific will uivo colntelli-gene-

unity of Interest and amonsr all
part of our eontinenl-wld- e republic. Ihe network
of railroad which bind thn North and touth. the
aloieof the Atlantic and the valley of the Missis
slpi I together, testifies that our people havo the
power to perform. In that regard, whatever it is
their will to achleie.

Theio aro trite sentiment now beard on every
platroim. but thiity years ago. in the Maino
woods, they laid down the linos of a great and
wise HtatcMiianshlp that wa thou a prophecy.
What a pity that JcfloiKiin Davis did not follow

Invited to Boston, to a birthday Webster cele-
bration, hu scut back these strong Union senti-
