John Greenwall, convicted of the murder of
Lyman 8. Week, was banned at 7.34 o'clock
thin morning, in the Raymond Street Jail.
Brooklyn. Ilia Deck was broken and be waa
pronounced dead in seven minute.

S3 be turnsd hie back on bla cell in tbe
toutheru corridor and walked in theaombre
prwesaion to tbe gallows.

Cold out?1 he inqutieit. vivaciously.

"No, not very cold! but how do yon feel
yourself f" said tho Warden.

"1 nover felt better in my life. I don't boliee
I ever cared so much for lifo beforo as 1 do this
morning." hn added, carnottlj.

He walked ont into tlio corridor and saluted
tho death-watc- He peered up anxiously
through ono of the big iron-grate- d windows to
get a glimpse of the sky.

"It is not daylight jet, but I might bb well
make tho most of my time now," he remarked.

After a short walk up and down tho coiridor
he went to tho impictviscd chapel near hiH cell
and knelt in Player.

Father O'liara reached the jail at 5 o'clock,
hurried at onco to GreenwallV side. Thefind victim ami his Npliitual advisor shook

hauds warmly and then knelt to pi ay together.
HIS LAST COMMUNION.

Father O'liara celebrated mass at ft.HO
o'clock and Greenwall received his last com-
munion. Tbe service was finished a few min-
utes after 0 a. m., and then Greenwall returned
to his cell to eat his breakfast of roast chicken,
hot rolls, boiled eggs aud coffee.

It was so bitterly cold outside that Inspec-
tor 'MoLaugblin asked permission to house
his policemen for a few minutes in tho Jail,
which permission was readily erantod. and
about two hundred of them filed in in single
file.

Ihe steady tramp, tramp of their feet a" they
marohed awoke everybody In the jail. Green,
wall heard the sound and asLcd what it meant.
He was told, and thou made a little Joke, say.
ing?

"Well, it's a good many policemen to have
behind prison bars. I was afraiil they came for
fear I would try and escape. "

A few minutes later Joe Atklnaon and his two
assistants entered the jail, and preparations for
tho forthcoming event were hurried by him in
his usual impetuous fashion.

Emigration Commissioner Htcphenson said to-
day that he thinks Davenports bill is likely
to become a law, and that ifitdno. ho has no
doubt that Duvenport will bo the Chief Commis-
sioner.
