named Paul Krause and John Beoker, were ar-
retted by Byrnes' men as tho robbers. They

When examined by the Inspeotor ther denied
all knowledge of the orime themselves, but saidit had been oommltted by John Qreenwall, of
03 Bowery. Byrnes's men at once gathered
him in,

A hatha wore was Identified as one belonging
to Mr. Young, and he also had the pawn-tick-

fpraplstolinhispookot. Tho pistol was Mr.
Young's also.

Qreenwall said be had pawned thai pistol, but
that it had been glren him. Then he was told
that Krause and Beoker, his "pala." had
'glren him away." Thereupon he confessed

and said that they did tho 'Mob' alone, and
nearlyprored it. lie admitted baring worked
with Krause, Beckor. Charles, alias "'Butoh"
Miller, and "a kid" named Fred Christian.
In rarions burglaries, but claimed entire inno-
cence of the Young robbery.

In return Krause and Becker swore that It was
he who had killed Lyman 8. Woeks, and eo thestory came out.

Beoker and Christian were arrested. Qreen-
wall was tried twiqe, and eaoh time ,

pripoiDally on the testimony ef Kraute, Beoker
and Christian, and partly through strong

erldenoe.
Mrs. Weeks identified him as the man she had

seen leaving her house, and other reputable
oltlxens testified to seeing him loitering In the
vicinity of Mr. Weeke's house on the night of the
murder.

This latter fact be did not deny, but claimed
that he was the rlotim of a conspiracy hatched
un br Kranse and Beckor, and in turn scorned
Krause of being the murderer.

Recently, a female deteotlre undertook to
clear him, and furnished Tnz Would with aff-
idavits and statements which, if true, would
tend to show that Krause and not he was the
real murderer.

Qreenwall swore that the gang had, planned to
commit a burglary that night, but that Kranse
became Intnxfoated and Qreenwall left them.

Qreenwall swore that he subsequently learned
that after they parted in Brooklyn, Kranse went
to Mr, Weeks's house with Beoker and "Tho
Kid." Krouseaud Beaker went In, and "Tne
Kid" remained on the lookout-M- r.

Weeks appeared and Krause shot him.
This story was confirmed by '"The Kid" and
Miller, but 'as it waa in direct contradiction to
their sworn testimony on the trial it did not
hare muoh effeot and exeoutlve interference was
refused.

Kranse is now doing eight years In Jail for
robbery In Baltimore! Miller is doing ten rears,
with a prospect of ten more, In Trenton (N. J.)
Prison; "The Kid" is in the llaymond Street
Jail; Becker is at large and was rroently shot,
but not fntallr.

The police keep him under constant surveil-
lance.

Mrs. Weeks, a prematurely aged woman, is
living with friends in Bridgerxirt

Qreenwall is dead. His right name was John
Theodore Wild, and he haa wealthy rslatiras in
Germany.

Lawyer Perry, in conversation with the re-

porters last night, hinted that Qreenwall was a
man of mystery and that no one knew quite all
of his history. Mr. Perry said; "Qreenwall
is an irtteUigentman, and I know oomes of a

family. His mother's only brother is a6ood JJuhop in Prance y and his father
la wealthy."

"Have they paid you for defending Qreen-
wall T" be was asked.

Not a cent. His esse has cost me 1188, and
I undertook his defense because I fell positive
ttat he is an lnnooent man, Now that wo have
failed to save his life I will defray the expense
of his funeral.

"lie will be buried In tho Holy Gross Ceme-
tery In I'lstbunli, and will be taken directly
there after tho execution."

When Qreenwall was a small boy he waa en- -
during tho I'rsuco-PriiBsla- n war as a spy?aged French army, lie wax finally oaught and
