CLARA'S CHARGES.1

They Bring Consternation to the Camp

of Kor Lawyers.

Miss Chastor'o Conspiracy Affidavit

Ka Gcnulno QombstiBll.

A large-size- d bombshell ctplodod tliln morn-
ing in tho camp of tho lawyers ougnged in the

proceedings for
abandonment, bigamy and divorce, whoa Tiie
Woblb discloKtd tho fact that Miss Chester, who
appears as olmplaluant agoinst Ltde. in the
first two proceedings, hud run away, avlng
behind horau.nflldavit retracting all the state-
ments sho hadmnde ncsiiiht tho defendant, and
renouncing her claim to be his wife.

The affidavit is a rcmsrknble document, and
in it Miss Clara CJhcetoi-llinn- charges not only
Mr. Newcombo and his law firm of conspiring
to induce her to appear against Lcdercr. but
practically says lhat uuo of Col. FcIIowb'h

is guilty of subornation of perjury, and
seeks to place Justice Ilngan in a rather delicate
position by saying that she told him In tho
courso of the recent proceedings at the Tomlw,
that sho wantod to retract and withdraw tho
charges.

Tho disclosures place all the proceedings in a
somewhat parlous condition, nnd oplnioitB in
tho matter among the lawyers interested in tco
various cases woro rather misty this morning.

It is certain that Miss Chester has loft town,
but where sho has gone is a mystery. Nor could
it be ascertained who aided her in drawing up
the startling document which at first vlow soems
to knock all the proceedings against Lcdercr,
both civil and criminal, into a cocked hat. It
makes it particularly unfortunate for Miss Fior-
ina Newcombe's dlvorco suit.

Little Abe Hummel, who has charge of the
abandonment caso, though greatly taken aback
at tho disclosures, came up smiling as ever.' ' Our case will certainly go on at the date for
which it was set down at the last hearing. We
have no further use for Miss Chester, as she has

Hut
Jockey Btono a day or two beforo was suspended
as a jockey for disobedience. Ho had boon
drinking in consenuouce, and he "wanted
trouble." Ho visited the saloon at about mid-
night with Bamnol Obydic, another colored man.

Btono roviled and abused Miller, and drawiug
a small revolver fired several times. Miller l an
about ten feet, threw up his hands and fell
dead with a bullet In hla heart

A thousand people in "The Out" woro

colored men, who had fled, woro hunted down.
Htono waa fonnd in hiding in a shanty at S
o'clock In the morning, and tho polico had dif-
ficulty in protecting him from a lynching.
